E cumenical Patriarch Bartholomew, the
spiritual leader of 300 million Eastern Or-
thodox Christians, has been awarded the 2025
Templeton Prize for his pioneering efforts to
bridge scientificand spiritual understandings of
humanity’s relationship with the natural world,
bringing together people of different faiths to
heed a call for stewardship of creation.

For over 30 years, Bartholomew has articu-
lated a compelling moral and theological vision
of humanity’s responsibility to care for the Earth
and to uphold harmony, unity, and mutual love
within and across religious communities. He has
consistently exhorted people of faith to view
their relationship to creation as a sacred duty,
arguing that making a false historical divide
between the material and spiritual can deny
the significance of environmental degradation.

“Bartholomew is receiving the Templeton
Prize for making care for the environment a
central commitment in his role as a spiritual
leader,” said Heather Templeton Dill, President
of the John Templeton Foundation. “This is
harnessing the power of the sciences to expand
our collective understanding of humankind’s
place and purpose in the world.

“Bartholomew has also deepened Christians'’
ideas of what it means to be faithful in the world
today. Itinvolves caring for all aspects of God'’s
creation including the people around us and
the natural world in which we live.”

In pursuing this goal, Bartholomew used the
stature of his office—the highest spiritual au-
thority within the Eastern Orthodox Church—to
convene groups of scientists, scholars, political
leaders, and clerics from the Catholic, Jewish,
and Muslim worlds. Recognizing that science
plays a critical role in helping religious leaders
accept their responsibility to be good stew-
ards of the Earth, Bartholomew described an
“ecumenical imperative.” Care for creation, he
argued, is a moral duty that transcends con-
ventional divides between religious, secular,
and sectarian perspectives. To that end, he
has worked with other leaders to elevate en-
vironmental concerns as a means to care for
the most vulnerable members of our societies.

“We are not owners of this planet,” said
Bartholomew in an interview for the Templeton
Prize. “It belongs to the coming generations as
well. We are simply stewards and priests of the
environment and not proprietors of it.

“Ecology is not a political or economic issue.
Itis mainly a spiritual and religious issue because
God created and gave it to us to protect it, to
cultivate it, to use it, but not to abuse it. This is
the spiritual dimension of ecology,” he observed.

“| see that we have a common ideal, a com-
mon purpose. Maybe our methods are diverse,
but the final goal of all of us is to save our planet,
to create better conditions of life for the inhabit-
ants of this planet, which is our common home,
our ecos. This is a Greek word, which means
‘home,” and ecology is the science about our
home. We complete each other, scientists and
media and local administrators and theologians
and priests and bishops—we complete each
other in order to serve this common ideal.”

“l am delighted to learn that the Templeton
Prize is being awarded to His All-Holiness Bar-
tholomew,” said Jane Goodall, PhD, DBE, Founder
of the Jane Goodall Institute, UN Messenger of
Peace, and the 2021 Templeton Prize winner.

“I have had the privilege of spending time
with His All-Holiness and cannot think of a more
deserving candidate for this honour. His en-
deavours in bringing these disparate groups
togetherin order to emphasize the importance
of protecting the natural world on which our
future depends are truly making a difference.”

Bartholomew joins a list of 54 Prize recipients
including St. Teresa of Kolkata (the inaugural
award in 1973), the Dalai Lama (2012) and Arch-
bishop Desmond Tutu (2013).

About the Templeton Prize
Established in 1972, the Templeton Prize is
one of the world’s largest annual individual
awards. Itis given to honor individuals whose
exemplary achievements advance Sir John
Templeton’s philanthropic vision: harnessing
the power of the sciences to explore the deep-
est questions of the universe and humankind'’s
place and purpose within it.

Currently valued at £1.1 million GBP, the
award is adjusted periodically so it always ex-
ceeds the value of the Nobel Prize.

The Templeton Prize is awarded by the three
Templeton philanthropies: the John Temple-
ton Foundation, based in West Conshohocken,
Pennsylvania, and by the Templeton World Char-
ity Foundation and Templeton Religion Trust,
based in Nassau, The Bahamas.

Present were Archon Dr. Stephen
Yallourakis and Dr. Anna Yallourakis, whose gen-
erosity once again made the restoration possible,
along with their children, Michael and Stephanie
Katherine Yallourakis.

In his homily, His All-
Holiness reflected on the
suffering of the Greek
Orthodox community
in Constantinople, mir-
rored in the chapel’s his-
tory. Previously restored
in 2006, the chapel was
destroyed again in 2007,
when eight local Forestry

Ministry officials vandalized the monastery and
threatened its residents. Thanks to renewed
support from Drs. Yallourakis, the chapel has
now been restored a second time.

A commemorative plaque was unveiled
honoring their sacrificial generosity. The Ecu-
menical Patriarch praised their commitment,
noting the chapel now stands “in another form,”
fully renovated and transfigured.

Our Lord and God and Savior Jesus Christ

Most honorable brother Hierarchs and blessed children in the Lord,

a new ecclesiastical year, glorifying His heavenly name for the

uninterrupted and bounteous fruitfulness of the initiatives of His
Holy Great Church in the field of creation’s protection. The Ecumenical
Patriarchate not only highlighted the seriousness of environmental is-
sues from an early stage, but also focused attention on their foundational
causes—which are inner, spiritual, and moral—and proposed solutions
based on an Orthodox eucharistic and ascetic ethos.

B y the good pleasure of God the giver of all, we embark today upon

Orthodoxy, in her faith, divine worship, and witness to the world is, one
could say, the eco-friendly form of Christianity. Thus, the proclamation
of the Feast of the Indiction as a day of prayer for the protection of the
natural environment was not merely a reaction to the contemporary
ecological crisis, but a natural extension of the Church’s life as “ap-
plied ecology.” From the beginning, we declared the inseparability of
respect for creation and the human person, revealing the common
root and interconnection of environmental and social problems.
Alienation from God breeds a possessive and exploitative attitude
and behavior toward creation and fellow human beings, while life in
and according to Christ is a source of environmental sensitivity and
philanthropic action. As the Lord said: “Every good tree bears good
fruit, but a corrupt tree bears evil fruit. A good tree cannot bear evil
fruit, and a corrupt tree cannot bear good fruit” (Matthew 7:17-18).

Respect for spiritual values sharpens our discernment of what is
good and what must be done. Indifference toward the Transcendent
and the “anthropomonism” that follows lead to the entrapment of
the human being in the earthly, that is, to a shrinking of his free-
dom into pragmatic choices and decisions, always intertwined with
superficial views of reality and with the identification of the good
with “what happens to be useful.” The timely call for “ecological
repentance”—beyond the call to remorse for the ecological damage
already inflicted—and to a radical change in mindset and behavior
toward creation, also points to the need to transcend the erroneous
stance that upholds the view of the environmentally destructive
“self-regulating economy” as the only path to development. This
stance further fuels the naive belief in nature’s alleged ability to
regenerate itself indefinitely, despite the human-induced burdens it
suffers, such as the intensification of climate change and its devastat-
ing global consequences. Today, in addition to all this, is added the
pandemonium of war cries, bombings, missiles and explosions, which
drowns out the cry of the innocent victims of merciless violence and
the groaning of creation. The future of life on our planet will either
be ecological and peaceful—or nonexistent.

The Ecumenical Patriarchate, alongside its struggle for peace,
justice, and solidarity, will continue to lead in protecting nature,
upholding ecological themes as central issues in inter-Christian
and interfaith dialogue, and promoting the significance of Chris-
tian eco-friendly principles and traditions within international
institutions, environmental organizations, scientific foundations,
and civil society. We are confident that cooperation in the field
of ecology strengthens our sense of shared responsibility for the
future and opens up new and favorable prospects.

Returning to what we stated in a previous Message, we once again
call upon the Metropolises of the Mother Church around the world,
parishes, and monasteries to develop coordinated actions and specific
interventions to mobilize the faithful, with emphasis on educating
the younger generation. Applying the ecological implications of our
faith in practice is a defining aspect of our Orthodox identity.

In this spirit, we wish you all a blessed and fruitful ecclesiastical
year in good and God-pleasing works. We call upon the children
of the Holy Great Church of Christ across the globe to live in a true
eco-friendly manner and in brotherly love, to pray for creation and
for peace, to strive for the integrity of the natural environment and
sustainability, and to cultivate a culture of solidarity. Through the
intercession and protection of the Most Holy Theotokos Pammak-
aristos, we invoke upon you the life-giving grace and great mercy
of the Almighty Creator and All-Merciful God of love.
