oncluding his official visit to

Washington, Greece’s Minister
of National Economy and Finance,
Kyriakos Pierrakakis, traveled to
New York, on Saturday, October
18, where he paid a courtesy vis-
it to Archbishop Elpidophoros of
America at the headquarters of
the Greek Orthodox Archdiocese
in Manhattan.

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Never Forget: Confronting unspoken realities

“ hatevenis Cyprus? Why
not just go to Greece?”

| often encountered this ques-
tion when recounting my sum-
mer plans.

Greece has always been
my second home. As a grand-
child of four Greek immigrants,
| grew up frequently visiting
Greece with my family, enjoy-
ing ice cream at the periptero,
driving up mountains to visit
my grandparents’ horios, danc-
ing kalamatiano on the rooftop
of my apartment building. Back
home in America, | took great
pride in my heritage, attend-
ing a Greek Orthodox church
weekly, going to Greek school
and Greek festivals, and sur-
rounding myself with a strong

community of Greek Ameri-
can friends.

Yet, somehow, before hear-
ing about the AHIF Foreign Pol-

icy Trip, the number of times |
had heard of the Republic of Cy-
prus could probably be count-
ed on one hand. It wasn’t that |

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didn’t care about international
issues; | was an active member
of my high school’s Policy De-
bate and Model United Nations

teams. Even so, Cyprus was nev-
er a country represented in my
numerous Model UN conferenc-
es, nor was it mentioned a single
time in my AP European Histo-
ry course. My year-long debate
topic was NATO security coop-
eration, yet | never once heard
about the Turkish occupation
of Cyprus. Thus, when | discov-
ered that a large portion of the
trip would take place in Cyprus,
| was immediately intrigued. |
asked my dad, a history buff,
who explained the nation’s di-
vided state and ongoing Turkish
occupation. This short descrip-
tion would be nowhere near suf-
ficient to prepare me for what |
was about to witness. It wasn't
my dad’s fault; no explanation
possibly could have been.

During my visit, it quickly be-
came abundantly clear that Cy-
prus was divided in every sense
of the word. Since the island is
so small, the division is impos-
sible to ignore. Our first dinner
in Nicosia was a 20-second walk
from a UN buffer zone check-
point. We saw posters display-
ing horror stories of small acts
of resistance in the occupied
area, such as Solomos Solomou,
a 26-year-old man killed, shot
three times by Turkish troops
while attempting to remove a
Turkish flag from its mast. On
our walk on the beach in Fama-
gusta in the occupied area, we
watched as people vacationed to
our right, with dilapidated build-
ings that had been untouched
since the 1974 invasion on our
left. We saw destroyed ceme-
teries and churches.

One of the most appalling
sights was the massive flag of
the so-called “Turkish Republic
of Northern Cyprus,” which only
Turkey recognizes. The flag was
imprinted onto a large moun-
tain facing the southern area
controlled by the Republic of
Cyprus and lit up at night, aim-
ing to attract as much atten-
tion as possible. Next to it is a
motto that translates to, “How
happy is the one who can say
‘I am a Turk.”

Seeing these sights filled me
with immense anger, frustration,
and sadness. | couldn’t help but
wonder why no one ever talked
about this. When Russia invad-
ed Ukraine, most people in the
U.S. were absolutely appalled, in-
stantly discussing ways that the
U.S. could provide aid to Ukraine.
It was always a question of how
much aid to provide, not wheth-
er it should be given in the first
place. Yet, when Turkey, a NATO
member state, illegally occupies
Cyprus and visibly flaunts it in
blatant violation of internation-
al law for 51 years, most people
don’teven know it is happening
- even Greek Americans.

The U.S/s collaboration with
Greece and Cyprus does not
need to be one-sided - it can
be mutually beneficial. The trip
revealed a completely new side
of the Hellenic Republic as a
modern military power in the
Eastern Mediterranean: a strong
ally and pillar of stability at the
crossroads of geopolitical con-
flict and tensions across the
Balkans, the Middle East, and
North Africa. Despite its small
size, Cyprus serves as the prima-
ry hub for humanitarian evac-
uations from conflict areas in
the Middle East, such as Israel,
ensuring the safety of U.S. cit-
izens abroad.

“Aev Eexvw.” Never forget.
These were the words plastered
over posters across Cyprus and
repeated to me by the military
officers we shared meals with.
And | never will.

Now, when people ask me
how my trip was, | tell them
about what | saw. | don't try to
sugarcoat reality or pretend the
situation is not as grave as it is.
Because if these realities go un-
spoken, who will bring them to
light? Who will talk about the suf-
fering the Cypriot people have
endured for so many years? Who
will question why oneiillegal oc-
cupation makes headlines dai-
ly, while another is blatantly ig-
nored? Continued silence only
allows injustice to persist.

The trip inspired me to share
what | saw and use my career to
make a difference. As future lead-
ers, if we want change, we must
createit for ourselves. As the Presi-
dentofthe Gyprus House of Repre-
sentatives Annita Demetriou said,
we must resist giving up because
things are “negative, toxic,and un-
changeable” and instead “choose
hope and changing things.” Oth-
erwise, nothing ever will.

hen Congress passed the

EastMed Act nearly six
years ago, a senior State Depart-
ment official privately expressed
concern. Her objection was not
tothelaw’s content, but to what
it represented: Congress, once
again, limiting the flexibility of
American diplomacy. “We can
never know when these restric-
tions will come back to haunt
us,” she said.

That warning now feels pro-
phetic. As President Recep Tayyip
Erdogan stepped into the White
House this week, two legislative
restrictions, both linked to the
F-35 fighter jet, continue to tie
the president’s hands, despite
his evident desire to reset rela-
tions with Ankara.

A visit, but no breakthrough
Diplomatic sources say the visit
helped thaw the freeze in U.S.-
Turkey relations that character-
ized the Biden years. Yet be-
yond warm words and displays
of personal rapport, there is lit-
tle sign of tangible progress to-
ward restoring Turkey’s place in
the F-35 program.

While personally inclined
to resolve the issue, President
Trump soon recognized its com-
plexity. Two separate congres-
sional firewalls, the Countering
America’s Adversaries Through
Sanctions Act (CAATSA) and a
2020 amendment to the Nation-
al Defense Authorization Act
(NDAA), pose substantial hur-
dles to moving forward with-
out congressional cooperation.

The twin legal barriers
The CAATSA sanctions were im-
posed on Turkey’s defense in-
dustry for purchasing Russia’s
S-400 missile system. The NDAA

amendment goes further, ex-
plicitly blocking any transfer of
F-35s until Ankara divests from
the Russian system entirely.

When Trump took office for
his second term, according to
people familiar with the matter,
he asked the State Department’s
lawyers to explore creative sce-
narios under which Turkey might
retain the S-400s on its soil with-
out violating U.S. law. Their con-
clusion was unequivocal: there
is no legal path.

Together, CAATSA and the
NDAA amendment function as
interlocking safeguards, limit-
ing the president’s ability to uni-
laterally override congressional
restrictions on strategic arms
transfers.

Searching for loopholes
The White House, aware of Con-
gress’s firm stance, has limited
room to maneuver. During the
meeting, Mr. Trump floated one
possible concession: beginning
the process to lift the CAATSA
sanctions on Turkey's defense
procurementagency, an action
that falls within his executive
purview but would still require
congressional review before tak-
ing effect.

Under the law, the president
may determine that such a move
serves U.S. national security in-
terests and proceed to suspend
or remove the sanctions. Law-
makers would then face a steep
procedural hurdle to block the
decision, as overturning it would
require passing a joint resolution
of disapproval, a measure that
must clear both chambers and,
in effect, overcome the presi-
dent’s veto.

Such a move would not,
by itself, restore Turkey to the

F-35 program but would ease
restrictions on roughly $20 bil-
lion worth of spare parts and en-
gines. Foreign Minister Hakan
Fidan has said that CAATSA-re-
lated restrictions in Congress
are blocking export licenses for
U.S.-made engines needed for
Turkey’s Kaan fighter jet, add-
ing that access to those compo-
nents remains critical for the air-
craft’s production.

Even so, Trump reportedly at-
tached conditions. Chief among
them: a halt to Turkey’s imports
of Russian oil.

Congress holds the keys
So far, there is no indication that
the White House has made any
effort to persuade Congress to
revise the NDAA amendment.
The last known effort came in
mid-2024, led by Senator Jeanne
Shaheen, months before Mr.
Trump returned to office.

The new NDAA is typically
finalized by Christmas, leaving
little time for legislative maneu-
vering. Unless the restriction is
amended or repealed, the ad-
ministration would likely remain
bound by it throughout the com-
ing year.

Greece out of the picture
Amid the intricate maneuvering
of regional diplomacy, Greece's
concerns appear to have faded
from the administration’s im-
mediate calculus. The Biden ad-
ministration had offered verbal
assurances that Greece’s quali-
tative military edge would be
preserved, but those assuranc-
es were never formalized as offi-
cial U.S. policy, unlike the guar-
antees extended to Israel.

Nonetheless, Athens’s steady
lobbying in Congress continues
toyield results. Members of Con-
gress increasingly cite Turkish
overflights and violations of
Greek sovereignty when debat-
ing any potential restoration of
Ankara’s participation in the F-35
program.

Senator Jim Risch, the Repub-
lican chair of the Senate Foreign
Relations Committee, recently
made clear that his objections go
beyond the S-400 issue. Kimber-
ly Guilfoyle, the newly sworn-in
U.S. ambassador to Greece, ap-
peared to share that view in her

responses during the Senate con-
firmation process.

According to sources, Ms.
Guilfoyle is working to revive
the 3+1 cooperation format be-
tween the United States, Greece,
Israel, and Cyprus, starting with
energy cooperation. The U.S.en-
ergy secretary, Chris Wright, is
expected to visit Greece in No-
vember, and there is specula-
tion that Ms. Guilfoyle may seek
to use the occasion to reinvigo-
rate the 3+1 framework by con-
vening an energy-focused meet-
ing with the respective ministers
from each country.

The initiatives in Athens un-
derscore how regional diploma-
cy continues to evolve, but the
decisive moves still lie in Wash-
ington. For now, the White House
faces the very predicament that
the unnamed State Department
official foresaw six years ago.
Congress’s hand in foreign pol-
icy, once viewed as an obstacle,
has become the determining fac-
tor in whether Turkey will have
a chance to fly the F-35.

ver the past several years, | have

watched quietly as the St. Demetrios
community has faced serious challenges.
After much reflection, | feel compelled to
share my thoughts not to cast blame but
to offer perspective rooted in deep love
fora school and community that shaped
so much of my life.

St. Demetrios has never been a typical
school. Itis not a public school, a charter
school, nor a Catholic school. It is some-
thing entirely its own, a living symbol of
Hellenism, Orthodox tradition, and com-
munity. Its strength never came from
wealth or numbers but from unity, faith,
and purpose. Families believed in our mis-
sion to preserve our language, culture,
and Orthodox Christian faith. Togeth-
er, we created something that was more
than a school. We built a legacy.

But in recent years, something essen-
tial has been lost. The heart of the school,
the families whose connections span gen-
erations, has quietly stepped away. The
bond between the community and the
school has weakened. Since my departure,

I have observed a growing gap between
those leading the institution and those it
was meant to serve. This is not an issue of
competence but of understanding. The
uniqueness of St. Demetrios requires lead-
ership that truly grasps its soul, its histo-
ry, its spirit, and its role in the preserva-
tion of Hellenism in America.

We were once blessed to have individ-
uals who supported the school not only

financially but spiritually and emotion-
ally. While there have been disappoint-
ments and divisions in recent years, | be-
lieve those relationships can be healed.
However, healing must begin with hon-
esty, humility, and, above all, trust.

No matter how many students are
enrolled, the true value of St. Demetri-
os lies in its people. Losing the families
that built this institution, families whose
grandparents, children, and grandchil-
dren oncefilled its classrooms, is far more
damaging than any decline in numbers.
If we are to rebuild, we must reconnect
with those who helped create the school’s
foundation.

This is not just a school. St. Deme-
trios is the beating heart of Hellenism
in America. If it falters, we risk losing far
more than classrooms. We risk losing our
identity, our language, our traditions, and
our faith for generations to come. The
St. Demetrios school system is the foun-
dation of this legacy, and any harm to it
threatens the very survival of Hellenism
in the United States.

To those currently entrusted with its
care, | issue this solemn warning. If the

St. Demetrios school system is neglect-
ed, undermined, or allowed to decline,
it will mark the beginning of the end for
Hellenism in America. Protecting this in-
stitution is not just a duty; it is a sacred
responsibility that must be honored at
every level.
| have not given up on this commu-
nity. | still believe we can return to what
we once were and even more. That fu-
ture, however, requires leadership that
not only understands the school’s pur-
pose but has lived it. With clear vision,
experience, and a deep personal connec-
tion to its mission, | know the path back
is not only possible. It is within reach. |
have walked that road before, and | car-
ry the same commitment with me today.
If we can come together humbly, hon-
estly, and with unity, | believe we can re-
store what made St. Demetrios not just
a school but a cornerstone of our faith
and heritage.

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Cyprus economy shows steady
growth according to Cystat

he mostimportanteconomic develop-

ments for the Cyprus Economy, for the
latest months up to August 2025, are in-
cluded in the bimonthly bulletin «<Monthly
Economic Developments» the Statistical
Service of Cyprus has announced.

In a press release it says that Manu-
facturing Production during the period
January-July 2025 recorded an increase
of 3,5% compared to January-July 2024.

In addition, it notes that the total area
of Building Permits Authorized reached
1.426,3 thousand square metres during
the period January-June 2025, recording
a decrease of 12,4% compared to Janu-
ary-June 2024.

Regarding Registrations of Motor Ve-
hicles, they increased by 0,8%, reaching
to 34.668 during the period January-Au-
gust 2025. Private saloon cars decreased
to 22.750, recording a decrease of 3,4%
and light goods vehicles increased to

3.152 recording a rise of 2,6% compared
to January-August 2024.

The Consumer Price Index increased
by 0,5% during the period January-Au-
gust 2025, compared to the correspond-
ing period of the previous year.

Moreover, the total Imports of Goods
reached €8.884,6 mn during the period
January-August 2025, recording an in-
crease of 14,2% and total Exports of Goods
reached €3.729,2 mn, recording also an
increase of 2,8%.

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EC approves Greece’s 6'" request
for payment under the Recovery Fund

he European Commission announced

on October 14 that it has given a posi-
tive assessment of Greece's sixth payment
request, amounting to 2.44 billion euros,
under the Recovery and Resilience Facil-
ity (RRF) - the central pillar of the Next-
GenerationEU recovery fund.

The Commission found that Greece has
satisfactorily completed all 32 milestones
and seven targets set out in the Council’s
implementing decision for the sixth in-
stallment. According to the Commission,
the reforms and investments linked to this
payment request will bring positive chang-
es for citizens and businesses in Greece -
particularly in the healthcare, education,
publicadministration, and taxation sectors.

Greece submitted the sixth payment
requeston July 18,2025, and the disburse-
ment can only take place following a pos-
itive opinion by the Economic and Finan-
cial Committee and the formal payment

decision by the Commission.

Greece’s Recovery and Resilience Plan
will be financed with 18.22 billion euros
in grants and 17.73 billion euros in loans.
With this last positive assessment, the total
funds disbursed to Greece under the RRF
will reach 23.45 billion euros. This amount
includes 3.96 billion euros in pre-financ-
ing received in August 2021, and 159 mil-
lion euros in REPowerEU pre-financing re-
ceived in January 2024.

This corresponds to 65 % of the total
funding allocated to Greece’s plan, with 48
% of all milestones and targets now fulfilled.

137.6% of GDP (a reduction of 7.8 percentage points of
GDP compared to 2025), down from 147.8% of GDP in
2010, when Greece received its first bailout package.

This is due to the fact that a new early repayment of
European GLF loans, which have a floating interest rate,
is expected to be implemented in December, with the
pro-rata repayment of loans maturing between 2033
and 2041, totaling 5.29 billion euros.

This follows loan repayments of 7.935 billion euros
in December 2024, 5.29 billion euros in December 2023,
and 2.645 billion euros in December 2022. These are
loans from the first memorandum, which constitute the
largest burden in the debt portfolio.

The main objective is to repay these bilateral loans
adecade earlier than their final maturity date, that is, by
2031 at the latest, so that public debt is reduced both in
absolute terms and as a percentage of GDP.

reece's inflation rate slowed significantly to
1.9% in September 2025 compared with 2.9%
in August and 2.9% in September 2024, the Hellen-
ic Statistical Authority ELSTAT said on October 9.

This development is primarily due to the de-
crease in energy prices (e.g. electricity -3.7% and
natural gas -10.2%), but also in some food prod-
ucts (e.g. olive oil -37.1%).

However, the price increases in coffee (19.8%),
chocolate (22.2%), meat (8.4%), fish (6.2%), cloth-
ing and footwear (5.2%), housing rent (9.9%),
passenger transport by air (12.6%), package hol-
idays (6.7%) and health insurance premiums (7%)
stand out.

In a monthly comparison, there are new price
increases in beef (2%), lamb and goat (2.8%),
fresh vegetables (2.1%) and housing rents (0.5%).

IMF revises
Cyprus’ growth
forecast upwards

he International Monetary Fund (IMF)

expects a higher growth rate for Cy-
prus for 2025 and 2026 in its October
edition of the World Economic Outlook
(WEQ) compared with the estimates in-
cluded in the April edition. Specifically, it
projects that the growth rate will reach
2.9% of GDP in 2025 and 2.8% in 2026,
compared with 2.5% for 2025 and 2.7%
for 2026 in the April projections.

In addition, the IMF estimates that con-
sumer prices will increase by only 0.7% in

2025, marking the lowest rise in the euro
area, and by 1.3% in 2026. By comparison,
in the April estimates, inflation was pro-
jected at 2.3% for 2025 and 2% for 2026.

Regarding the current account bal-
ance, the revised projections indicate a
deficit of -8.5% in 2025 and -9.1% in 2026,
higher than the April forecasts of -7.3%
and -7.8%, respectively.

The unemployment forecast has also
been revised downward. Unemployment
is expected to reach 4.5%in 2025 and 4.7%
in 2026, compared with 4.8% for 2025
and 5% for 2026 in the April projections.

The IMF reports overall improved
global growth rates due to the smaller-
than-expected impact of tariff imposi-
tions. Specifically, it expects global growth
to slow from 3.3% in 2024 to 3.2%in 2025,
and further to 3.1% in 2026. By compar-
ison, the April estimates had projected
growth at 2.8% for 2025 and 3% for 2026.

Primary surplus
at 9.35 bin euros
in Jan-Sept 2025

he state budget recorded a prima-

ry surplus of 9.35 billion euros in the
nine-month period from January to Sep-
tember 2025, exceeding the target of 5.2
billion euros for the same period by more
than 4.1 billion euros.

This overperformance was attribut-
ed to the increase in tax revenues, which
reached 52.8 billion euros, marking an
8 percent rise compared to last year, as
well as to the reduction in government
spending, which was contained at 52.2

billion euros, showing a 6 percentannual
decrease, or 3.4 billion euros below bud-
get forecasts.

In particular, during September 2025,
total net state budget revenues amount-
ed to 6.1 billion euros, 277 million euros
above the monthly target, despite the
fact that tax payments began earlier this
year and were spread over more months
than originally planned.

According to preliminary data on
the execution of the state budget on a
modified cash basis for the period Jan-
uary-September 2025, published on
October 15 by the General Accounting
Office of the State, the state budget bal-
ance shows a surplus of 2.308 billion eu-
ros, compared to a targeted deficit of
1.581 billion euros for the same period
in the 2025 Budget Report, and a sur-
plus of 1.568 billion euros in the corre-
sponding period of 2024.

tress and anxiety are widespread

among young people in Cyprus, yet
a significant number are not seeking the
help they need, a new national report from
the Ministry of Health and UNICEF reveals.

The study, coordinated and run by CAR-
DET with the support of the Youth Board of
Cyprus and the Cyprus Youth Council, am-
plifies the voices of youth alongside those
of parents, educators, and mental health
professionals, pointing to an urgent need
for more youth-friendly, accessible, and
stigma-free services, a press release says.

Key findings
86% of youth report high levels of anx-
iety and uncertainty about the future,
while 75% feel constant pressure and

stress. Although 60% of young people
felt they needed to visit a mental health
professional, fewer than half (43%) actu-
ally did so. The reasons cited include stig-
ma, lack of awareness, and limited access.

The majority of mental health disor-
ders (75%) appear before the age of 25,
underscoring the urgency of early sup-
port, the report shows.

Referrals to psychologists in schools
increased significantly, with more than
7,700 students referred in 2020-2021.

The study identified four key barriers to
accessing mental health care, namely stigma
and prejudice, lack of youth-friendly, wel-
coming spaces, low awareness of services
and unequal access, especially in rural areas.

A call for action
The report calls for a shift towards pre-
vention and early intervention, with a
strong emphasis on engaging young

people in shaping the services they
use. These recommendations will in-
form the National Mental Health Strat-
egy and Action Plan being developed
by the Ministry of Health, the press re-
lease by CARDET says.

“These findings are a wake-up call”,
said Alexandros Tifas, a Mental Health
Nursing Officer of the Ministry of Health.

“Behind the numbers are young peo-
ple who deserve compassion, under-
standing, and access to support when
they need it. By turning their voices into
action, we can create services that truly
respond to their needs and build a soci-
ety where mental health is a shared pri-
ority”, he noted.

Cyprus teachers
rank among
Europe’s best-paid

ypriot teachers see some of the fast-

est salary growth in Europe, accord-
ing to new figures released by Eurydice,
the European Commission’s network for
education analysis.

Marking World Teachers’ Day, Eurydice
unveiled an updated online platform that
compares pay scales for teachers and
school leaders across 37 European coun-
tries. The data, compiled with input from
the OECD and national experts, provides
abroad look at earnings from pre-prima-
ry through upper secondary education.

In Cyprus, teachers begin their careers
earning about €26,600 annually, slightly
above the European median for the 2023-
2024 school year. After 15 years in the class-
room, that figure nearly doubles to €50,576,
the third-highest mid-career salary in Eu-
rope. By the end of their working life, Cypriot
teachers can expect to earn around €66,323
a year, trailing only colleagues in Luxem-
bourg, the Netherlands, and Switzerland.

Eurydice’s interactive platform offers
more than just salary tables. It allows users
to compare countries, examine how pay
evolves with experience, and explore how
factors such as school size and adminis-
trative duties affect principals’ earnings.

The tool also enables users to filter
results by education level, qualifications,
and other criteria, and to export data and
charts for research or policy analysis, pro-
viding a comprehensive view of teacher
pay across Europe’s education landscape.

Up to 17% of employees in Cyprus
worked more than 45 hours per week

yprus is among the European Union

countries where employees work the
longest hours, according to the latest Eurostat
data for the second quarter of 2025. Specifi-
cally, 16.6% of employees aged 20-64 worked
more than 45 hours per week. This percent-
age places Cyprus among the highestin the
EU, where the average stands at just 10.8%.

At the European level, Cyprus follows
only Greece (20.9%) and precedes Malta
(14.6%), while the lowest rates were re-
corded in Bulgaria (2.5%), Latvia (4.1%),

and Romania (5.9%). These figures high-
light the differences in working condi-
tions among member states, with Cyprus
standing out for its long working hours.

Meanwhile, 72.3% of employees in the
EU work between 20 and 44 hours per week,
while part-time employment (up to 19 hours)
is more widespread in countries such as the
Netherlands (26.8%) and Denmark (25.5%).

The data are based on the EU Labour
Force Survey (EU-LFS) and cover the to-
tal number of working hours, including
overtime, in both primary and potential
secondary employment

7% of Greeks report food insecurity

S even percent of the total population
of Greece experienced moderate or
severe levels of food insecurity, based on
the results of the 2024 Survey on Income
and Living Conditions of Households (EU-
SILC), with income reference period the
year 2023, released by the Hellenic Sta-
tistical Authority (ELSTAT) on October 7.

At the same time, 1.6% of the total
population experienced only severe lev-
els of food insecurity (according to Food
Insecurity Experience Scale - FIES).

The corresponding rates for moder-
ate or severe food insecurity ranged from

6.0% to 8.0% between 2019 and 2023,
with a rate of 6.5% in 2023.

As for severe food insecurity, the av-
erage rate during the period 2019-2023
was 1.5%, except for the years 2020 and
2023, when it reached 1.6% and 1.4%,
respectively.

A household is experiencing mod-
erate or severe levels of food insecuri-
ty, when at least one household mem-
ber reports having to skip a meal, eating
less than needed, running out of food,
being hungry but not eating, not eating
for a whole day, due to lack of money or
other resources to obtain food, during the
12 months prior to the survey conduct.

Greece sets new standards
for pet-friendly travel

I n a landmark move to
enhance hospitality for
travelers accompanied by
pets, the Greek govern-
ment has introduced the
“Pet-Friendly Tourist Ac-
commodation Seal”.

The initiative, formalized
through a Joint Ministerial Deci-
sion signed by Tourism Minister Olga
Kefalogianni, Deputy Finance Minister
Thanos Petralias, and Deputy Interior
Minister Vasilis Spanakis on October 9,
sets out clear criteria for accommoda-
tions seeking the designation.

The seal aims to improve the quali-
ty of services offered to guests traveling
with companion animals —including as-
sistance dogs, working dogs, and therapy
animals—while promoting responsible pet
ownership and a culture of animal welfare.

According to a press release by the
Ministry of Tourism, in order to qualify,
establishments must provide designat-
ed pet-friendly rooms that meet specific
standards for flooring, furnishings, and
electrical safety. The decision also out-
lines pet owner responsibilities, such as

waste disposal, adherence to
quiet hours, and proper an-
imal care.

Additionally, the mea-
sure encourages collabo-
ration between lodging
providers and registered

animal welfare organiza-
tions to support the adop-
tion of stray animals. As part
of their corporate social respon-

sibility, providers may also donate a
portion of accommodation fees to shel-
ters and nonprofit animal welfare groups.

“For the first time, we are establishing
adedicated legal framework to ensure ap-
propriate hospitality conditions in tour-
istaccommodations for visitors traveling
with companion animals. We continue our
efforts to enhance the quality of hospi-
tality for our country’s guests, while also
advancing animal welfare. True quality
tourism is defined by high standards of
hospitality - for everyone”, Tourism Min-
ister Olga Kefalogianni remarked.

On his part, Deputy Minister of the In-
terior Vasilis Spanakis stated that this De-
cision represents another step toward es-
tablishing a modern legislative framework
concerning companion animals.

Greece secures sixth place in
2025 global passport rankings

reece continues to hold one of the

world’s most powerful passports,
ranking sixth in the 2025 Henley Pass-
port Index. Greek citizens enjoy visa-free
or visa-on-arrival access to 186 destina-
tions, placing the country alongside Hun-
gary, New Zealand, Norway, Portugal,
and Sweden.

The Henley Passport Index, which
assesses global mobility based on travel
freedom, is topped by three East Asian
nations: Singapore leads with access to
193 destinations, followed by South Ko-
rea (190) and Japan (189). Germany, Lux-
embourg, Spain, Switzerland, and Italy
share fourth place.

Austria, Belgium, Denmark, Finland,

France, Ireland and the Netherlands fol-
low in fifth place at 187 destinations.

For the first time in 20 years, the Unit-
ed States has dropped out of the top 10,
falling from 7t in 2024 to 12t in 2025, tied
with Malaysia at 180 out of 227 destinations.

Cyprus ranks 14™, alongside Bulgaria.

With historical data spanning 20 years,
the Henley Passport Index is based on
exclusive data from the International Air
Transport Authority (IATA). The index in-
cludes 199 different passports and 227
different travel destinations.

Updated monthly, the Henley Passport
Index is considered the standard refer-
ence tool for global citizens and sovereign
states when assessing where a passport
ranks on the global mobility spectrum,
according to its website.

Human Rights Award.

The prestigious Award was
presented by His Eminence
Archbishop Elpidophoros of
America and Archon National
Commander Dr. Anthony Lim-
berakis, during the AEP’s an-
nual Banquet held on October
18 at the New York Hilton Mid-
town in New York City, attend-
ed by more than 600 Archons
and distinguished guests.

“I've had the privilege of col-
laborating with you on so many
important initiatives to advance
religious freedom and human
rights, both during my time as
Secretary of State and out of of-
fice”, stated Pompeo adding that
“the work done by the Archons
of the Ecumenical Patriarchate
at home and abroad to protect
both the ability of your 300 mil-
lion Orthodox Christians to prac-
tice their faith freely, and for all
peoples to enjoy religious free-
dom, is truly an inspiration”.

In a message marking the
occasion, His All-Holiness Ecu-
menical Patriarch Bartholomew
praised Secretary Pompeo, noting
that heis “recognized for his con-
sistent advocacy for religious free-
dom and his steadfast support of
the Ecumenical Patriarchate and
other religious minorities during
his distinguished public service”.

His Eminence Archbishop El-
pidophoros also praised Secre-
tary Pompeo’s dedication to re-
ligious freedom, stating that he
“has been a leader in the strug-
gle for human rights and guaran-
tees of religious liberty across the
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globe, and he has a special love
and concern for the Ecumenical
Patriarchate of Constantinople”.

Archon National Command-
er Dr. Anthony Limberakis not-
ed -inter alia- that “throughout
his long and ongoing distin-
guished career in Washington,
Mike Pompeo has consistent-
ly labored selflessly to improve
the lives of Americans and peo-
ple all over the world”. He add-
ed that “he has demonstrated a
heartfelt and deeply informed
concern for the plight of peo-
ple who have suffered for sim-
ply exercising their God-given
freedom of conscience, and in
particular, for the rights of the
Ecumenical Patriarchate in Tur-
key and persecuted religious mi-
norities around the globe”.

In his remarks, Secretary
Pompeo declared unequivocal-
ly that “from the forced closure
of the Halki seminary to the re-
fusal to grant the Church legal
identity, to the profound disre-
spect shown to the Ecumenical
Patriarch and his role as leader
of the world’s 300 million Or-
thodox Christians, the Turkish
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government’s treatment of the
Orthodox Church is textbook re-
ligious persecution”.

He demonstrated this con-
viction into action as Secre-
tary of State: “So when | had
the opportunity to meet Pa-
triarch Bartholomew in Istan-
bul in 2020, | declined to also
meet with Turkish officials in
order to convey a simple mes-
sage: This Church must remain
independent of the state and
free to worship”.
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Secretary Pompeo further
commended the courageous de-
cision of His All-Holiness Ecu-
menical Patriarch Bartholomew
to grant autocephaly to the Or-
thodox Church in Ukraine in Jan-
uary 2019, saying: “The wisdom
of Patriarch Bartholomew's de-
cision was unfortunately made
even clearer by the 2022 inva-
sion of Ukraine, as the Kremlin
has continued to use the Rus-
sian Orthodox Church as a spy
network within Ukraine, and has

cynically enlisted Patriarch Kirill
to justify Putin’s war of aggres-
sion as a holy enterprise”.
Archon Mike Emanuel, Chief
Washington Correspondent for
Fox News, served as the Mas-
ter of Ceremonies for the event.
Established in 1986, the Athe-
nagoras Human Rights Award is
given in honor of Ecumenical Pa-
triarch Athenagoras, who served
as Archbishop of the Americas
for 18 years before being elect-
ed Ecumenical Patriarch in 1948.

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BIPARTISAN MOVE

TO EXTEND CYPRUS ARMS

bipartisan group of U.S. Senators has introduced

legislation that would extend the duration of the
United States’ waiver of its arms embargo on the Repub-
lic of Cyprus from one to five years, in a move aimed at
strengthening long-term defense cooperation between
Washington and Nicosia.

The bill, co-sponsored by Senators Cory Booker (D-
N.J.) and Jerry Moran (R-Kan.), was submitted to the Sen-
ate Foreign Relations Committee.

While the measure would still require approval by
the full Senate, its passage in committee would mark
an important step toward codifying the change and
aligning the Senate’s approach with similar language
advanced in the House.

In the House of Representatives, Rep. Chris Pappas
(D-N.H.) has already included a comparable provision in
the State Department Reauthorization Act, the annual
legislation that sets U.S. foreign policy priorities. The in-
clusion of parallel language in both chambers could sig-
nificantly increase the measure’s chances of survival in
the final stages of the legislative process.

The Senate, however, has no standalone version of
the State Department Reauthorization Act. As a result,
for the lifting of the arms embargo to move forward, the
measure will likely need to be incorporated into the Na-
tional Defense Authorization Act (NDAA), which defines
the annual U.S. defense budget.

What the Bill Changes
The proposed legislation amends two key statutes
governing U.S. defense relations with Cyprus: Section
205 of the Eastern Mediterranean Security and Energy
Partnership Act of 2019, and Section 1250A of the Na-
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tional Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2020.

In both instances, the bill replaces the phrase “one
fiscal year” with “five fiscal years”, effectively remov-
ing the requirement for annual renewal of the waiv-
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er by the State Department. The change is designed
to provide predictability for Cyprus and signal a lon-
ger-term U.S. commitment to security partnership
with Nicosia.
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
