A litany celebrating the ar-
rival of the icon and relic of the
saint was held before the en-
trance into the church and the
Great Vespers.

At the conclusion of the Ves-
pers, the parish leadership pre-
sented Metropolitan Apostolos
with an engolpion bearing the
icon of Saint lakovos in recogni-
tion of his historic efforts.

Metropolitan Apostolos de-
livered an inspiring homily on

Before the dismissal, His Emi-
nence gathered the nearly 45 Al-
tar Boys who had come to serve
during the festal vespers service
and bestowed on them a special
cross to be worn during their ser-
vice in the altar.

Following the Vespers, a din-
ner reception was hosted by the
tireless Saint Irene Philoptochos
Society in the Danielle Kousoulis
Center. The community thanked
the many sponsors, volunteers,
and pilgrims from the parish-
es of the Metropolis who were
present. His Eminence, on his
part, expressed gratitude to
the benefactors who made this
icon possible, and the two grand
benefactors of the weekend fes-
tivities Drs. Spiros and Emily Spi-
reas (represented by their son
Sotiris) and George and Zoe Kou-
soulis who offered a contribu-

tion in memory of their daugh-
ter Danielle. He also thanked the
iconographer Georgios Giaris-
kanis and the woodworker llias
Laskou, who prepared the gold-
plated case for the relicand icon.
Both traveled from Thessaloni-
ki for the celebration. Mr. Giaris-
kanis is also the Iconographer for
Saint Thomas new iconography
work that he is in the process of
completing.

He also thanked Archon Isid-
oros and Mrs. Maria Garifalakis
from Portland, Oregon, whose
generosity was instrumental in
the construction of the reliquary
and writing of the beautiful icon
of the saint.

nder the spiritual leadership of His

Eminence Archbishop Elpidophoros
of America, the Board of Trustees of Hel-
lenic College Holy Cross Greek Orthodox
School of Theology (HCHC) convened De-
cember 9 via Zoom to continue shaping
a bold new chapter in the 88-year histo-
ry of the institution.

Facilitated by Board Vice Chairman
and Protopresbyter of the Ecumenical
Throne Fr. Mark Leondis (Hellenic, BA
'92; Holy Cross, MDiv '95) and President
Demetrios S. Katos, PhD (Holy Cross, MDiv
'94), the Board of Trustees meeting unit-
ed hierarchs, clergy, and accomplished lay
leaders in business, higher education, fi-
nance, real estate, and law—all commit-
ted to strengthening HCHC's mission and
long-term vitality.

Archbishop Elpidophoros in his open-
ing remarks commented on Holy Cross
Seminary being the heart of the HCHC
and its important purpose in the life of
the Church.

“We're at a moment of transforma-
tional change at HCHC, just as our Church
stands at an inflection point,” said Presi-
dent Katos. “The five-year plan presented
to the Trustees reimagines this sacred in-
stitution, expanding programs that equip
future clergy and lay leaders to guide the
Orthodox Church into its next century.”

Historic Land Conservation
and Endowment Growth

In one of the most consequential deci-
sions in recent history, Trustees voted
unanimously to proceed with an initial,
non-binding term sheet to place approxi-
mately 19 to 25 acres of campus land into
conservation. The land will be placed in
permanent trust with The Trustees of Res-
ervations, the nation’s oldest statewide
conservation and preservation nonprof-
it, founded in 1891 and steward of 120
protected sites across Massachusetts.
For decades, HCHC's leadership has
contemplated the highest and best use
of this undeveloped portion of campus
property. In its current state, the land
poses a safety concern to the campus
community and a potential liability for
the institution. The parcel, largely non-
developable due to its steep grade and
high ecological value, adjoins the Em-
erald Necklace park system, linking Ja-
maica Pond and the Francis Parkman
Memorial. Its preservation ensures that
this natural area will remain forever un-
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HCHC Board of Trustees unanimously
votes on strategic plan

developed, becoming publicly accessi-
ble greenspace with professionally main-
tained trails and paths.

“This is mutually beneficial for both
HCHC and the wider community,” said
Archbishop Elpidophoros, Chairman of
the Board. “It secures the beauty of God'’s
creation for future generations while at
the same time securing the permanence
of funding for our beloved school.”

Expected conservation proceeds —
anticipated at approximately $25 mil-
lion— will be entirely placed into HCHC's
endowment, significantly strengthening
its financial foundation. This represents
areturn of aroughly 17,000 percent gain
on the original 1947 purchase price. Well-
stewarded proceeds will generate annual
income vital to sustaining the seminary’s
campus and operations, supporting schol-
arships, and enhancing the education
and formation of both clergy and laity.
HCHC retains roughly 30 acres of devel-
opable land to accommodate future in-
stitutional needs.

Five-Year Strategic Plan for Re-
newal and Growth

The Board also approved a comprehen-
sive five-year strategic vision designed to
ensure permanence and growth for the
nation’s only Greek Orthodox institution
of higher learning. Developed through
extensive collaboration, the plan defines
measurable goals for enrollment growth
toward 500 students, revenue expansion,
and endowment and cash flow increas-
es-all anchored by HCHC's steadfast mis-
sion to form faith-driven leaders for the
Church and world.

A transition team, co-chaired by Fr.
Leondis and Trustee Tim Tassopoulos, will
oversee this plan’s phased implementa-
tion, guiding HCHC toward transforma-
tional change grounded in academic ex-
cellence and fiscal sustainability.

Trustees celebrated a milestone
achievement in academic innovation: a
$7.4 million grant from the Lilly Endow-
ment, authored by Holy Cross Dean Fr.
Eugen Pentiuc and Dr. James Skedros.
This is the largest single grant HCHC has
ever received. It will support a complete
redesign of the Master of Divinity pro-
gram and establish an intensive parish in-

ternship practicum to prepare students
with strong pastoral and leadership skills.

The Archbishop
“For years, we have struggled with how to
expand or contract the College, so that it
can be maintained. Everyone knows that
small liberal arts colleges are reducing
in number throughout the country, be-
cause they are not sustainable today, as
they once were. And that is why we are
here today. To find a way to first stabi-

lize Hellenic College in a financially re-
sponsible manner, that then paves the
way for future growth,” the Archbishop
said, inter alia, in his opening remarks.

He stressed that securing a strong
financial footing is essential to build-
ing donor confidence and ensuring the
College’s long-term viability. Among
the proposals under consideration is a
land conservation transaction, with pro-
ceeds directed to the endowment. “To
do otherwise would be a disservice to
those that came before us and provid-
ed the resources to acquire the land we
are now considering conveying into con-
servation,” he noted.

His Eminence underscored the need
foraccurate financial data, expert vetting,
realistic fundraising expectations, and the
right personnel to implement the plan. He
cautioned against relying solely on fund-
raising to cover deficits, urging prudence
and strategic planning.

“The College can serve as a prepara-
tory channel to enhance the quality and
even quantity of our candidates for the
priesthood... Both are valuable in and of
themselves,” he said.

Concluding his remarks, Archbish-
op Elpidophoros called on board mem-
bers to take “an accurate reading of
the capacities of the School for suc-
cess,” reminding them that he spoke
both as Archbishop and as Chairman
of the Board.

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NY Governor signs legislation
to eliminate cost-sharing

on asthma inhalers

ALBANY, NY

overnor Kathy Hochul has signed

legislation to increase access to life-
saving medication for New Yorkers suf-
fering from asthma by eliminating co-
pays, coinsurance, and deductibles for
life-saving inhalers. The new law will en-
sure that one form of rescue inhaler and
one form of maintenance inhaler will be
provided to patients on state-regulated
health plans at no cost. With over 1.4 mil-
lion adults in New York living with asth-
ma, eliminating these costs will make
life-saving medication more accessible
to those who need it.

“No one should have to choose be-
tween paying their bills or refilling a pre-
scription for an inhaler that could save
their life,” Governor Hochul said. “Re-
quiring insurance coverage and eliminat-
ing coinsurance for inhalers will help mil-
lions of New Yorkers living with asthma
ensure they are never without the med-
ication they depend on.”

According to the Governor’s office,
legislation S.1804-A/A.128-A requires ev-
ery insurance policy to include coverage
for inhalers for the treatment of asthma
and ensures that enrollees have access
to at least one rescue and one mainte-
nance inhaler that is not subject to a de-
ductible, co-pay, coinsurance, or any oth-
er cost-sharing requirement. The cost of
asthma inhalers can be cost prohibitive
for many, with the price of each life-sav-
ing device being as high as $640 a month
in some instances.

According to the New York State De-
partment of Health, more than 1.4 million
adults in New York live with asthma. The
condition also significantly affects chil-
dren. In 2021, the U.S. Center for Disease
Control and Prevention (CDC) estimated
that approximately 315,000 children in
New York State had asthma - about 8.9
percent of the state's child population.
According to the CDC, asthma claims the
lives of approximately 10 people every
day, making it the sixth-leading cause of
death in the United States.

Asthma places a significant burden on
our healthcare system. Each year, asthma
accounts for more than 1.7 million emer-
gency department visits and over $50 bil-
lion in healthcare costs.

Bruce Blakeman enters
New York Governor’s race

assau County Executive Bruce Blake-

man announced on December 9
that he is running for Governor
of New York, joining Rep. Elise
Stefanik in the GOP primary.

Blakeman launched his
gubernatorial campaign with
avideo highlighting his record
and pledging to “put New York
first.” He pointed to promises
made during his tenure in Nas-
sau County: rejecting sanctuary
policies, lifting mask mandates for chil-
dren, and holding the line on taxes. “We
haven’t raised taxes one penny. We are
the safest county in America,” he declared.

The video credited his administration
with expanding the police force, cooper-
ating with federal immigration authorities,
and enforcing gender-based participation
in school sports. “New York is desperate
for change,” Blakeman said. “We need a
strong Republican who will take the fight
to Hochul and her liberal policies.”

His entry sets up a GOP primary show-
down with Stefanik, who announced her can-
didacy in Novemberand quickly secured the
endorsement of state party chairman Ed Cox.
Former President Donald Trump, asked about

the race, praised both candidates: “He's great
and she’s great. I'll think about it.”

Stefanik’s campaign wasted no time

attacking Blakeman, calling his bid
ego-driven and a threat to Repub-
lican chances in 2026. Mean-
while, Democratic Governor
Kathy Hochul, seeking a sec-
ond full term, dismissed the
Republican field as trying to
“out-MAGA each other.” Her
campaign later escalated its
criticism, branding Blakeman
“Bootlicker Bruce” and accusing
him of raising costs for New Yorkers
while cheering Trump’s tariffs.

Hochul faces at least one Democratic
primary challenger, Lt. Gov. Antonio Del-
gado. A Siena University poll in Novem-
ber showed Hochul leading Stefanik by 20
points in a hypothetical matchup, though
nearly half of voters said they would pre-
fer “someone else,” signaling an appetite
for a Republican alternative.

Blakeman, who steered Nassau Coun-
ty through the COVID-19 pandemic and
previously served as a Port Authority com-
missioner during the 9/11 recovery, ar-
gued that leading a county “bigger than
eight states” proves he is ready for state-
wide leadership.
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Hochul authorizes real

property tax exemptions
for NY seniors

ALBANY

overnor Kathy Hochul signed
legislation that enhanced real
property tax exemptions for New York
seniors. Legislation S5175A/A3698A al-
lows localities to provide a real prop-
erty tax exemption for senior citizens
who meet the income eligibility limits,
among other criteria, up to 65 % of the
assessed valuation of their properties.
“No New York senior should lose
their home because they can no lon-
ger afford their property taxes”, Gov-
ernor Hochul said. “By signing this leg-
islation, we are working to make New
York more affordable for our seniors on
fixed incomes and empowering them
to age in place, at home, in the com-
munities they know and love”.
According to the Governo’s Office,
the bill will give localities the option
to offer real property tax exemptions
of up to 65 % to seniors living below
the maximum income eligibility level
set by the locality. Prior to, the maxi-

mum percentage of exemption local
governments have been able to offer
senior citizens was set at 50 % and has
not been raised in decades. Increas-
ing the exemption from 50 % to 65 %
could translate into savings of up to
$300 annually for the average senior.

G reece's strong growth rates will con-
tinue in 2026 and 2027 according to
projections made by the Organisation
for Economic Cooperation and Develop-
ment (OECD) in its semi-annual report on
the prospects of the global economy on
December 2.

The OECD forecasts 2.2% GDP growth
in Greece in 2026, up from 2.1% in 2025,
asinvestments financed by the Recovery
and Resilience Facility (RRF) reach a peak.
The RRF contribution to public spending
in 2026 is seen rising to 4% of GDP in 2026,
up from 2.1% in 2025, and then to drop
off so that investment growth slows from
8.8% in 2026 to 1.5% in 2027.

strong (2% in 2026 and 1.9% in 2027), sup-
ported by higher employment rates and
real wages, while exports are seenimprov-
ing due to a recovery in global demand.

Inflation is projected to fall to 2.2%in
2026 and 2.1% in 2027, while the labour
market will be tight, with joblessness
dropping from 8.7% this year to 8.2% in
2026 and 8.1% in 2027.

The OECD also projects high primary
surpluses ranging between 2.3 and 2.9%
of GDP in the period 2025-2027 that will

GDP in 2025 to 139.4% in 2026 and 134.5%
in 2027. The report notes that the steady
decline of public debt must be a priority
as there will continue to be a high need for
investments and due to the ageing pop-
ulation. It also calls for continued reforms
to keep growth rates high and further re-

duce public debt as a percentage of GDP.

It recommended measures to create
a business-friendly environment, few-
er restrictions on freelance professions
and a new balance of policies in the la-
bour market to provide training and ad-
visory support to the unemployed, cover-
ing the gaps in labour market supply and
demand and better covering the person-
nel needs of businesses.

It also urged public spending to im-
prove access to childcare, to encourage
women to join the workforce.

Greece’s economy expands

G reece’s economy continued to
expand in the third quarter of
2025, according to provisional fig-
ures released by the Hellenic Statis-
tical Authority (ELSTAT) on December
5. Gross Domestic Product (GDP) rose
0.6% compared with the second quar-
ter of the year and 2% compared with
the same period in 2024, underscor-
ing steady momentum despite glob-
al uncertainties.

The data show that investment
was the standout performer, with
gross fixed capital formation surg-
ing 3.5% quarteronquarterand anim-
pressive 12.8% yearonyear. Final con-
sumption also contributed positively,
rising 0.6% from the previous quar-
terand 2.1% compared with last year.

External trade presented a mixed
picture. Exports of goods and servic-
es edged up 0.2% quarter-on-quarter
and 1.7% yearonyear, with goods ex-
ports stronger than services. Imports,
however, fell 1.6% compared with Q2

and 4% compared with Q3 2024, re-
flecting weaker demand for foreign
products and possibly improved do-
mestic substitution.

ELSTAT noted that quarterly data
for 2022-2025 have been revised to
align with updated annual accounts,
and further revisions are expected
when Q4 2025 estimates are pub-
lished early next year. Officials cau-
tioned that seasonal adjustment often
leads to notable changes, especially in
periods of sharp fluctuations.

Greece to raise around

8 hillion euros
from the markets in 2026

he Greek State is expected to raise

around 8.0 billion euros from the mar-
kets in 2026.

The plan of the head of the Public Debt
Management Agency, Dimitrios Tsakonas,
predicts, according to reliable information,
that of the borrowing needs that Greece
has in 2026, an amount of around 8 billion
euros will be covered by bond issuances.

It should be noted that the Greek State
raised approximately 7.5 billion euros from
the markets in 2025.

In 2026, as shown by the State Budget
data, the State's net borrowing will reach
13 billion euros from approximately 8 bil-
lion euros this year.

This development reflects, on the
one hand, the higher cash financing
needs of the State, which are estimat-
ed to reach 30.1 billion euros in 2026,

from 14.08 billion euros this year. At the
same time, in 2026, the country, follow-
ing the permission it received in the
previous days from the ESM, will allo-
cate approximately 5 billion euros for
the early repayment of interstate loans
(GLF), as the government's goal is for
these loans to be repaid by 2031. How-
ever, this money will come from the so-
called "hard cushion" of the State's re-
serves (cash buffer) and not from new
borrowing.

In 2025, the State allocated approxi-
mately 8 billion euros for the early repay-
ment of loans under the First Memoran-
dum, of which approximately 5 billion
euros again came from the cash buffer.

Regarding the State's borrowing pro-
gramme for the new year, the Budget
data shows that long-term borrowing
will reach 12.7 billion euros from 11 bil-
lion euros in 2025.

The European Stability Mechanism
(ESM) and the European Financial Sta-
bility Facility (EFSF) gave the go-ahead to
Greece's early repayment of loans worth
5.29 billion euros, in a statement released
on December 2.

Specifically, a statement said, the ESM
and EFSF boards "agreed today to waive
the mandatory proportional repayment
obligation of ESM/EFSF loans in con-
nection with an early repay-
ment to Greek Loan Facility
(GLF) lenders".

The Board of Di-
rectors of ESM also
approved the use of
funds from a dedi-
cated cash buffer ac-
count, created at the
end of the adjustment
programme, to carry out
this prepayment, it said.

Under the ESM and EFSF
loan agreements with Greece,
upon early repayment to certain offi-
cial creditors (including the GLF lenders),
a proportional amount of the financial as-
sistance provided under ESM and EFSF fa-
cilities becomes immediately due and pay-
able. Thanks to the waivers granted today
by the ESM and EFSF, Greece will not be

yprus’ state budget for 2026 is de-

signed to meet the evolving challeng-
es of the current economic situation while
strengthening growth and maintaining a
strong social footprint, Finance Minister
Makis Keravnos told the plenary of the
House of Representatives on December 5,
presenting the third budget of the Christ-
odoulides administration.

“The 2026 state budget and the Me-
dium-Term Fiscal Framework are a con-
crete demonstration of our commitment
to stable growth, fiscal responsibility and
social progress,” Keravnos said, noting
that the new budget has been drafted
under the EU’s revised Economic Gover-
nance framework adopted in June 2024.

He stressed that the government’s
objective is to reinforce economic ex-
pansion “from which as many of our fel-
low citizens as possible can benefit,” fol-
lowing a model of inclusive and balanced
development.

Despite persistent global turbulence,
the Finance Minister said the Cypriot econ-
omy continues to show resilience, sup-
ported by strong growth, low unemploy-
ment and sustainable public finances. The
ongoing war in Ukraine and rising protec-

tionism in global trade, he said, continue
to create uncertainty, but Cyprus is pro-
jected to preserve its growth momentum.
The 2026 budget provides for€10.7 bil-
lion in primary expenditure, an increase
of €508 million or 5% year-on-year. Devel-
opment spending is set to rise by 4.7% in
2026, while social benefits will increase
by 6.7%, covering spendings in educa-
tion, health and social welfare.
Keravnos said that between 2026 and
2028, the government will channel €6.82
billion in support to vulnerable groups,
students, children, patients and persons
with disabilities. This includes €615 mil-
lion for the Guaranteed Minimum Income,
€412.4 million for child benefits, €338.5

million for the social pension, €285 mil-
lion for pensioner allowances, €286 mil-
lion in housing support, €144 million in
student grants and €106 million for new
disability benefits.

He pointed out the necessity of main-
taining fiscal surpluses “to respond to un-
expected events, which have become far
more frequent,” calling for the continua-
tion of prudent economic policy.

Growth and fiscal outlook
According to the Ministry’s projections,
Cyprus’ GDP growth is expected to reach
3.1% in 2026, ease to 3.0% in 2027 and
reach 2.9% in 2028. Unemployment is
forecast at 4.6% in 2026-27 before edg-
ing down to 4.5% in 2028, reflecting con-
ditions of near-full employment.

Inflation is projected to stabilise close
to 2% over the medium term. The 2026 fis-
cal balance is expected to post a surplus
of 2.9% of GDP, with the primary surplus
reaching 4.3%. Public debt is projected to
fall to 50.9% of GDP in 2026, down from
55.3% in 2025, well below the initial tar-
get of 60% by end-2026.

Keravnos pointed to an upbeat assess-
ment by the European Commission under
the European Semester, noting that GDP
growth reached 3.6% in the first half of

2025, investments rose by 10.4% and fis-
cal surpluses remained strong.

Reforms, tax overhaul and EU-
funded investments

The Finance Minister stressed that the
government is advancing a broad re-
form agenda aimed at modernising so-
ciety, supporting entrepreneurship and
improving living standards. Central to
this, he said, is the tax reform package
now before Parliament.

Keravnos noted that Cyprus has so far
received €568 million in Recovery and Re-
silience Facility funds-46.6% of the total
envelope. The sixth disbursement of €61
million is under evaluation, with another
request planned before year-end, bring-
ing Cyprus closer to the EU average ab-
sorption rate of 56%.

He also stressed the importance of a
robust financial system able to support
households and businesses “without re-
peating the risks of the recent past.”

Describing the 2026 budget as “an
investment in the country’s future,” Ker-
avnos urged MPs to approve it, saying it
paves the way for “a stable, creative and
optimistic future for our citizens, busi-
nesses and future generations.”

Cyprus posts €1.1 billion
surplus in Jan-Oct 2025

yprus recorded a general govern-

ment surplus of €1,119 million, equal
t0 3.1% of GDP, in the period January-Oc-
tober 2025, according to preliminary fig-
ures released by the Statistical Service of
Cyprus (CYSTAT). The surplus was lower
than the €1,320.9 million (3.8% of GDP) re-
ported in the same period of 2024.

Revenue climbed by €658.5 million, or
5.6%, t0€12,332.5 million. Taxes on income
and wealth rose to €3,051 million,
while social contributions in-
creased to €3,906.7 mil-
lion. Property income
surged by 40.1% to
€133.5 million, and
sales of goods and
services grew by
18.7% to €871.3 mil-
lion. Capital transfers also -
rose sharply, reaching €117.4 Lt
million. By contrast, net VAT rev-

enue slipped slightly, and current trans-
fers fell to €304.6 million.

Expenditure grew faster than rev-
enue, rising €860.4 million, or 8.3%, to
€11,213.5 million. Compensation of em-
ployees reached €3,204.3 million, while
social benefits climbed to €4,532.8 mil-
lion. Spending on intermediate consump-
tion rose to €1,177 million. The capital ac-
count expanded significantly to €1,163.8
million, driven by higher investment and
other capital outlays. Interest payments
remained stable at €358.7

million. Current transfers
and subsidies both de-

clined slightly.

Industrial Turnover Index
up 5.6% in September

I n September 2025, the Industrial Turn-
over Index reached 151.8 units (base
2021=100), recording an increase of 5.6%
compared to September 2024, according
to the Statistical Service.

In manufacturing, the Industrial Turn-
over Index for September 2025 reached
143.4 units, recording an increase of 9.6%

compared to September 2024. Anincrease
was also recorded in mining and quarry-
ing (8.5%).

Decreases were noted in the electrici-
ty supply (-6%) and water supply and ma-
terials recovery (-0.6%) sectors.

For the period January — September
2025, the index recorded an increase of
4.2% compared to the corresponding pe-
riod of the previous year.

Cyprus records negative
inflation at 0.5% in November

nflation in Cyprus eased in November

2025, with the Consumer Price Index
(CPI) falling by 0.5%. The index decreased
by 0.68 points to 117.57 units, down from
118.25 in October, according to the Sta-
tistical Service.

Compared with November 2024, ser-
vices recorded the largestincrease (+3.1%),
while electricity (-7.9%) and agricultural
products (-6.2%) showed the steepest
declines. On a monthly basis, agricultural
products posted the sharpest drop (-7.6%).

Year-on-year, notable rises were seen
in restaurants and hotels (+5%) and edu-
cation (+3.3%), while clothing and foot-
wear (-7.6%) and food and nonalcohol-
ic beverages (-3.1%) registered declines.
Compared with October, clothing and
footwear rose slightly (+0.9%), while food
and nonalcoholic beverages fell (-3.2%).

For the period January—November
2025, the strongest increases were in
restaurants and hotels (+4.7%), educa-
tion (+3.7%), and recreation and culture
(+3.2%), while clothing and footwear
dropped (-6.4%).

In terms of impact on the CPI, res-
taurants and hotels contributed the
largest positive effect compared with
November 2024 (+0.54 units), followed
by education and recreation. Food and
nonalcoholic beverages (-0.74 units)
and clothing (-0.59 units) had the larg-
est negative effects. Monthtomonth,
food and nonalcoholic beverages
weighed most heavily on the index
(=0.77 units).

Among individual items, potatoes
(+0.10 units) provided the biggest posi-
tive impact compared with October, while
fresh vegetables (-0.79 units) had the larg-
est negative impact.

G reeks are becoming familiar with Ar-
tificial Intelligence but continue to
have reservations about whether it can be
trusted and whether their personal data
will be protected, according to Nielse-
nlQ's 2025 survey. The NIQ Al Survey was
carried out in 15 countries of Europe, the
Middle East and Africa to record the atti-
tudes, expectations and concerns of citi-
zens regarding Al.

In Greece, familiarity with Al is high,
with 85% of respondents saying they are
"very" or "quite" familiar with the term.
Only 30%, however, say they trust Al to
make decisions that affect them person-
ally, a percentage that s similar to the av-
erage for the region.

According to the survey's findings,
Greeks use Al mainly for entertainment
(54%), work (44%) and education (40%),
while its use in public administration and
health remains low.

In terms of interaction, 58% use chat-
bots at least once a week, while 39% inter-

act with Al-generated images and videos.
Greeks report their strongest con-
cerns about Al are misinformation (56%),

loss of privacy (42%) and the risk of los-
ing their job (53%), while 52% of the pop-
ulation feels they are being "watched"

by Al and 43% asks for greater transpar-
ency. Greeks are more willing to share
their age and sex (77%) and purchase
history (67%) with Al but less willing to
provide photographs (37%) or their lo-
cation (50%).

In the market, 76% of Greeks has come
across Al apps in retail, especially through
visual searches, product proposals and
audio aides.

In terms of expectations, 64% be-
lieve that Al will improve their daily life
in the next five years and 32% want Al to
boost their productivity and make dai-
ly life easier.

Greece is near the average for the re-
gion in terms of familiarisation and use of
Al but shows lower trust and high reser-
vations on issues of personal data.

Athens, Milan and Cortina
sign Olympic Truce for peace

thens, Milan and Cortina have joined

forces in a symbolic gesture of unity
and peace ahead of the Winter Olympic
Games “MilanCortina 2026.”

On December 5, Athens Mayor Ha-
ris Doukas welcomed Milan’s Mayor
Giuseppe Sala and Cortina’s Mayor
Gianluca Lorenzi, together with Aris-
tides Panagiotopoulos, Mayor of An-
cient Olympia, for the signing of the
Olympic Truce Declaration.

“The signing of the Olympic Truce
Declaration is an act of deep symbolism”,

Doukas said. “It sends a resounding mes-
sage of peace and underlines that cities
must unite and not divide. In the face of
the great challenges of our time -social in-
equalities, the climate crisis, and the need
to protect the environment- we can seek
solutions within a framework of peaceful
coexistence and cooperation”.

“Today, more than ever, we need to
strengthen the voices of peace. Atatime
when public debate revolves around the
increase in armaments and conflicts rage
around us, the role of cities and city di-
plomacy is crucial and essential", Dou-
kas added.

Trolleybus cables removed
in Athens and Piraeus

fter more than 70 years of trolleybus

operation, the dismantling of cables
began on December 7 in Piraeus, in the
presence of the Deputy Minister of Trans-
port Constantine Kyranakis and the May-
or Yannis Moralis.

Kyranakis said that 70% of the overhead
cables will be removed, initially in Piraeus
and then in Athens, freeing up the urban
skyline and reducing maintenance costs.
As part of the transition, lines 17 and 20
will be replaced by modern electric buses.

"The same clean energy that the trol-
leybus has provided for decades can now
be covered by electric buses. Today, we
are gradually saying goodbye to the trol-
leybuses, not with ease but with respect
for what they have offered, both as vehi-
cles and as employees, to citizens for so
many years," he added.

He also stated that no jobs will be
lost; on the contrary, new drivers will be
hired, salaries will increase, and routes
will become more frequent and reliable,
with better timetables and improved pas-
senger service.

he digitization of 20 public adminis-

tration services resulted in an annu-
al savings of 312 million euros a year and
an 88% faster rate of service, according
to a report by the National Documenta-
tion Center (EKT).

EKT said it looked at gov.gr servic-
es covering 8 basic categories that serve
nearly 14 million requests annually. They
were selected on the basis of visitors, fre-
quency of use, profile of people served,

dexes (eGovernment benchmark), and
total range of service.

Processing time was 88% less for private
and legal entities and 87% for civil servants.
Italso resulted in an annual drop in CO2 emis-

62.5 million pieces of paper), and saving of
transportation (19.1 million trips in total).
The services recording the greatest
rates of benefit included the following:
property transfers, disability evaluations
and certifications (at KEPA centers), and

Users of electronic services showed a
very high rate of satisfaction (76% very or
entirely satisfied), particularly for the fol-
lowing services: issuing of a family status
certificate, payment of funeral expenses,
certification of permanent residence.

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Parliament passes migration
bill with tougher provisions

he House of Representatives plena-

ry passed a bill, on December 5 eve-
ning granting, among other things, the
power for the revocation of internation-
al protection status for persons who fall
under exclusion grounds.

The bill amended the Refugee Act,
with the aim of modernising the inter-
national protection system and setting
out a clearer distribution of responsibil-
ities following the establishment of the
Deputy Ministry of Migration and Inter-
national Protection.

Specific powers are transferred to the
Cabinet, the Deputy Minister or the Head
of the Asylum Service and a ten-day dead-

lineis introduced for submitting positions
before the final revocation, in line with a
European Directive.

The bill was approved with 27 votes in
favour and 15 against, by AKEL, the Green
Party and Nicosia MPs Kostis Efstathiou
and Alexandra Attalides.

The debate before the plenary was
held in conditions of controversy and the
political parties had different approach-
es on migration in general.

After the vote the Deputy Ministry
welcomed the outcome, noting in a press
release that the amended legislation en-
hances the Republic's institutional frame-
work on the management of asylum mat-
ters and harmonises national legislation
with European legislation.

Cyprus 2" in EU in residence
permits granted to minors

yprus had the second highest rate

of residence permits issued to non-
EU minors in 2024 relative to its popula-
tion after Malta, according to the latest
Eurostat data.

In particular, the European Union
granted a total of 540,445 first residence
permits to minors under the age of 18,
with Cyprus ranking second in relative
terms, after Malta.

Cyprus, with 2,584 permits per 100,000
minors along with Malta (3,379 permits
per 100,000 minors) and Luxembourg
(1,861), stands out for its high number of
residence permits issued to minors rela-
tive to its population. In absolute num-
bers, Germany (138,692 permits), Spain
(107,828), and Italy (60,125) lead the list.

Syrian children account for 12% of
permits, followed by Morocco (7%) and
Ukraine (6%).

The reason quoted for the granting
of residence permits was 66% for family
reunification, while 30% were related to
international protection.

W ith 38 votes in favour, the Plenary
of the House of Representatives ap-
proved amendments that adjust the dis-
tribution of parliamentary seats based on
the updated electoral roll.

Following the integration of the sup-
plementary electoral roll of 2 October
2025, Paphos gains one additional seat,

increasing from four to five, while Nicosia
decreases from twenty to nineteen, due
to the variation in the number of regis-
tered voters.

During the debate, the Members of
Parliament focused on institutional con-
sistency, the need to respect the popu-
lation ratio and the importance of auto-
matic registration on the electoral rolls.

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Cyprus welcomes CoE decision
to keep Turkey case open

he Cyprus Ministry of Foreign Affairs

expressed its satisfaction with today's
decision of the Committee of Deputies of
the Council of Europe (CoE) on Human
Rights, which keeps open the supervision
of the implementation of the decision
of the European Court of Human Rights
(ECHR) on the Fourth Interstate Applica-
tion of the Republic of Cyprus against Tur-
key, regarding the property aspect of the
displaced persons.

"The above development is the re-
sult of systematic and targeted diplo-
matic actions of the Republic of Cyprus,
always in close coordination with the Law
Office of the Republic”, the Ministry said
in a statement on Thursday, noting that
"the support for closure that Turkey raised
has decreased compared to the previous
vote in 2024".

“The Republic of Cyprus has consis-
tently held that the illegal sale and ex-
ploitation of Greek Cypriot properties in
the occupied territories by Turkey, which
has intensified in recent years, violates the
decisions of the ECHR”, it added.

According to the Ministry of Foreign
Affairs, “today’s development reaffirms
Turkey’s non-compliance with the obli-

gation to end the ongoing violation of
the property rights of Greek Cypriot dis-
placed persons”.

At the same time, the Ministry added,
“it becomes clear that, as long as Turkey
continues to fail to comply with the rel-
evant decisions of the ECHR, the termi-
nation of the surveillance of the proper-
ty aspect cannot occur”.

Furthermore, it pointed out that
“during the meeting, the Republic of
Cyprus proposed a decision to prepare
a draft resolution for the referral of an
interpretative question to the ECHR, re-
garding the interpretation of paragraph
63 of the 2014 ECtHR judgment on Just
Satisfaction”.

“The referral of a question is made in
accordance with the provisions of Article
46.3 of the Convention, which provides
that in the event that the Committee of
Ministers considers that the execution of
the judgment is prevented due to an in-
terpretative problem, then it may refer
the matter to the Court to answer the in-
terpretative question”, the Ministry said.

It also added that “the said propos-
al of the Republic of Cyprus, which was
presented for the first time in September
2024, showed an increasing trend, com-
pared to last year”.

yprus appears to support the euroas a

tool that strengthens European iden-
tity and facilitates economic activities, ac-
cording to the Eurobarometer presented
on Friday by the European Commission.
Asin other eurozone member states, the
Eurobarometer reflects challenges such
as the need for economic reforms and the
coordination of economic policy, which
are issues that concern citizens.

According to the findings for Cyprus,
there is broad agreement on the need for
economic reforms, with 96% saying that
major reforms are needed to improve
the country’s economy and 86% believ-
ing that governments should save more
in order to prepare public finances for
population ageing.

According to the report, Cyprus shows
a high level of support for the euro as
something positive for the European
Union, with 80% of respondents agree-
ing. However, only 60% consider the euro
beneficial for the country, a percentage
that is the second lowest among euro-
zone countries, after Croatia. 46% of Cy-
priots believe that the euro helps them
feel European, a percentage slightly low-
er than the eurozone average. Also, half
of Cypriots support the abolition of the
1-and 2-cent coins, the third-lowest per-
centage in the eurozone.

Regarding the impact of the euro, 54%
of eurozone citizens believe that it has
made travel easier, while 48% believe that
it has reduced bank charges when trav-
elling to other EU countries. Eighty-one
percent believe that the euro has made
price comparisons easier, and 79% that it
has made it easier for businesses in dif-
ferent EU countries.

As for economic policy, a particularly
low percentage, 3% of Cypriots, believe
that there should be less coordination

of economic policy between eurozone
governments.

Furthermore, 50% of eurozone cit-
izens expect inflation to be higher this
year compared with last year, with Cypri-
ots showing an 8% drop compared to the
data from October 2024.

Regarding sectoral reforms, Cypriots
consider reforms in the health system
(92%), education systems (93%), the la-
bour market (93%), the pension system
(93%), the social security system (91%),
taxation (81%), and market reforms (80%)
to be important.

Finally, 80% of Cypriots view positive-
ly the €650-billion recovery plan to sup-
port all EU member states.

he United States Ambassador to Greece Kimberly Ann

Guilfoyle, in an interview with the Athens-Macedo-
nian News Agency conducted by journalist Sofia Papa-
dopoulou, referred to the expanding energy cooperation
between the US and Greece. She underscored Washing-
ton's and President Trump's strategic view of Greece's
role in the region, stating that "in terms of Greece, it
was a platform, very important to the president, to have
Greece as an energy hub here in this region".

On the occasion of her recent visit to Thessaloniki,
where she had a series of meetings and spoke at the anni-
versary dinner "SEVE: 50 Years of Extroversion", she gave
a clear indication of US policy on Greece's role in ener-
gy, stability, and interconnectivity in Southeast Europe.

She also said that American companies are keen to
invest, highlighting Northern Greece as an emerging
technology hub at a time when, as she noted, whoever
controls energy will also control Al. She reaffirmed the
stable and reliable nature of the Greek-American alliance.

Guilfoyle stressed the need to end the wars in Ukraine,
Gaza, and elsewhere, and referred to President Trump's
efforts in this direction. "We can never let it be normal.
It has to be stopped. We have to do something about
it. And that's why | think what President Trump is doing
is so important,” she stressed.

She also said that energy independence equates to
national security. "l think with Greece having that ener-
gy independence and being the hub here, it really does
provide regional stability, which impacts the world and
the neighbours," she noted, and added that "energy in-
dependence really does equate with national security.
It does. And the most compelling example of that right
now is what we've seen with Ukraine and Russia".

The US ambassador to Greece also noted that ener-
gy dependence has been a key factor in destabilising the
region. She also referred to her participation in the re-
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Guilfoyle: Greece a pillar in Trump’s
strategy for energy, investment and Al

cent talks between President Zelensky and Greek Prime
Minister Kyriakos Mitsotakis on the agreement to sup-
ply American LNG to Ukraine, enabling the country to
endure the winter and to sit with strength at the peace-
negotiations table.

She also highlighted the growing US interest in ener-
gy, technology, and geostrategic projects in the region
and said that a new "3+1" meeting (Greece, Cyprus, Is-
rael, USA) will be held, dedicated exclusively to energy.

From the very first hours of her visit to Thessaloniki,
Guilfoyle held a series of meetings with institutions and
business representatives, including the American-Hellen-
ic Chamber of Commerce, pharmaceutical and technol-
ogy firms, as well as manufacturing sectors in Northern
Greece. "There's a very strong appetite to invest in Greece,"
she said, emphasising that American companies are look-
ing for predictability and stability and that she is already
working in that direction. "The United States companies
really want that predictability to understand where the
country is going and how favourable it is to new invest-
ments so that they can sell this to their neighbours," she
said, adding that "Greece isin a moment in time right now
where there's tremendous opportunity”.

She also referred to the strong presence of Ameri-
can officials at the recent P-TEC (Partnership for Trans-
atlantic Energy Cooperation) energy summit in Athens,
where important agreements were signed to establish
Greece as a strategic energy hub between Europe and
the United States. And just seeing those opportunities
here, because so much of that was about the vertical
corridor, the different ports, obviously the importance

of Alexandroupoli as an FSRU and regasification, and for
military capabilities as well, and then Thessaloniki. And
so there's just a really good desire to actually invest in
Greece by American companies, and in this area, which
is so strategic, she said.

Guilfoyle also referred to the potential of Northern
Greece as a technological hub, as well as to the recent
signing of a joint declaration between Greece and the
United States aimed at strengthening economic cooper-
ation between the two countries, with a focus on artificial
intelligence. This, she said, is an important step toward
boosting innovation because, as she noted, "Whoever
has the energy is going to control Al. And | think it shows
the importance of, also, as a tech hub, the northern part
of Greece and Thessaloniki, and the future".

"Greece: a stable and reliable ally"
Guilfoyle particularly emphasised the US-Greece rela-
tionship, describing it as "historically stable and reliable".
For her, strengthening this alliance is a central element
of her mission in the country. "Greece has been, over
and over again, a steadfast ally to the United States of
America, a trusted ally, one that we can count on ev-
ery single time. And Greece may not be a large country
per capita, but it is a strong and proud country thatis a
good neighbour and good ally. And it's just been won-
derful to see this relationship develop. And quite frank-
ly, | see where the relationship is going and the inter-
est we have as Americans in Greece and in this region,
whether we're dealing with the Eastern Mediterranean
or South or Central Europe," she stressed.

U Interior Secretary Doug Burgum
used a meeting in Washington on
December 3 to underscore what he de-
scribed as Greece’s increasingly central
role in Europe’s evolving energy land-
scape, signaling that the United States
sees Athens as a key partner in efforts to
reshape regional fuel flows and reduce
dependence on Russian supplies.

“There is no diplomacy today with-
out energy diplomacy”, Burgum told
Greece’s Energy Minister, Stavros Pa-
pastavrou, at the start of their discus-
sion. “And the work of energy diploma-
cy carried out by you, Minister, by the
Prime Minister, and by the Ambassador
[Katerina Nasika] is an example of lead-
ership for all of Europe”.

The meeting came shortly after the
PTEC energy conference in Athens, where
the United States sent its largest dele-
gation to date and where several agree-
ments pointed to a more structured phase
of cooperation between the two coun-
tries. U.S. officials said Burgum’s goal in
Washington was to translate the Athens
announcements into a clearer framework
for next steps.

Sovereignty Council, pointed to his re-
cent visits to Greece, including a stop at
the Revithoussa LNG terminal, as shap-
ing Washington'’s assessment of Greece'’s
potential to anchor new infrastructure
and supply corridors. Jarrod Agen, the
council’s executive director, also attend-
ed the meeting.

After Burgum’s remarks, Papastav-
rou described PTEC as a turning point
that delivered concrete outcomes rather
than broad statements of intent. “We have
started very strongly, but we still have a
long way to go to reach our goals,” he said.

He pointed to a deal between Exxon-
Mobil and HelleniQ Energy that opens the
way for Greece’s first major hydrocarbon
exploration effortin roughly four decades.
He also underscored progress on the ver-
tical corridor, a seven -country initiative
intended to move American LNG north
through Greece and Bulgaria while reduc-
ing regional dependence on Russian gas.

Another PTEC related partnership, in-
volving Venture Global, AKTOR and DEPA,
aims to expand the footprint of U.S. energy
companies in the Eastern Mediterranean.
And the Athens meetings marked the first
time the 3+1 group of Greece, Cyprus, Isra-
el and the United States convened at the
level of energy ministers, a development,
officials on both sides described as a sign
of deeper strategic alignment.

Papastavrou thanked Burgum for his
engagement and noted that the secre-
tary’s September visit to Greece helped
elevate the visibility of the country’s en-
ergy infrastructure inside the administra-
tion. But he also cautioned that the pro-
cess remains in its early stages.

The agreements announced at PTEC
have created real momentum, but turn-
ing them into durable projects will require
sustained coordination between Wash-
ington and Athens in the months ahead.

reek exports to the United States
have held firm through the first eight

months of 2025, weathering the turbu-
lence created by President Donald Trump’s
tariff increases and months of uncertain-
ty over the future of transatlantic trade.

According to a report by the commer-
cial office of the Greek Embassy in Wash-
ington, Greek shipments to the American
market totaled 1.57 billion euros during
that period, essentially unchanged froma
year earlier. The report shows a marginal
decline of 0.07 percent, a figure that un-
derscores the sector’s resilience amid po-
litical volatility and shifting trade rules.

The stability masks sharp differences
inside the export portfolio. Sales of agri-
cultural products dipped, including olives,
cheeses, peaches and prepared foods. Ki-
wis were the only notable exception, ben-
efiting from a continued zero tariff rate.

Those losses, however, were more than
offset by a surge in industrial goods, many
of which now face significantly higher du-
ties. Aluminum sheets posted strong gains.
Shipments of iron pipes used in oil and gas
infrastructure multiplied. Exports of aircraft
components rose more than expected.

Notably, the steepest increases camein
categories subject to a 50 percent tariff, sug-
gesting that large contracts, steady demand
and limited global competition helped in-
sulate Greek exporters from the new costs.

The policy backdrop, however, re-
mains unsettled. The United States and
the European Union have yet to finalize
a comprehensive trade agreement, leav-
ing key provisions unresolved.

The debate resurfaced last weekend
in Brussels, where U.S. Trade Representa-
tive Jamieson Greer and Commerce Secre-
tary Howard Latnick attended a meeting
of EU trade ministers. European officials
reiterated concerns about this year's tar-
iff levels, but the talks produced no com-
mitments from Washington to ease them.

A new baseline duty of 15 percent on
most European products, introduced in
August, is now the central point of conten-
tion. The European Commission is seeking
more favorable treatment for hundreds
of strategic product categories.

Greece has urged Brussels to prioritize
olives, olive oil and wine, which represent
significant national exports and bear con-
siderable market risk under the new regime.

Non-tariff issues are also looming.
Greece retained its equivalence status for
exports of fishery products, a designation
that allows its seafood to enter the American
market. But a recent report by the National
Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration
raised concerns over Greece's protections for
sea turtles, issuing a negative certification.

Thefinding does notaffect currenttrade,
largely because Greek fishing vessels do not
operate outside the Mediterranean. Still, the
warning gives Washington potential grounds
to restrict fishery imports in the future.

For now, Greek exporters appear to have
adapted. Food shipments have softened
but remain durable. Industrial exports are
expanding. Whether this balance can with-
stand the full impact of the new tariff sys-
tem will become clearin the months ahead.

What is evident is that conditions once
thought likely to disrupt trade have so far
produced a more stable outcome than
many anticipated.

rgyrios Fantis School, the historic

Greek Orthodox Day School of Saints
Constantine and Helen Cathedral in Brook-
lyn, has announced a major restructur-
ing of its early childhood admissions in
response to unprecedented enrollment
demand. With applications and open-
house attendance reaching new records
each year, the school anticipates that near-
ly all classes from PK3 through 6™ grade
will be waitlist-only for Fall 2026.

Accepted Legacy and Foundation-
al Pathway families secure their child’s
place at A. Fantis without needing to re-
apply again until high school.

“With these pathways, we are be-
ing honest with families about the real-
ity of demand and at the same time giv-
ing them a reliable way to plan for the
next decade of their child’s education”,
said Theodore Tasoulas, Principal of A.

he American Hellenic Institute (AHI), in

cooperation with its Athens Chapter,
hosted a high-level policy forum on De-
cember 1, titled “One Year Since the Elec-
tion of President Donald Trump: Where Do
We Stand Regarding the U.S.-Greece Re-
lationship?” The event, held at the Grande
Bretagne hotel, featured a keynote ad-
dress by U.S. Ambassador to Greece Kim-
berly Guilfoyle and drew more than 300
leaders from government, diplomacy,
business, academia, and the community.

AHIAthens Chapter President, Retired
Vice Admiral Vasileios Kyriazis, welcomed
participants and introduced moderator
Fanis Papathanasiou, anchor and senior
diplomatic correspondent for ERTTV. The
panel featured Dora Bakoyannis, mem-
ber of Parliament, former Foreign Minis-
ter; Dr. Constantinos Filis, director of the
American College of Greece Institute of
Foreign Affairs; and Christos Marafatsos,
chairman of Greek Americans for Trump.
AHI President Nick Larigakis delivered
closing remarks.

In her keynote address, Ambassador
Guilfoyle emphasized that U.S.-Greece
relations are at a “very high level” and
expressed her commitment to strength-
ening them further. She praised AHI
for its leadership and community en-
gagement.

“As great as our government-to-gov-
ernment relationship is, and it truly is a
special partnership, we cannot accom-
plish our goals alone,” she said. “Organi-
zations such as AHlI are critical.”

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Ambassador Guilfoyle highlighted
Greece’s growing role as a regional en-
ergy hub, noting that agreements final-
ized during her first week in Athens will
enable U.S. LNG to begin flowing through
Greece to nearby countries, including
Ukraine, within a month. These devel-
opments, she said, represent both stra-
tegicachievements and important com-
mercial progress.

“These agreements are major invest-
ments, a down payment on our shared
prosperity,” Ambassador Guilfoyle said.

The panel analyzed the future of U.S.—
Greece relations under President Trump's
second term, the regional security envi-
ronment, energy cooperation, and the
role of the Greek American community.

Bakoyannis and Filis emphasized the
need for dialogue with Turkey along-
side defense modernization. Bakoyannis

stressed that the trajectory of relations de-
pends primarily on Turkish conduct. She
also raised democratic concerns, noting
that NATO is not only a military alliance
but one anchored in democracy, liber-
ties, and the rule of law.

Filis placed U.S.—Greece tiesin a glob-
al context shaped by Trump’s diplomat-
ic style, describing the Eastern Mediter-
ranean as a region of both conflict and
opportunity. He argued that depend-
able allies like Greece are essential as
Europe continues to show geopolitical
immaturity.

Marafatsos underscored the impor-
tance of energy cooperation and com-
mercial ties, saying Greece’s econom-
ic strength is vital to its security. He also
highlighted the continuing influence of
the Greek American community in shap-
ing U.S. policy.

On Ukraine, Filis warned against peace
deals that reward aggression, arguing they
would embolden future violators of interna-
tional law. Bakoyannis echoed this, stress-
ing that peace must be “for Ukraine, not
over Ukraine.” She expressed confidence
in U.S. leadership, praising Secretary of
State Marco Rubio as a capable interlocutor.

In his closing remarks, AHI President
Nick Larigakis thanked Ambassador Kim-
berly Guilfoyle for her participation and
affirmed AHI’s readiness to work closely
with her and the U.S. Embassy team. He
praised the panel’s “open and honest di-
alogue” and expressed gratitude to Vice
Admiral Vasileios Kyriazis and event spon-
sors Capital and PPC.

Larigakis stressed that although
Greece is a small country, it “punches
way above its weight,” consistently rank-
ingamong NATO's top defense spenders
and serving as a key partner in the 3+1
framework for Eastern Mediterranean sta-
bility. Citing AHI founder Eugene T. Ros-
sides, he reminded attendees that AHI's
mission has always been to advance U.S.
interests aligned with Greece.

He cautioned that the strength of
U.S.-Greece relations must not be tak-
en for granted. “This is not the time for
complacency,” he said, urging Greece
and the Greek American community to
deepen cooperation and reinforce dem-
ocratic values.

He concluded by stating that the bilat-
eral relationship stands firmly on its own
merits and should not be viewed through
the prism of third countries.

Rhode Island unveils first —in-Nation— Greek Heritage license plate

CRANSTON, RI

hodelsland’s AHEPA chapters

joined State Senator Leoni-
das P. Raptakis, State Represen-
tative Joseph M. McNamara,
Governor Dan McKee, and Con-
sul General of Greece in Boston
Symeon Tegos to unveil the first
Rhode Island Greek Heritage mo-
tor vehicle license plate that was
created in conjunction with the
American Hellenic Educational
Progressive Association (AHEPA).

Introduced earlier this year
by Senator Raptakis and Repre-
sentative McNamara, the legisla-
tion makes Rhode Island the first
state in the nation to issue a li-
cense plate specifically honoring
Greece, Hellenism, and AHEPA.

The legislation (2025-S 0155
and 2025-H 6148) empowers the
Division of Motor Vehicles to make
available special motor vehicle
registration plates for the Ameri-
can Hellenic Educational Progres-
sive Association and Rhode Is-
land’s Hellenic Heritage.

The unveiling ceremony took
place at the Annunciation Greek
Orthodox Church’s Demetrakas
Hall in Cranston. All three Rhode
Island AHEPA chapters partici-
pated: Sophocles Chapter 106
(Annunciation Church, Crans-
ton), Chapter A-121 (Assump-
tion of the Virgin Mary Church,
Pawtucket), and Chapter 245 (St.
Spyridon Church, Newport).

The license plate design
features the Greek national flag

encircled by an Olympic gold
wreath in the top left corner, the
AHEPA emblem in the top right,
and the Parthenon —an enduring
symbol of ancient Greece, West-
ern civilization, and democracy-
at the center. The words State of
Rhode Island and Hellenic Heri-
tage appear across the top and
bottom. The final design was
selected through a community
vote among parishioners and
AHEPA members, from a series
of proposals created by loan-
na Savoie, daughter of AHEPA
member Bobby Dafoulas. Meli-
na Panichas and Nicholas Lam-
bros developed the pre-registra-
tion application form, enabling
Rhode Island residents to begin
ordering the plate.

Senator Raptakis highlighted
the strong ties between Rhode
Island, known for its commit-
ment to independence, and
Greece, the birthplace of democ-

racy: “Hellenic Rhode Islanders
are proud of their heritage and
this bill will allow them to further
share their rich and historic cul-
ture with the rest of the state”.
“Rhode Island is home to
many proud Hellenic people and
families, and this bill will allow
them to showcase their pride of
their rich Greek culture to every-
one on our state’s roadways. It's
an honor to introduce this bill for

my Hellenic constituents and the
rest of Rhode Island’s Greek com-
munity,” said Rep. McNamara.

Governor McKee praised the
contributions of Rhode Island’s
Greek community, emphasiz-
ing its vibrant activity and di-
verse heritage.

Consul General of Greece
Symeon Tegos stated “When
you have strong support in the
Rhode Island legislature regard-

ing Hellenic issues, with
State Senator Lou Raptakis lead-
ing the way, the results are very
positive in passing this type of
legislation”.

Additional remarks were of-
fered by AHEPA Supreme Gover-
nor for Region 4 Gregory Sim-
ones, Sophocles Chapter 106
President George Coclin, former
Chapter A-121 President George
Demopoulos (representing Pres-
ident loannis Apostolakis), and
Chapter 245 Newport President
Anthony Spiratos. Also in atten-
dance were Fr.

Greece presents olive

wreaths

to the 2025 Philadelphia Marathon winners

NEW YORK, NY

I n a landmark moment uniting histo-
ry, culture, and modern athletics, the
Consul General of Greece in New York, If-
igeneia Kanara, officially presented four
handcrafted gold olive wreaths from
Greece to the organizers of the 2025 Phil-
adelphia Marathon during a ceremony
held in Philadelphia on November 20.
For the first time in the city’s history,
authentic olive wreaths connected to the
ancient origins of the Marathon crowned
the champions of the 2025 race-symboli-
cally linking one of the United States’ pre-
mier marathons with its Greek heritage.
This historic initiative was made possi-
ble through the collaboration of the Con-
sulate General of Greece in New York with
the Federation of Hellenic-American So-
cieties of Philadelphia and Greater Dela-
ware Valley, marking the beginning of a
new cultural and educational partnership
that connects Greece -the birthplace of
the Marathon- with the city of Philadel-
phia, a symbol of American democracy.
During her remarks at the presenta-
tion ceremony, Ms. Kanara emphasized
the connection between Greece and Phil-
adelphia, stating: “The Marathon is much
more than an athletic event. It is a story of
courage and endurance that begins in 490

BC, with the run of Pheidippides from the
battlefield of Marathon to Athens. Itis a re-
minder that determination in the service
of freedom can change the course of his-
tory. And itis alegacy that continues toin-
spire millions of people across the globe”.

Referring to the initiative, Ms. Kanara
added that “this effort, which could not
have been realized without the decisive
support of the Federation, seeks to cel-
ebrate perseverance and athletic excel-
lence, and, at the same time, to encour-
age young people to be inspired by the
timeless and relevant message of the Mar-

athon by connecting ancient history to the
world they live in today. Our goal is sim-
ple: to strengthen the important ties be-
tween Greece and the city of Philadelphia
and to promote cultural and educational
international cooperation through sports”.

Officials of the City of Philadelphia
expressed strong support for this new
connection.

David G. Wilson, Chairand Deputy Man-
aging Director, spoke about the strong
bond and collaboration between Greece -
the birthplace of the world’s first democra-
cy-and Philadelphia, where American de-

mocracy was born. He warmly welcomed
the Greek American community and high-
lighted the symbolic significance of the
Marathon as a bridge between the two
cultures and their shared values.

Adam Thiel, Managing Director, con-
veying the appreciation of Mayor Cher-
elle L. Parker, stressed the importance of
such meaningful initiatives in enhancing
Philadelphia’s global presence. Conclud-
ing his remarks, Thiel stated with pride: “It
is a great honor for us to receive this gift,
and the champions who will wear these
wreaths will carry with them the stories
and values they represent”.

On behalf of the Greek American com-
munity, Judge Harry Karapalides, Presi-
dent of the Federation, spoke about the
deeper meaning of the Marathon and the
privilege of contributing to the establish-
ment of this historic tradition in Philadel-
phia for the first time. He praised the ini-
tiative of the Consulate General of Greece
in NY, describing it as “a gift of beauty,
memory, and meaning”.

John Vasiliou, President of the Philadel-
phia Parade Committee 2025, expressed
his pride that Philadelphia now joins cities
such as Boston and Chicago, where the tra-
dition of crowning champions with wreaths
from Greece has been established for many
years. He described the ceremony as “a
fortunate occasion” marking the begin-
ning of a new cultural chapter for the city.

The ceremony was honored by the
presence of His Eminence Metropolitan
Apostolos of New Jersey, Marathon officials,
city representatives, sponsors, and mem-
bers of the Greek American community.
