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Slow down and verify:
tips to prevent getting scammed

mid the hustle and bustle of the hol-
idays, | urge you to slow down. Not
so much to smell the roses, but rather,
from a practical standpoint, to be vigilant
against people who could do you harm.
Scammers count on us being dis-
tracted and easily worried. This is espe-
cially true around the holiday season.
Fraudsters aim to take advantage of us
by getting us to take some action that
we would not have if we knew who they
really were.

Each year, millions of Americans —in-
cluding thousands of Nassau County res-
idents —are affected by scams. According
to a recent survey by AARP, about 41%
of adult Americans —-roughly 110 million
people-report that they have had mon-
ey stolen through fraud or misuse of sen-
sitive information at some point.

In terms of monetary losses, the im-
pact is staggering. The Federal Trade
Commission (FTC) reported that in 2024
consumers reported losing over $12.5 bil-
lion to fraud and scams — a 25% increase
compared with the prior year.

A broader report from AARP esti-
mates that identity fraud and scams
cost U.S. adults a combined $47 billion
in 2024. No matter how you look at it, it's
a major problem.

According to a 2023 report by the FBI,
more than 3,000 scams were reported
across Long Island in 2023 (the most recent
year for which data is available); Nassau
County residents lost about $73.9 million.

These numbers almost certainly under-
state the true impact. Many scams go unre-
ported, and not all losses are captured by
official reporting systems. As such, the real
number of people harmed and the total fi-
nancial loss is likely even higher.

All year round, | offer scam preven-
tion workshops to Nassau County resi-
dents, and now, with the holidays upon
us, | would like to share some practical
and easy tips with you.

Tips to help you avoid
becoming a scam victim

- Do not answer calls from unknown
numbers, or callers not in your Con-
tacts list. If it's important they will
leave a message.

- If you do answer and the caller (or
text message or email) claims to be
from your bank, a government agen-
cy or credit company, do not assume
this to be true. Hang up and call the
toll-free number on the back of your
bank/credit/membership card orare-
cent statement and ask them if there
is a problem with your account.

« Do not click on links in text messag-
es or emails from unknown senders;
they can install malware on your de-
vice or take you to harmful websites.

« Nothing is free. If a caller tells you
that you have won a prize but you
have to pay a fee to claim it, hang up
—it'sascam!

+  Never send funds -not cash or
checks, gift cards or wire transfers—
to anyone you are not 100 percent
sure of. Never!

«  Greatinvestmentsdon’tcomein from
random strangers. If someone pitch-
es you an investment that sounds too
good to be true (like a great guaran-
teed return), it's probably a scam!

Just because the caller sounds pro-
fessional doesn’t mean they are legit;
fraudsters have trained actors making
scam calls so they know how to come
across as trustworthy. They are trained
to deceive you and to create a sense of
urgency. Don’t be fooled. And don't be
embarrassed by your uncertainty.

And above all, do not send money or
give out personal information.

There is no way of fully protecting
yourself from being scammed, but you
can use these simple tools to help. Slow
down, let calls go to voice mail and then
research and verify. Call a family mem-
ber, friend or your local police precinct
for help.

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Hochul enacts New York's
Al safety and transparency bill

ALBANY, NY

N Governor Kathy Hochul, on De-

cember 22, signed legislation
to require Al frameworks for Al frontier
models, setting a nation-leading stan-
dard for Al transparency and safety. The
agreed-upon chapter amendments to
the RAISE Act (S6953B/A6453B) requires
large Al developers to create and publish
information about their safety protocols,
and report incidents to the State within
72 hours of determining that an incident
occurred. It also creates an oversight of-
fice within the Department of Financial
Services that will assess large frontier de-
velopers and enable greater transparen-
cy. The office will issue reports annually.

“By enacting the RAISE Act, New York
is once again leading the nation in set-
ting a strong and sensible standard for
frontier Al safety, holding the biggest
developers accountable for their safety
and transparency protocols”, Governor
Hochul said. “This law builds on Califor-
nia’s recently adopted framework, cre-
ating a unified benchmark among the
country’s leading tech states as the fed-
eral government lags behind, failing to
implement common-sense regulations
that protect the public. | thank the lead-
ers and members of both houses of the
Legislature, as well as the bill’s sponsors,
for their partnership in delivering this
responsible, nation-leading approach
to Al safety”.

Artificial intelligence is evolving fast-
er than any technology in human histo-
ry. Itis driving groundbreaking scientific
advances leading to life-changing med-
icines, unlocking new creative potential,
and automating mundane tasks. At the
same time, experts and practitioners in
the field readily acknowledge the poten-
tial for serious risks.

Under the new law the Attorney Gen-
eral can bring civil actions against large
frontier developers for the failure to sub-
mit required reporting or making false
statements. Penalties are up to $1 million
for the first violation and up to $3 million
for subsequent violations.

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Greece is a champion in reducing tax
evasion: VAT "gap" below 10% in 2024

G reece is recording progress in the fight

against tax evasion, with the gap in the

collection of Value Added Tax now estimated
to have already fallen below 10% for 2024. For
the first time in history, the "VAT gap" in Greece

(as calculated by the EV) is close to or below the

European average.

The new report "VAT gap in Europe Report
2025" by the European Commission reflects a
saving of around 2.7 billion euros per year, i.e.
more tax revenue for the state without tax in-
creases, just from the reduction of tax evasion
in VAT collection.

Specifically, according to the Report:

« in 2023, the VAT gap in Greece stood at
11.4%, compared to 12.4% in 2022 and 24%
in 2019. Thus, in five years, it fell by 55% or
12.6 percentage points.

« VAT losses in Greece in 2023 significant-
ly approached the pan-European average
(9.5%), while until 2019 they were more
than double it (24% compared to 11.1%).

« for 2024, the first unofficial data (prelimi-
nary estimates) show a single-digit rate of
losses in VAT collection, less than 10%. The
Commission places it at 9%, i.e. below the
European standard for the last two years,
recording a drop of 15 percentage points
or almost 60% compared to 2019, when it
reached 24%.

Based on the analysis of the European Com-
mission's data for the period 2019-2023, Greece
is the champion in reducing the VAT gap in the
six-year period 2019-2024.

The countries with the largest reductions
in the VAT gap since 2019 are: Greece: 12.7 per-
centage points, from 24.0% in 2019 to 11.4%
in 2023, Ukraine: 11 percentage points, from
28.5% to 17.5% to 2021. (No data for 2022-2023
due to war), Czech Republic: 6.6 percentage
points, from 14.6% to 8.0%, Austria: 5.8 per-
centage points, from 6.8% to 1.0%, Nether-
lands: 4.2 percentage points, from 11.2% to
7.0%, Croatia: 3.7 percentage points, from 11.4%
to 7.7%, Slovenia: 3.5 percentage points, from
8.4% to 4.9%, Hungary: 3 percentage points,
from 10.4% to 7.4% and Cyprus: 3 percentage
points, from 6.3% to 3.3%

If we also take into account the preliminary
estimate for 2024, Greece makes an even big-
ger leap: from 24%in 2019 to 9% in 2024. The 15
% reduction places it far ahead of any other EU
country or even the acceding member states.

Budget: Primary surplus of 12.6 billion

in Jan-Nov 2025

primary surplus of 12.6 billion euros was
recorded in the eleven-month period from
January to November, exceeding forecasts on
which the state budget introductory report was
based by five billion euros, according to a state-
ment released by the National Economy and Fi-
nance Ministry on December 17. Hellenic Par-
liament passed the state budget introductory
report in a vote the day before.
However, as indicated in the statement,
the surplus is attributed to coincidental fac-

tors and the timing of payments. In addition,
the data are calculated on a cash basis, which
is not the same as the fiscal basis, while re-
ceipts relating to 2024 are also included and
are deducted from the revenues of the cur-
rent budget.

Based on the data, in the 11 months of
2025, net revenues amounted to 68.7 billion
euros, exceeding the target by 2.26 billion eu-
ros, while expenditures amounted to 63.6 bil-
lion euros, reduced by 2.65 billion euros com-
pared to the target.

The excess of revenues is mainly due to the
collection of 2.109 billion euros from the Recov-
ery Fund in November instead of December,
while expenditures decreased, mainly due to
the deferral of payments for transfers, equip-
ment and investment expenditures.

According to Bank of Greece

The Budget recorded a primary surplus of
13.9 billion euros on a cash basis during the pe-
riod January—-November, compared with 7.5 bil-
lion euros in the corresponding period last year,
according to data from the Bank of Greece is-
sued on the same day.

This development primarily reflected the in-
crease in the Regular Budget surplus to 11 bil-
lion euros from 6 billion euros, which is due to
a significant rise in regular budget revenues to
66.2 billion euros, up from 61.3 billion euros last
year, while expenditures increased much less,
reaching 56.2 billion euros compared with 54.1
billion euros last year.

The cash result of the central government
showed a surplus of 6.449 billion euros, com-
pared with a surplus of 5.721 billion euros in the
corresponding period of 2024.

Greece submits two RRF
funding requests totaling

eputy National Economy and

Finance Minister for the Re-
covery and Resilience Facility,
Nikos Papathanasis, on December
22 submitted two requests to the
European Commission for the dis-
bursement of funds from the Re-
covery and Resilience Facility (RRF),
totaling 1.17 billion euros.

These included the 7t request
for grants —with Greece being the
34 country in the EU to reach a sev-
enth request- and the 6t request
for RRF loans, covering a total of

26 milestones and targets. Greece
has requested the disbursement
of 883.9 million euros in grants for
the fulfillment of 22 milestones,
and 293.8 million euros in loans
via four milestones.

To date, the country has received
234 billion euros from the Recovery
and Resilience Facility. Over the com-
ing period, once an evaluation of the
7" request for grants and the 6% re-
quest for loans is completed, total
disbursements to Greece will rise
to 24.57 billion euros, correspond-
ing to 68.3% of the total funds allo-
cated to the country.

Greece's inflation rate
rose to 2.4% in November,

G reece's inflation rate rose 2.4%
in November 2025, up from 2%
in October and an increase of 2.4%
in November 2024.

This development was attribut-
ed mainly to inflation in food prod-
ucts, with the largest price increases
in meat (13%), fruit (9%), chocolates
(22.9%) and coffee (20.7%).

It was also driven up by price
increases in, among others, hous-
ing rents (8.6%), clothing-footwear
(1.3%), electricity (4.5%), diesel

(2%), passenger transport by plane
(4.2%), holiday packages (6.3%), res-
taurants-cafes-pastry shops-can-
teens (7.7%), hotels (1.7%), hair-
dressers (4.1%) and health insurance
premiums (7%).

Between November and Octo-
ber, there were new price increases,
among others, in beef (2.7%), poul-
try (2.3%), coffee (2.9%), electricity
(3.5%), heating oil (3.3%) and in fu-
els and lubricants (1.2%).

BoG forecasts three

years of a steady 2.1 %

growth rate

he Bank of Greece (BoG) is projecting a threeyear period of
steady 2.1% GDP growth for the Greek economy through 2027.
According to the Interim Monetary Policy Report released on
December 22, GDP is expected to expand by 2.1% in 2025, 2026,
and 2027, before easing marginally to 2.0% in 2028. In all years,
Greece's growth rate is forecast to outpace the euro area average,
keeping the country on a trajectory of real income convergence.

he Harmonised Index of Con-

sumer Prices in November 2025
increased by 0,1% compared with
November 2024 and recorded a
decrease of 1,1% compared with
October 2025, according to data
released by the Statistical Service
on December 17.

Compared with November 2024,
the largest positive changes were
observed in the categories Recre-
ation and Culture (5,1%) and Res-
taurants and Hotels (4,5%), while
the largest decreases were record-
ed in the categories Clothing and
Footwear (-7,5%) and Housing, Wa-
ter Supply, Electricity and Gas (-2,6%).

Compared with October 2025,
the most significant changes were
noted in the categories Restaurants
and Hotels (-2,8%), and Food and
Non-Alcoholic Beverages (-2,6%).

The largest change among the
economic categories compared to
November 2024 was recorded in
the category Energy (-4,7%) and

compared to October 2025 in the
category Food-Alcoholic Beverag-
es Tobacco (-1,8%).

For the period January-No-
vember 2025, in comparison with
the corresponding period of the
previous year, the most signifi-
cant changes were registered in
the categories Recreation and Cul-
ture (6,3%), and Restaurants and Ho-
tels (5,2%) and the largest decrease
in Clothing and Footwear (-6.2%).

Hourly labour costs

rise in 3Q of 2025

H ourly labour costs in Cyprus increased by 3.5% in the third
quarter of 2025 compared with the same period a year earlier,
according to provisional data by the Statistical Service of Cyprus.

The two main components of labour costs, wages and sala-
ries per hour worked and non-wage costs per hour worked in-
creased by 3,5% and 3,6% respectively, compared with the same

quarter of the previous year.

The hourly labour cost (total cost), seasonally adjusted, in-
creased by 0,9% compared to the previous quarter. The hourly
labour cost that refers to wages and salaries, seasonally adjust-
ed, also increased by 0.9% compared to the previous quarter, as
did the hourly non-wage cost, seasonally adjusted, CyStat notes.

Cyprus banks see profit drop
as assets rise in Q3 2025

he profitability of the banking

sector in Cyprus has declinedin
the first nine months of 2025, while
total assets within the banking sec-
tor have risen in the third quarter
of 2025 according to the updated
aggregate Cyprus banking sector
data (profitability, balance sheet
and capital adequacy data) with
reference date 30 September 2025
published on December 16 by the
Central Bank of Cyprus.

In a press release, the CBC says
that the profitability of the bank-
ing sector has declined in the first
nine months of 2025 by €237 mn,
from €953 mn in September 2024
to €716 mn in September 2025. This

decrease is primarily driven by a
reduction in net interest income.

Total assets within the banking
sector have risen in the third quar-
ter of 2025 by €835 mn or 1.2%,
from €66,976 mn in June 2025 to
€67,811 mnin September 2025. This
growth is primarily driven by an in-
crease in loans and advances.

The Common Equity Tier 1
(CET1) ratio of the banking sector
has declined in the third quarter
of 2025 by 0.2 percentage points,
from 26.3% in June 2025 to 26.1%
in September 2025.

This decrease is primarily due
to anincrease of total risk exposure
amount, which has outweighed the
increase of the CET1 Capital, the
press release concludes.

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Cyprus gets partial green light
for €70.5m RRF payment

he European Commission granted on Friday

partial preliminary approval to Cyprus's fifth
payment request under the Recovery and Resil-
ience Facility (RRF), a key pillar of the NextGen-
erationEU program.

According to the Commission’s preliminary
assessment, Cyprus successfully completed 10
out of 11 milestones and all 8 targets set for the
sixth tranche of grants. The request concerns a
total amount of €70.5 million and covers signif-
icant reforms and investments in areas such as
public administration, justice, transport, tour-
ism, education, health, and the energy upgrad-
ing of buildings.

Key interventions include local government
reform, with the merger of smaller municipal-
ities to improve efficiency, reduce costs, and
strengthen the competencies of local authori-
ties. In addition, digital modernization of schools,
including the provision of laptops, projectors,
and interactive whiteboards to enhance the
learning environment and develop students’
digital skills are part of the package.

However, the Commission found that one
milestone related to green taxation (M19) has
not yet been satisfactorily fulfilled. As aresult, a
partial suspension of the payment correspond-
ing to this milestone will be proposed. Cyprus
will receive payment for the approved mile-
stones and targets, while additional time will
be granted to complete the pending milestone.

Cyprus submitted the payment request
on August 1, 2025. Following this, the pre-
liminary positive assessment was forward-
ed to the Economic and Financial Commit-
tee (EFC), which has a four-week deadline to
issue an opinion. Meanwhile, Cyprus has one
month to submit its observations regarding
the unfulfilled milestone.

If the suspension is confirmed, Cyprus will
have a six-month period to comply. If the mile-
stone is met within the deadline, the Commis-
sion will lift the suspension and disburse the
corresponding amount. Cyprus’s Recovery and
Resilience Plan includes an extensive package
of reforms and investments, totaling €1.02 bil-
lion in EU funding.

Cyprus GDP growth seen at 3.5%
in 2025, CBC forecasts

he GDP growth rate for 2025 is forecast to

rise to 3.5%, compared to the revised rate of
3.9% for 2024, the Central Bank of Cyprus (CBC)
says, adding that in the period 2026-28, GDP is
forecast to grow by 3% per year.

The CBC published on Monday [12/22] the
December 2025 forecasts for the main macro-
economics of Cyprus for the years 2025-28, spe-
cifically for Gross Domestic Product (GDP), un-
employment, inflation and inflation excluding
energy and food.

The publication also includes an analysis of
the potential deviations from the baseline scenar-
io of the GDP and inflation forecasts, respectively.

"The projected path of GDP is mainly due to
the expected furtherincrease in domestic demand
throughout the forecast horizon. Domesticdemand
is expected to be supported by the increase in pri-
vate consumption due to the increase in real dis-
posable income of households and the resilience
that the labor market continues to record", it notes.

The labour market continues to support the
Cypriot economy and is showing significant re-
silience, the CBC says, adding that unemploy-
ment in the third quarter of this year is forecast
to fall to 4.5% of the labour force in 2025, com-
pared to 4.9% in 2024.

"This is consistent with the positive trend re-
corded in the European Commission's Economic
Surveys in terms of employment expectations
over the next three months, as well as the con-
tinued decline in registered unemployed. In
line with the expected strong GDP growth, un-
employment is projected to stabilise at around
4.5% in 2026-28, reflecting full employment con-
ditions", the CBC continues.

Inflation (based on the Harmonized Index
of Consumer Prices, HICP) is projected to de-
cline to 0.8%in 2025 from 2.3% in 2024. The CBC
states that the significant decline in inflation in
2025 is mainly due to deflationary pressures in
non-energy industrial prices and energy pric-
es, and, to a lesser extent, to the slowdown in
food price increases.
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Kefalogianni: Data point
to another record tourism

year in 2025

ATHENS

G reece is poised for another re-
cordbreaking year in tourismin
2025, with data from the first nine
months of the year (January-Sep-
tember) showing strong momen-
tum. Travel revenue has risen by
9% compared with the same peri-
od in 2024 -already a record
year- reaching 20 billion
euros, Tourism Minis-
ter Olga Kefalogianni
said in an interview
with the Athens Mace-
donian News Agency on
December 21.

Arrivals during the same
period increased by 4%, while
additional gains were recorded in
October and November. Therise in
winter and traditionally lowseason
months, Kefalogianni noted, dem-
onstrates that Greece is steadily
evolving into a yearround desti-
nation. She placed particular em-
phasis on the U.S. market, where
revenue increased by 12% and ar-
rivals by 5.6%.

Looking ahead, the minister
described the outlook for 2026 as
equally encouraging. Greece al-
ready ranks among the world’s top
10 destinations, and new direct

flights —such as Dallas-Athens and
New Delhi-Athens-along with ex-
panded travel packages to Thessa-
loniki, mainland Greece, and the
North Aegean, are expected to fur-
ther strengthen demand.

Kefalogianni stressed, howev-
er, that the success of Greek tour-
ism cannot be measured solely by

shortterm arrival numbers.
The government’s strat-
egy, she said, focuses
on the qualitative and
sustainable develop-
ment of tourism, en-
suring the protection
of Greece’s natural and
cultural environment and
guaranteeing that tourism ben-
efits are returned fairly to citizens
and local communities.

Key priorities include deeper
engagement with major markets
such as India, the United States,
East Asia, and the Middle East; pro-
moting Greek gastronomy; and ex-
panding digital tools that incorpo-
rate Aland augmented reality. She
also highlighted new legislation
for evaluating hotels’ environmen-
tal performance, minimum quality
and safety standards for shortterm
rentals, and initiatives to promote
mountain tourism.
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Mandatory military service reforms
will not apply to Greeks abroad

N o one studying or living abroad will be ad-
versely affected by measures included in
a draft bill entitled "Map of the Armed Forces'
Transition to a New Era" tabled in Parliament,
the Defence Ministry announced.

The law seeks to establish a new national
service model that rationalises the framework
for postponing or getting exemptions from
national service on health grounds, National
Defence Minister Nikos Dendias said during
its presentation.

For those abroad, Defence Ministry sourc-
es pointed out that the new laws apply those
who reach age 18 after the law is passed and
therefore do not affect anyone currently living

or studying abroad, with a 15-year transitional
period until the new laws apply.

Under the new rules, in order for someone
to be considered a resident abroad, they must
begin their time of residence from the age of 16,
at least, and this status must be updated every
three years. Their right to buy off national ser-
vice is postponed until the age of 40 and the cost
is increased to 1,500 euros per month from 810
euros. According to ministry sources, the new
rules essentially penalize those who choose to
avoid national service by combining studies
abroad with the start of a professional career.

For expatriate Greeks born abroad, the rules
for three-month national service and the right
of residence in Greece for six months until its
completion continue to apply.

slight decline of 0.03% was recorded in
Greece’s resident population, which is esti-
mated at 10,372,335 people (5,094,094 men and
5,278,241 women) as of January 1, 2025. This com-
pares with a revised estimate of 10,375,764 resi-
dents on January 1, 2024, the Hellenic Statistical
Authority (ELSTAT) announced on December 18.
According to ELSTAT, the change reflects
the country’s natural population decrease,
which reached 57,564 people (68,309 births
versus 125,873 deaths among residents), com-
bined with net migration, estimated at a pos-
itive 54,135 individuals.
The demographic breakdown shows that
12.8% of the population is aged 0-14, 63.5% falls
within the 15-64 age group, and 23.7% is aged

65 and over. The aging ratio —-those 65+ relative
to those aged 0-14- stood at 185.4.

Net migration in 2024 (54,135 people) re-
flects the difference between 132,149 immigrants
and 78,014 emigrants. For 2023, net migration
has been revised to 29,816 people (116,591 im-
migrants and 86,775 emigrants). ELSTAT notes
that immigration figures also include individ-
uals residing in Greece under international or
temporary protection.

ccording to the publication “Population by
Income Class” for 2024, released on Decem-
ber 22 by the Statistical Service, 27.8% of Cyprus’
population falls into the lower income class,
while 7.6% belongs to the upper income class.
At the same time, 14.6% of the population,
corresponding to 139,930 people, lives at risk of
poverty, as their equivalized disposable income
is equal to or below €12,400, which is the mon-
etary poverty-risk threshold.
Based on the methodology recommend-
ed by the OECD, the “middle income class”

CYPRUS

is defined as the share of the population liv-
ing in households with incomes ranging be-
tween 75% and 200% of the national medi-
an income.

The national median income for 2024 is es-
timated at €20,666. The 27.8% of the popula-
tion classified as lower income has an equiv-
alized disposable income at or below €15,500.
Meanwhile, 64.6% of the population falls into
the middle- income class, with a median equiv-
alized disposable income of €23,517. The re-
maining 7.6%, belonging to the upper income
class, has a median equivalized disposable in-
come of €51,316.

The lower income class includes a higher
share of pensioners (35.9%) and households
without children (56%). In contrast, the up-
per income class has the highest proportion
of workingage adults (59.5%) and households
with one or two children. Age distribution also
differs, with 30.5% of the lower income class
aged 65 or over.

he population in the governmentcon-

trolled areas of Cyprus reached an estimat-
ed 983,000 at the end of 2024, up from 966,400
a year earlier —an increase of 1.7%- according
to new demographic data released by the Sta-
tistical Service of Cyprus.

The figures highlight the ongoing ageing of
the population. Children under 15 accounted for
15.2% of residents in 2024, while those aged 65
and over rose to 18.3%. In 2000, the correspond-
ing shares were 22.3% and 11.3%, respective-
ly, underscoring a longterm decline in young-
er age groups and a steady rise in older ones.

Births continued to fall, dropping to 9,766
in 2024 from 10,241 the previous year, deaths
totalled 6,753, slightly above the 6,742 record-
edin 2023.

Life expectancy at birth continued its up-
ward trend, reaching 81.4 years for men and
85.8 years for women.

Net migration remained positive in 2024,
estimated at 13,588 people. Longterm immi-
grants —Cypriots and foreign nationals arriv-
ing for settlement or employment for at least
one year- totalled 40,471, broadly unchanged
from 40,761 in 2023. Emigrants numbered
26,883, slightly below the 26,979 recorded
the previous year.

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Serious crime and crime
index up in 2024

S erious criminal offences reported to the Police increased in 2024, ac-
cording to new figures released by the Statistical Service of Cyprus. A
total of 5,942 serious crime cases were reported during the year, of which
5,900 were confirmed as actual cases. This compares with 5,653 report-
ed and 5,630 actual cases in 2023.

Once again, offences against property constituted the largest share
of serious crimes, accounting for 31.8% of all cases in 2024, though this
was down from 34.8% the previous year. Offences against the person
ranked second in 2024, representing 26.8% of serious crimes.

The serious crime index rose to 605 cases per 100,000 inhabitants
in 2024, up from 588 in 2023 and 568 in 2022, marking a steady upward
trend over the past three years.

Among the 5,900 confirmed serious crime cases in 2024, authorities
identified 6,651 victims - 5,128 natural persons and 1,523 legal entities.

Despite the rise in serious crime, the number of individuals brought
before the courts fell by 12.5% in 2024.

There were 32,683 convictions recorded in 2024, with men account-
ing for 72% of those convicted. Traffic offences made up the majority of
convictions, and fines remained the most commonly imposed penalty.

As of September 1, 2024, the prison population stood at 995 inmates.
New admissions declined to 917 during the year, and more than 83% of
those admitted had no prior prison sentence. However, a significant pro-
portion of former inmates reoffended within a year.

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AHI welcomes State Dept reaffirmation
that Tiirkiye remains ineligible for F-35s

he American Hellenic Institute (AHI) welcomed

the U.S. Department of State’s December 15
response to Congressional Caucus on Hellenic Is-
sues Co-Chair U.S. Rep. Chris Pappas (D-N.H.) reaf-
firming that Turkiye remains ineligible to reenter
the F-35 program due to its continued posses-
sion of the Russian S-400 air defense system, as
required under U.S. law.

In its letter to Rep. Pappas, the State Depart-
ment confirmed that the U.S. position on Turki-
ye's acquisition and retention of the S-400 system
has not changed and that eligibility for F-35 air-
craft remains governed by the Countering Ameri-
ca’s Adversaries Through Sanctions Act (CAATSA)
and Section 1245 of the FY2020 National Defense
Authorization Act (NDAA).

AHI appreciates the State Department’s reaf-
firmation that U.S. law must be enforced and that
Turkiye’s continued noncompliance precludes any
consideration of F-35 transfers. However, -as noted
in a press release- AHI cautions that the F-35 issue
should not be viewed in isolation when evaluat-
ing U.S. arms sales to Tirkiye, AHI notes in a press

release adding that: While AHI believes that pres-
sure should be place on Tiirkiye to demand the re-
moval of S-400’s from its possession, we strongly
urge the administration to maintain CAATSA sanc-
tions on Turkiye even if such weapon systems are
removed-this will demonstrate such a purchase
was not acceptable in the first place!

“Tirkiye has repeatedly demonstrated behavior
inconsistent with U.S. strategic interests and alliance
norms", President Nick Larigakis said. “While adher-
ence to CAATSA is essential, policymakers must also
account for Turkiye's broader conduct when consider-
ing any arms transfers, which is why the State Depart-
ment’s position on F-16s to Turkiye is disappointing”.

AHI noted that Turkiye continues to pursue pol-
icies that undermine regional stability and U.S. in-
terests, including support for Hamas, escalating
antagonism toward Israel, and persistent malign
activities in the eastern Mediterranean. These ac-
tions include repeated violations of Greek airspace
via almost daily drone flights, illegal challenges to
Greek sovereignty on maritime boundaries, and its
continued illegal occupation of the Republic of Cy-
prus and other unlawful activities directed at Cyprus.

AHI has long maintained that providing ad-
vanced U.S. defense systems to a country that dis-
regards international law and destabilizes a criti-
cal region sends the wrong signal to reliable U.S.
allies that respect international norms, uphold the
rule of law, and contribute to regional security.

The Institute will continue to work with Con-
gress and the Administration to ensure that U.S.
defense and foreign policy align with American
law, values, and security interests in the Aegean,
the eastern Mediterranean, and the broader re-
gion, the press release concludes.

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Heritage Museum of Epirus honors the legacy of Souliotisses

ASTORIA, NY

he Heritage Museum of Epirus in As-

toria honored the lives of the Wom-
en of Souli with a commemorative eve-
ning that addressed their power in art,
music, dance, and memory on Thursday,
December 11.

The Souliotisses, together with their
children, lost their lives in the cliffs of Za-
longo in 1803, jumping to their deaths to
escape capture and enslavement by Ot-
toman military troupes sent by local rul-
er Ali Pasa. The Museum's event reflect-
ed upon the power these women hold
in the collective memory of Greece and
the diaspora, with a specific focus on art,
dance, and music that emerged with the
story of the Women of Souli as inspiration.

The evening culminated in a moving
performance of the song, "The Dance of
Zalongo", specially arranged and directed
by New York City artist Maria Eleni Zollo, to-
getherwith a choir composed of local female
Greek American musicians spanning gener-
ations: Christina Hunt, Leah Pappas, Vetha-
nia Stavropoulos, Lily Talmers, and Zoe Zollo.

The event was coordinated by cura-
tor Maria Madonna Constantinides, who
invited attendees to remember that the
Souliotisses were real people, not simply
a story, and used art, video, and music to
highlight the heroism of these women in
amoment of tragedy. "l wanted to design
an event that respected the legacy of the
Souliotisses, and that also allowed space
for emotion —that invited our audience to
experience the gravity of their sacrifice. |
first heard their story from my grandmoth-
er, who always told it with passion and
with pride. | aspired to reflect this passion
by highlighting artists and musicians that,
like my grandmother, took inspiration from
these heroines of modern Greece.

Notably, the evening took place in
the presence of a large format painting,

The Dance of Zalongo, by loannina based
awarded artist and educator George Mit-
sis. The painting is part of the Museum's
permanent collection and movingly rep-
resents the tragic event of 1803 and its to-
pography, with women and children wear-
ing traditional costumes falling from cliffs
that intentionally represent the dramat-
ic terrain surrounding the Souli villages.

The Museum collaborated with Lykei-
on Ellinidon and the Museum of the Greek
Costume in Athens, Greece to show a short
filmtitled "The Zalongo Dance. Words Have
their Own History", directed by Marilena

Aligizaki with curator Tania Veliskou.

The song, "Zalongo", from the al-
bum Ode to Yanni by the Yako Trio of
Thessaloniki was featured during the
reception, recorded "as a tribute to the
strength and dignity of the women of
Zalongo." Also included in the program
was a reading of the last lines of Speros
Peresiades' 1903 play The Dance of Za-
longo (O Xop6¢ Tou ZaAdyyou), accom-
panied by an English translation.

Over 75 people attended the event, in-
cluding long standing friends of the Mu-
seum and first-time visitors. All were wel-

comed by Director, Vasiliki Kantlis, together
with Ms. Constantinides, for a reception
and to explore the collection prior to the
start of the event. "l am delighted to see
so many visitors.  look forward to continu-
ing to host programs and events so that
we can build our community and expand
the Museum's outreach", said Ms. Kantlis.

he Hellenic Initiative (THI) achieved a

landmark milestone this year, raising a
recordbreaking $2.7 million through a se-
ries of events held in New York City from
December 5-8.

The evening opened with an invoca-
tion by Archbishop Elpidophoros.

THI CoFounder and President George
P. Stamas, CoFounder and Chairman An-
drew N. Liveris (via video), and THI Vice
Chairs and Gala CoChairs John Koudou-
nis and Michael Psaros addressed the au-
dience, underscoring the organization’s
expanding impact.

“This recordbreaking week proves
once again what happens when Hellenes
and Philhellenes unite with purpose”,
Stamas said. Koudounis added that “the
power of our Diaspora is global, strate-
gic, and enduring", while Psaros noted
that the week’s momentum showed the
community “energized, united, and com-
mitted to impact”.

Before the entertainment program,
Princess Tatiana, Chair of THI's Interna-
tional Ambassadors, and THI's new Exec-

utive Director Mike Manatos announced
the fundraising total and introduced spe-
cial guest performer Antigoni, Cyprus'’ rep-
resentative for Eurovision 2026.

A short film narrated by actor and
proud Greek Hugh Jackman highlight-
ed THI's achievements and future goals.

A standout moment of the night was
the presentation of the 2025 THI Lifetime
Achievement Award to John Payiavlas.
Introduced by his six grandchildren and
surrounded by his extended family, Pay-
iavlas received a standing ovation. Born
during the Great Depression to immigrant
parents, he built AVI Foodsystems from a
twoperson operation into the largest pri-
vately owned contract food service com-
pany in the United States. In an emotional
speech, he spoke of love, unity, and pur-
pose, urging Greeks and Philhellenes to
continue supporting THI's mission.

Following the formal program and
dinner, guests attended an afterparty
featuring the Jimmy Vali Band, Olympia,
and a performance by Antigoni.

The weekend events kicked off on De-
cember 5 with a THI Lord Byron Circle re-
ception at the offices of Calamos Invest-
ments overlooking the Rockefeller Center
Christmas Tree, followed by another sold-
out THI New Leaders Cocktail Party which

brought together THI's Under-45 profes-
sional group for an evening of ‘network-
ing with a purpose’.

This year THI also held its 1** Annual
Corporate Dinner which honored Coca-
Cola CEO James Quincey on December 8
at the Union League Club. The beneficia-
ry was Regeneration, co-founded by THI
and Coca-Colain 2014 to reverse the brain
drain and revitalize the Greek workforce. It

has become the largest employment and
training program for young graduates in
Greece, resulting in over 5,000 graduates
hired across more than 2,000 companies
in Greece. Founded in 2012, THI is the only
global nonprofit uniting Hellenes and Phil-
hellenes around philanthropy and invest-
mentin Greece’s future. Having raised more
than $38 million, itis now the largest Greek
diaspora organization in the world.

Chicago Metropolis Foundation receives historic $2.9 million bequest

he Greek Orthodox Metropolis of Chi-

cago Foundation announced on De-
cember 16 that it has received a $2.9 mil-
lion designated bequest from the estate
of Andy Efthim, a longtime parishioner
of St. Nicholas Greek Orthodox Church
in St. Louis, Missouri. Efthim, a devoted
member of the Metropolis, passed away
on May 10, 2025.

According to the Metropolis, Efthim’s
estate also included gifts to the St. Nich-
olas Greek Orthodox Church Foundation
of St. Louis and to International Orthodox
Christian Charities (I0CC). The $2.9 million
donation is described as the largest sin-
gle gift ever made to the Metropolis of
Chicago or any of its affiliated ministries,
institutions, or organizations.

“Andy Efthim’s generous heart and far-
sighted understanding of the Church’s mis-
sion have created opportunities that will
bless countless individuals, families, and
communities for generations", said John
Koudounis, President of the Metropolis of
Chicago Foundation. “With God’s grace, we
will honor his authentic faith by strength-

ening the Church he loved and served.”
Efthim was widely respected for his
humility, directness, and quiet devo-
tion. The Metropolis noted in a press re-
lease that he lived his Orthodox faith
“not through words but through prayer-
ful action.” His career took him around
the world, often working —and at times
living- on oil rigs, yet he remained deep-
ly connected to his parish and to the val-

ues of the Church. The press release de-
scribed him as “earnest, unassuming, and
profoundly generous.”

“Andy understood himself first and
foremost as a beloved child of God, and
he lived each day with Christ at the cen-
ter of his being”, said His Eminence Met-
ropolitan Nathanael. “He embraced a sim-
ple life guided by humility and God’s love.
Though he would never have used these
words for himself, he lived an authentical-
ly apostolic life — quietly shaping hearts,
institutions, and entire communities with
grace and conviction. This gift reflects his
own deep faith and a steadfast belief that
Christians are called to transform lives lo-
cally, regionally, and globally”.

The Metropolis of Chicago Founda-
tionis an independent, nonprofit endow-
ment committed to building and preserv-
ing a financial corpus while generating
sustainable income for the Metropolis.
Its operations, investment strategies, and
distribution processes are governed by
strict bylaws and policies to ensure long-
term stability, especially during times of
economic uncertainty. According to the
press release, no distributions of invest-

ment income will be made to the Me-
tropolis until the endowment reaches a
fair market value of $5 million or, if ear-
lier, five years from the date the first en-
dowment funds are received. The Foun-
dation received Andy Efthim’s bequestin
November, and has invested the funds in
accordance with these policies.

When distributions ultimately begin,
funds will support the Metropolis’ long-
term mission and growth, including con-
tinued implementation of the 5-Year Vi-
sion (e.g., clergy leadership development),
ministries and programs, including Fanari
Camp; affiliated organizations like Philop-
tochos; and special parish needs such as
capital projects. Efthim’s gift builds on the
previous gift pledge of $1 million from
The Spell Family Foundation announced
in September 2024.

“The Metropolis of Chicago Founda-
tion invites the faithful to give thanks for
the life and legacy of Andy Efthim”, the
announcement concluded. “Through his
remarkable generosity and unwavering
faith, he has planted seeds that will bear
fruit for generations. May his memory
be eternal”.

reece, Israel, and Cyprus
have strengthened their
strategic partnership during
their 10™ Trilateral Summit held
in Jerusalem on December 22.

There are no limits to the
prospects for cooperation be-
tween Cyprus, Greece, and Isra-
el, the President of the Republic
of Cyprus, Nikos Christodoulides,
said after a private trilateral
meeting with the Prime Min-
ister of Israel, Benjamin Netan-
yahu, and the Prime Minister
of Greece, Kyriakos Mitsotakis,
within the framework of the Tri-
lateral Summit.

According to a statement by
the Office of the President of Cy-
prus, Christodoulides said dur-
ing the private meeting that "our
countries are three predictable
and reliable nations in a region
of great geopolitical importance.
Despite the deep geopolitical
challenges and security pres-
sures, our cooperation has not
been shaken. On the contrary, it
has proven to be reliable, resil-
ient, and trustworthy. This is be-
cause our cooperation is based
on our interconnection in the
fields of politics, economy, ener-
gy, defense, and security".

The timing of the Cyprus-
Greece-lsrael Trilateral Sum-
mit is crucial for the Republic of
Cyprus, as it takes place a few
days before the Cyprus Presi-
dency of the Council of the EU,
while it coincides with intense
political activity in foreign pol-
icy, in the Eastern Mediterra-

nean and Gulf region, accord-
ing to sources cited by Cyprus
News Agency.

Speaking at a joint press
conference with Greek Prime
Minister Kyriakos Mistotakis and
Cypriot President Nikos Christ-
odoulides, Israeli Prime Minis-
ter Benjamin Netanyahu un-
derlined: "We agreed today to

deepen our cooperation in se-
curity and defense".

Arguing that the trilater-
al alliance does not specifical-
ly target any country in the re-
gion, he said: "Look, we're not
seeking confrontation with
anyone. On the contrary, we
seek stability, prosperity, and
peace". "We hope that our coali-

jl »

tion won't be tested", he added.

Speaking to reporters, Greek
Prime Minister Kyriakos Mitsota-
kis said: "This is the 10%" trilater-
al meeting of our countries, and
this shows the depth of our co-
operation that has been tested
by time and has proven resil-
ient”, adding that "Our cooper-
ation has yielded tangible re-
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sults and will continue to do so
in the future, we look forward
to strengthening the trilateral
partnership”.

Before the Trilateral Summit
in Jerusalem, Prime Minister Mit-
sotakis visited Ramallah in the
West Bank and held talks with
the Palestinian Authority Pres-
ident, Mahmoud Abbas.
