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USS Constitution: Off the shores of Greece

By Carl Herzog, Public Historian at the
USS Constitution Museum.

n 1824, USS Constitution returned to the

Mediterranean for a four-year squad-
ron assignment. The ship had been in
the region from 1821 to 1824 before re-
turning to Boston for a short refit and re-
plenishment. The goal of the prolonged
presence was to protect U.S. trade and
interests, but, particularly in 1824, Con-
stitution was sailing into a confluence of
ancient conflict and modern foreign pol-
icy debate in which U.S. positions were
precariously balanced.

Greek nationals began revolting
against the Turkish Ottoman Empire,
which had controlled Greece for near-
ly 400 years, in 1821. By the time Con-
stitution arrived in 1824, the revolt had
reached something of a stalemate, with
neither side able to decisively defeat the
other - a situation that would last until
1829. As the revolution wore on, public
opinion in the United States had grown
strongly in favor of supporting Greece,
popularly seen as the ancient birthplace
of democracy and romanticized as an in-
spiration for America’s founding fathers
during the American Revolution.

But U.S. trade was deeply entwined
with the Ottoman Empire. Opposing voic-
es in Congress urged restraint, arguing
against involvement in what was widely
viewed as a European conflict. They main-
tained that the United States should ad-
here to the principles of the Monroe Doc-
trine enacted in 1823, which committed
the nation to avoiding entanglement in
European affairs.

For the crew of USS Constitution de-
ployed to the Mediterranean, all this
meant largely standing by to protect
U.S. merchant ships from threats by ei-
ther side. Greek pirates had begun raid-
ing U.S. merchant ships trading with the
Turks, but the U.S. Navy's response was
largely protecting merchants in convoys
and hunting down captured U.S. ships to
repatriate them. While the government
did not sanction direct involvementin the
conflict, Constitution’s second Mediterra-
nean deployment during the Greek War
of Independence included hosted visits
from Greek military leaders, intervening
to assist American citizens who were pri-
vately assisting the Greeks, and even tak-
ing on Greek refugees.

William Fleming, a U.S. Marine serv-
ing on Constitution, detailed the ship’s
activities in a personal journal' he kept
throughout the 1824-1828 squadron duty.
His descriptions show the American ad-
miration for the Greek leaders and per-
sonal support for the Greek cause.

Visit from Greek Admiralty

On May 11, 1827, Constitution arrived
at the Greek island of Aegina near Ath-
ens, used by the Greek Navy as a ren-
dezvous point. Four Greek brigs were in
the harbor when Constitution arrived,
and the ship soon hosted a visit from
the Greek Admiral Konstantinos Kana-
ris (Constantine Canaris). Kanaris was
known for his use of fire ships to de-
stroy Turkish warships, and in 1822 had
gained fame for destroying the Turkish
flagship in a fire attack.

“He is a man of about 35 years of age,
of small stature, but well made, with dark
penetrating eyes, and of a very mild, mod-
est deportment,” Fleming wrote in his
journal, describing Kanaris. “He is one of
the bravest men that the Greeks possess,

and his gallant exploits have rendered his
name dear to his countrymen.”

Following the war, Kanaris went on
to become prime minister of Greece five
different times during the new nation’s
turbulent early politics. He died in of-
ficein 1877.

A Refugee in the Navy

On May 14, Constitution picked up sev-
eral Greek refugee boys who were en-
listed onto the crew of the ship. Among
them was George Sirian, who was or-
phaned in a massacre of his town. He
stayed on board Constitution, first at
the rank of boy, then promoted to or-
dinary seaman before the ship returned
to Boston in the summer of 1828. With
the sponsorship of a lieutenant on board,
Sirian trained to be a gunner under the
instruction of George Marshall, a naval
gunner of Greek origin himself who had
written the pre-eminent textbook on na-
val gunnery at the time. Sirian contin-
ued to serve in the U.S. Navy until 1880,
in what remains one of the Navy’s lon-
gest enlisted careers.

Helping Howe

Two weeks after visiting Aegina, Consti-
tution was summoned to Nafplio to as-
sist with a shipment of provisions from
the United States intended to relieve the
growing Greek famine caused by the war.
The shipment was arranged by Bostonian
Samuel Gridley Howe from private funds
he raised from Greek support organiza-
tions in the United States. A graduate of
Harvard Medical School, Howe traveled
to Greece in 1824 and served as a surgeon
for the Greek military. Upon his return to
the United States, Howe launched a drive
to raise money for provisions and supplies
for the embattled Greeks.

However, when Howe arrived with
two ships of provisions, he was prevent-
ed from distributing the aid. According
to Fleming's account, after Howe called
for help from Constitution, Captain Dan-
iel Todd Patterson went ashore to resolve
the issues and see the aid distributed.

Howe continued to raise funds and
orchestrate shipments of provisions and
supplies to Greece through the end of the
war. In the 1830s, he founded the Perkins
School for the Blind in Boston. He was an
anti-slavery activist in the decades lead-
ing up to the American Civil War and was
married to Julia Ward, author of the Bat-
tle Hymn of the Republic.

Europe Joins the Fight

While the United States had decided to
stay militarily neutral in the conflict, other
European nations did not. Egypt pledged
support for the Ottoman Empire, and in
1826, France, Britain and Russia agreed to
join forces in support of Greece, sending
naval squadrons to the region.

In 1827, the Greek allies destroyed the
Ottoman-Egyptian fleetat Navarino in what
would turn out to be history’s last battle
fought exclusively by sailing ships. Fleming
reported that Constitution’s crew learned
of the victory, though Constitution was on
the other side of Greece at the time.

The victory at sea opened the door for
Greek victory overall, though the conflict
continued until September 1829, when a
final land battle drove the Turkish forces
from the region.

ly nineteenth century.

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Hochul targets Trump, GOP over soaring energy costs

A sgas prices skyrocket in New York and
across the nation, Governor Kathy
Hochul slammed President Trump and
Washington Republicans for once again
driving up costs for New Yorkers. Since
February 28, average gas prices across
New York have increased by 62-cents
per gallon, or roughly 21 %, according to
New York State Energy Research and De-
velopment Authority (NYSERDA), which
tracks internal, industry and related as-
sociation data for the state, the Gover-
nor’s Office noted.

Diesel prices have increased state-
wide by $1.13 per gallon, or 28 %, since
the war began and surpassed $5.00 per
gallon on March 13.

Just this past weekend alone, statewide
gasoline and diesel prices jumped 8-cents
per gallon and 11 cents per gallon, respec-
tively, from Friday to Monday. Home heat-
ing fuel like propane and crude oil are also
rising due to the impacts of the war.

Governor Hochul highlighted on
March 16 during a visit at a local busi-
ness in Tonawanda, NY, her ongoing com-
mitment to lowering energy costs, in-
cluding her Ratepayer Protection Plan to
cut hidden fees on utility bills, hold utili-
ty companies accountable, and increase
access to energy affordability programs
that help reduce monthly bills for New
Yorkers. The Governor also highlighted
her “all-of-the-above” energy strategy to
build more nuclear, renewables and oth-

er energy sources to increase supply and
keep costs down.

Additionally, Governor Hochul called
on the State Legislature to work with
her to make necessary changes to New

York’s Climate Leadership and Commu-

nity Protection Act (CLCPA), which was
enacted in 2019 under the previous State
administration.

“President Trump promised to low-
er energy prices, but instead, he and his
administration have driven up costs for
New Yorkers with illegal tariffs — and now
they’re driving up gas prices with the War
in Iran”, Governor Hochul said. “As Repub-
licans in Congress ignore these gas price
hikes, I'll keep working to tackle rising
energy costs by protecting consumers,
holding utility companies accountable
and building more of the energy sourc-
es our state needs”.

Governor Hochul highlighted her
Ratepayer Protection Plan, introduced
in her 2026 State of the State Address,

which aims to reduce energy costs for
New Yorkers. The plan would eliminate
hidden utility fees, require utilities to tie
executive compensation to customer
affordability, and mandate budgetcon-
strained rate proposals that keep oper-
ating and capital costs below inflation. It
also expands access to energyaffordabil-
ity programs that help households lower
monthly bills and ensures large data cen-
ters pay for their own energy use rather
than shifting costs onto consumers.

Governor Hochul also urged the State
Legislature to work with her on reforms
to New York’s Climate Leadership and
Community Protection Act (CLCPA), the
2019 climate law enacted under the pre-
vious administration. While the CLCPA is
not the main cause of today’s high utili-
ty rates, leaving it unchanged will signif-
icantly worsen future costs.

A NYSERDA analysis shows thatimple-
menting the law on its current timeline
could raise annual household energy bills
by $4,000 for upstate oil and natural gas
users and $2,300 for New York City natu-
ral gas households by 2031. It could also
add $2.39 per gallon to gas prices, with
businesses facing potential energy cost
increases of 46%.

Hochul reaffirmed her commitment
to clean energy and decarbonization
but noted that postCOVID inflation, sup-
plychain disruptions, and federal actions
under President Trump and a Republican-
controlled Congress have made the law’s
2030 targets virtually impossible to meet
without adjustments.

ressure on citizens from the housing crisis remains

high, according to a new nationwide survey by Blu-
Peak Estate Analytics and lerax Analytix. Across Greece,
it showed that 34% of the income of people aged 36-
55, and 32% of those aged 25-35 goes to covering hous-
ing needs.

Just 38% of those in the 25-35 age bracket consid-
er the cost of housing affordable, while the other 62%
rate it from hardly manageable to unsustainable (16%).

Taking into account that 47% of young peoplerent a
property and only 27% have a house of their own, there
may well be an increase to the 19% rate who say they
still live with their parents.

Another interesting finding is thatamong the 36- to
55-year-olds, 37% say they intend to change a house in
the next three to five years if conditions permit. That
rate jJumps to 62% among renters and to 48% among
those living in Athens.

For 38% of those intending to move, the reason is
the economic difficulty in covering the monthly rent

or the mortgage, but this rate rises to 54% among ten-
ants (and 63% for tenants without a tenancy contract).

Another 27% say they will examine the possibility
of a house change because they require more space,
and 22% because they wish to move to another area

for family or professional purposes.

Housing conditions affect family and profession-
al plans of 61% of those sampled, which rises to 71%
among tenants, 65% for Athens residents and 69% for
those declaring a monthly income below €900.

Meanwhile, 72% say that the utilization of state prop-
erty would help tackle the housing crisis, while 81% be-
lieve that the lack of monitoring affects market prices,
because a portion of rents remains undeclared.

The vast majority (85%) support a state intervention
for the solution of the problem.

According to Blupeak’s analysis, “the low confi-
dence and the perception of monitoring shortages
are found horizontally in the market, regardless of
age. The housing market lags in transparency, while
the majority believe that the practice of undeclared
renting affects prices, forming a common social de-
mand for solutions that would boost housing market
transparency,” the survey showed.

reece's inflation rate increased by
2.7% in February from 2.5% in Janu-
ary, with food price increases (+5.2%) re-
maining a major problem, the Hellenic Sta-
tistical Authority ELSTAT said on March 10.

The largest price increases in food and
food products were recorded, among oth-
ers, in: beef (25.6%), chocolates (16.7%),
coffee (15%), fruit (13.5%), lamb and goat
(12.1%), margarine (9.2%), vegetables
(7.2%), poultry (6.5%), fish (5.4%), meat
preparations (4.5%) and dairy products
and eggs (3.2%).

On the other hand, there were price
reductions, among others, in: olive oil
(27.4%), other edible oils (11.9%) and pas-
ta (5.2%).

At the same time, price increases were
noted, among others, in: clothing and
footwear (10.1%), housing rentals (8.2%),
electricity (3%), air tickets (10.9%), new
cars (2.9%), holiday packages (7.1%), res-
taurants-pastries (6.8%) and health insur-
ance premiums (7%).

Moody's maintains Baa3 rating
for Greece, with stable outlook

M oody's announced on March 13 that
its credit rating for Greece will re-
main unchanged at Baa3 with a stable
outlook, noting that the country's fiscal
performance following the coronavirus
pandemic continues to exceed expecta-
tions, and that Greece's macroeconomic
performance remains strong.

The credit rating agency said that
Greece's credit ratings at Baa3 and its sta-
ble outlook were based on a history of reliable
reforms, which have led to visible improve-
ments in institutions and governance, stron-
gerinvestments,and a healthier bank sector.

Moody's cautioned that despite
the expected significant reduction, the
debt to GDP ratio will remain very high.
It should, however, be noted that the fa-
vorable debt structure and substantial
cash reserves are significant factors of
risk deduction, it added.

Overall, Moody's commented that the
Greek economy has shown strong absorp-
tion of significant European Union funds,
which, combined with private investments,
will support growth in coming years. Along
with continuing reforms, it will help in
boosting the country's growth potential
and in partially offsetting the negative ef-
fects of adverse demographic trends.

sis in January-February, compared to a surplus of 836 million
euros in the corresponding period of 2025.

he value of Greek exports to the United States

remained almost unchanged in 2025, despite
the uncertainty caused by the imposition of tar-
iffs on global trade by the Trump administration,
according to a report from the Office of Economic
and Commercial Affairs of the Embassy of Greece
in Washington.

Greek exports to the United States amounted
to 2.4 billion euros in 2025, compared to 2.41 bil-
lion euros in 2024, recording a marginal decrease
of 0.3%, while imports from the United States in-
creased by 8.5% and amounted to 2.34 billion
euros, from 2.16 billion euros the previous year.
The total volume of bilateral trade stood at 4.75
billion euros, up 3.8%, while Greece’s trade sur-

plus narrowed to 60 million euros from 250 mil-
lion euros in 2024.

The energy sector remains a key contributor.
Greek energy imports from the US amounted to
1.18 billion euros in 2025, of which 95% concerns
liquefied natural gas (LNG) shipments worth 1.13
billion euros, imported via Revithoussa and the Al-
exandroupolis floating facility and also channeled
to neighboring markets. According to the note,
LNG represents 48% of total US exports to Greece.

The contribution of petroleum products to
Greek exports to the US is also significant,amount-
ing to 581 million euros in 2025. Of this, 64% con-
cerns aviation fuel, which is estimated to be main-
ly associated with the refueling of American flights
at Greek airports, in the context of increased tour-
ist traffic. These fuel exports offset approximate-
ly 35% of Greece's energy imports from the US.

yprus attracted €8.5 billion in for-

eign direct investment in 2024, an
increase of about 60%, Invest Cyprus an-
nounced at its Annual General Meeting
on March 13. The organization said in a
press release that in 2026 it will intensify
efforts to promote Cyprus international-
ly and strengthen its presence in strate-
gically important markets.

A coordinated international commu-
nication campaign is being launched
with the Presidency, the Ministry of
Foreign Affairs and privatesector part-
ners to convey that Cyprus remains a
safe and stable destination for glob-
al business.

According to Invest Cyprus, the coun-
try ranked second in the EU and among
the top ten globally in FDI per capita in
2024-2025, with €2.6 billion directed to
the technology sector. The organization
also advanced 12 major investments, re-
ceived over 70 quality letters of intent,
and supported the establishment of more
than 420 companies through its Business
Support Centre.

A new study by the University of Cy-
prus Economics Research Centre found
thatannual inflows of new foreign invest-
ment contribute 3.3% to GDP and 4% to
employment, while foreignbacked tech-
nology companies account for 11% of GDP.

For 2025, Invest Cyprus highlighted
international outreach missions to Cana-

da, New York and San Francisco, as well as
partnerships with India, the UAE and tri-
lateral schemes with Greece and Egypt. In
2026, it plans targeted events in London
and New York with the Financial Times
and a business mission to India.

Finance Minister, Makis Keravnos said,
according to the press release, that attract-
ing quality foreign investment is a “key
pillar of the Government’s economic pol-
icy”, adding that the results “confirm Cy-
prus’ momentum as an investment des-
tination” and the importance of the work
carried out by Invest Cyprus.

The AGM also announced the new
Board of Directors, chaired by Evgenios
Evgeniou, with Yiangos Hadjiyiannis as
Vice Chairman and 12 additional members.

General Government records €538.8
million surplus in January 2026

yprus recorded a General Government

surplus of €538.8 million in January
2026 (1.5% of GDP), slightly lower than
the €569.3 million surplus (1.6% of GDP)
in January 2025, according to prelimi-
nary data released by CyStat on March 13.

Total revenue rose 1% to €1,551.5 mil-
lion. The increase was driven mainly by
a€71.2 million (+12.2%) rise in taxes on
income and wealth and higher capital
transfers (€5.2 million). Declines were
recorded in taxes on production and
imports (-6.2%), social contributions
(-1.8%), property income (-31%), cur-
rent transfers (-42.4%), and revenue

from goods and services (-15.7%). Net
VAT revenue, however, increased 3.7%
to €258.9 million.

Total expenditure reached €1,012.7
million, up 4.7% yearonyear. Social
benefits rose to €450 million (+4.5%),
current transfers to €93.6 million
(+30.2%), and intermediate consump-
tion to €83.5 million (+13.9%). Capital
spending increased to €37.4 million,
including €27 million in gross capi-
tal formation.

Compensation of employees edged
down to€313.8 million, interest payments
fell slightly to €34.3 million, and subsidies
dropped sharply to€0.1 million from €8.7
million a year earlier.

ndustrial production in Cyprus rose by
2% in January 2026 compared with De-
cember 2025 and by 4.6% yearonyear, ac-
cording to first estimates from Eurostat,
the statistical office of the European Union.

In contrast, industrial output de-
creased by 1.6% in the EU and 1.5% in
the euro area monthonmonth. On an an-
nual basis, production dropped 0.6% in
the EU and 1.2% in the euro area.

By category, the euro area recorded
decreases in intermediate goods (1.9%),
capital goods (2.3%), durable consumer
goods (1.9%), and nondurable consum-
er goods (6.0%), while energy production

increased by 4.7%. The EU showed simi-
lar patterns, with energy output up 4.2%.

The largest monthly declines were
observed in Ireland (9.8%), Luxembourg
(4.3%), and Sweden (4.1%), while Portu-
gal (+4.2%), Latvia (+3.3%), and Lithuania
(+2.7%) recorded the strongest increases.

Yearonyear, the biggest drops came
from Luxembourg (14.9%), Ireland (13.1%),
and Bulgaria (8.6%), whereas Latvia
(+13.3%), Denmark (+11.5%), and Estonia
(+5.9%) posted the highest gains.

Eurostat notes that these early esti-
mates show wide variation among mem-
ber states, with Cyprus standing out for
its positive growth despite broader de-
clines across the EU.

M orningstar DBRS confirmed
on March 13 Cyprus’ Long-
Term Foreign and Local Curren-
cy Issuer Ratings at “A” and its
ShortTerm Ratings at R1 (low),
all with a stable outlook.
President Nikos Christo-
doulides described the deci-
sion as another strong vote of
confidence in the Cypriot econ-
omy, while Finance Minister Ma-
kis Keravnos called the contin-
ued trust of international rating
agencies “particularly encour-
aging” amid global instability.
According to Morningstar
DBRS, Cyprus maintained strong
growth momentum in 2025, with
real GDP rising 3.8%, supported
by robust domestic demand and
expanding service exports. How-
ever, the agency warns that esca-
lating tensions in the Middle East
have increased uncertainty for
Cyprus’ shortterm outlook, es-
pecially for tourism. Higher glob-
al energy prices could also weak-
en household purchasing power.
Even so, DBRS notes that Cy-
prus has significant fiscal buf-

fers. The country recorded recur-
ring budget surpluses averaging
2.8% of GDP between 2022-2025,
while public debt fell to 60.6% of
GDP by September 2025. Strong
fiscal performance, a healthy
banking sector, and political sta-
bility continue to support the
country'’s credit profile.

Constraints remain, includ-
ing the small size of the ser-
vicedriven economy, relative-
ly low labor productivity, and
a large current account deficit.
Still, DBRS highlights EU mem-
bership as animportant anchor
for institutional quality.

Morningstar DBRS also
pointed to structural factors
shaping Cyprus’ creditworthi-
ness. The agency noted contin-
ued improvements in the bank-
ing sector, including stronger
capital buffers and declining
nonperforming loans, although
asset quality still trails the EU av-
erage. ltadded that Cyprus’ small,
open economy remains exposed
to external shocks, reinforcing
the importance of maintaining
strong fiscal reserves and insti-
tutional stability.

yprus’ trade deficit narrowed sharply in Janu-

ary 2026, falling to €476.6 million from €707.5
million a year earlier, according to preliminary data
from the Statistical Service of Cyprus on March 12.

Total imports in January 2026 declined 13.6%
to €994.1 million, from €1,151.2 million a year
earlier. Imports from EU member states reached
€554.3 million and from third countries €439.8
million, both lower than in January 2025. The
month’s imports included €79 million in vessel
transfers, similar to the €79.9 million recorded
a year earlier.

Exports rose 16.6% yearonyear to €517.5 million,
boosted by a significant increase in vessel trans-

fers, which reached €193.5 million compared with
€11.3 million a year earlier. Exports to the EU to-
taled €97.2 million, while shipments to third coun-
tries reached €420.3 million.

Final data for December 2025 show imports
at €1,249.3 million, down 9.9% from December
2024. Exports of domestically produced goods in-
creased 9.8% to €274.2 million, with industrial ex-
ports at€262.5 million and agricultural exports at
€10.9 million. Exports of foreign products surged
77.7% to €224.2 million.

For the full year 2025, the top export catego-
ries of domestically produced goods (excluding
stores and provisions) were mineral fuels and oils
(€2,331.4 million), halloumi cheese (€356.9 million),
and pharmaceutical products (€356.2 million).
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New find emerges from underwater excavation of lord Elgin's “mentor’” wreck

fragment of a marble decorative ‘ ;
element was found in the Kythira A o SRR
shipwreck of the brig 'Mentor', owned T
and used by Lord Elgin to remove an- ‘t
tiquities from Greece, according to 2025
underwater excavation report released
by the Ministry of Culture on March 16.
The fragment comes from a marble
slab measuring 9.3 cm X 4.7 cm, with a
surviving decorative element of a gut-
ta that has a diameter of 6.51 cm and is
2.2 cm high, an element comparative to

those used at the Parthenon. It is the first
time an architectural element has been

found during excavations.

Mentor was carrying Greek an-
tiquities when it sank in September
1802 off the port of Avlemonas in
southeast Kythira after running into
rocks, according to Lord Elgin's sec-

retary William Hamilton. He coordinat-
ed the hoisting of the ship's cargo, most
of which was salvaged with the help of
sponge divers.

The excavations for the 2025 season
took place west and north of the remains
of the ship, the Ministry of Culture said,
and the findings include parts of the ship's

equipment, and fragments of utensils for
daily use, among other objects. Most of
the hull's wood has rotted from its expo-
sure on the bottom of the sea.

Leading the excavation team is ar-
chaeologist Dimitrios Kourkoumelis-Ro-
dostamos, deputy head of the Underwater
Antiquities Ephorate. The team included
archaeologists, marine biologits, diving
instructors, underwater photographers,
conservation specialists, and sea depth
specialists. The excavations are conduct-
ed at a depth of 21.90 m from the surface
of the sea.

The
painting is widely considered one of the
most recognizable symbols of the strug-
gle for freedom", Greek Culture Minister
Lina Mendoni stated.

IPTO: Crete-Attica interconnection
to cut power costs by €5 billion

he power grid link between Crete and

Attica boosts the energy indepen-
dence and upgrades tourism on Crete,
Independent Power Transmission Opera-
tor (IPTO) Chairman and CEO Manos Ma-
nousakis said on Friday.

During his address at the 'Greece Talks,
Crete Forward: Experience, Culture & Con-
nection’, Manousakis said the interconnec-
tion will allow Greece to save nearly 5 bil-
lion euros on electricity bills in the next
decade, while carbon dioxide (CO2) emis-
sions will drop by 1,500,000 tons annually,
directly improving theisland's air quality.

It will also allow Crete to end depen-
dency of imported fuel, and boost the
energy security of Greece's largest is-
land through its link with the mainland.

the second interconnection with Italy.
"All these interconnections will strength-
en Greece's position as an energy pow-
erhouse with such a high share of renew-
able energy in its mix that it will be able
to export energy to neighboring coun-
tries,” the IPTO chief said.

"The 200-year anniversary of the Exo-
dus enhances the historical and emotion-
al significance of the painting, turning it
into an act of historical remembrance and
collective reflection at a particularly dif-
ficult geopolitical juncture amid critical

challenges over freedom, humanitarian
ideals and the cultural values of Europe-
an peoples. Nowadays, Europe may be
at one of the most critical moments of
defending its own humanitarian ideals",
Mendoni added.

Manousakis also referred to the ap-
proval IPTO received from the government
to increase its share capital by 1 billion
euros, noting that the capital will finance
the interconnection of the Dodecanese
Islands and northern Aegean, as well as
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Desalination covers about 80% of Cyprus needs

D esalinated water produced covers ap-
proximately 80% of the total water
needs in Cyprus, according to data of the
Water Development Department (WDD)
obtained by the Cyprus News Agency.
The total water production from all
units reaches approximately 245,000 cu-
bic meters per day, with a very significant
contribution to the island's water supply.
Five permanent desalination units are
currently operating in the areas of Dheke-
lia, Larnaca, Vasiliko, Episkopi and Paphos.

In addition, two mobile units operate in
the areas of Kissonerga and Moni.

The WDD said that two new mobile
desalination units are expected to be put
into operation in the near future at Garyl-
lis area and at the Limassol Port.

Their operation will further enhance
the ability to meet water supply needs, es-
pecially during the summer months, when
water demand increases significantly.

The WDD pointed out to the impor-
tance of integrating Renewable Ener-
gy Sources (RES) into the operations of
these desalination plants, given that de-

salination is a particularly energy-inten-
sive process.

The new operating contracts are
planned to include measures to utilize
RES, with the aim of both reducing pro-
duction costs and enhancing the envi-
ronmental sustainability of the system.

As regards the issues arising from the
construction of a mobile desalination unit
in Famagusta district, the WDD said that
the matter is being handled by the Minis-
try of Agriculture, Natural Resources and
Environment.
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Cyprus close to
EU average in
e-government
use in 2025

he share of Cypriots aged 16 to 74

who used websites or apps of pub-
licauthorities reached 70.06% in 2025, a
rate close to the European Union aver-
age, according to Eurostat data released
on March 12.

In Greece, the corresponding share is
marginally higher, reaching 71.9%.

In 2025, 71.9% of people in the EU
aged 16-74 used websites or apps of pub-
lic authorities, an increase of 1.9 percent-
age points compared with 2024 and 4.3
percentage points compared with 2022,
when data collection began.

The EU countries with the highest
uptake of e-government services were
Denmark (98.0% of people used public
authority websites or apps), the Nether-
lands (96.2%), Finland (96.1%) and Swe-
den (96.0%). By contrast, Romania (24.1%),
Bulgaria (36.0%) and Italy (57.7%) record-
ed the lowest shares.

The most common usage of e-govern-
ment services was obtaining information
about services, benefits, laws, opening

hours, or similar topics (44.2%). Access-
ing personal information was the second
most common activity (41.3%) and sub-
mitting tax declarations came in third
(38.2%).

People in the EU also used e-govern-
ment services to make an appointment or
a reservation (38.1%), download or print
official forms (36.7%), receive official com-
munication or documents (36.6%), re-
quest official documents or certificates
(20.8%), access public databases or reg-
isters (20.7%), request benefits or enti-
tlements (18.1%) or make other requests,
claims or complaints (5.7%).

Cyprus records highest share of
people not using public transport

he highest share of people not us-

ing public transport in the European
Union was recorded in Cyprus in 2024, ac-
cording to data published on March 11 by
the European statistical office, Eurostat.

Specifically, 85% of people aged 16
and over in Cyprus reported that they
do not use public transport at all. They
are followed by Italy (68.0%), Portugal
(67.8%), France (65.1%), Slovenia (61.6%)
and Greece (61.3%). At the other end
of the scale, were Luxembourg, where
15.7% of people did not use public trans-
port in 2024, Estonia (26.6%) and Swe-
den (26.7%).

According to the data presented by
Eurostat, 4.5% of people aged 16 and
over in Cyprus use public transport dai-
ly, 4.3% on a weekly basis, 2.9% once a
month and 3.3% less than once a month.

At the European Union level, in 2024,
10.7% of people (16 years or over) used
some sort of public transport every day,
11.6% used it every week, 10.0% monthly
and 17.1% used it less than once a month.
On the other hand, 50.6% did not use pub-
lic transport at all.

When it comes to people using pub-
lic transport every week, Luxembourg
registered the highest share, with 23.1%
of the people using it, followed by Lat-
via (19.2%) and Estonia (18.2%).

E urostat data show that Cyprus had the lowest share
of women in management positions in the EU in
2024, with women holding 25.3% of such roles. Across
the EU, women accounted for 35.2% of managers, up
from 31.8% in 2014.

sing the regional turmoil sparked by
the war against Iran’s clerical regime
as a cover, Turkey has deployed six F-16
fighter jets to the occupied part of Cyprus.

Turkey’s March 9 action represents
a significant escalation in the militariza-
tion of the Eastern Mediterranean. It also
raises serious legal questions over the
export and end use of U.S.-made mili-
tary equipment.

Turkey has occupied approximately
one-third of Cyprus since its 1974 invasion
of the island. The self-declared “Turkish
Republic of Northern Cyprus” (TRNC) is
only recognized by Turkey. The interna-
tional community, including the United
States and the European Union, recogniz-
es the Republic of Cyprus as the island’s
sole legitimate government.

Turkey’s deployment of combat air-
craft adds another layer to its already
large military footprint in the occupied
zone of Cyprus. This consists of tens of
thousands of troops, combat drones, and
missile capabilities.

Turkish move may violate regula-
tions on use of U.S.-made arms

At the center of this debate is the Interna-
tional Traffic in Arms Regulations (ITAR)
that govern the export and end use of
U.S.-origin defense equipment.
Turkey'’s fleet of F-16 fighter aircraft
was acquired through U.S. foreign mili-
tary sales and is arguably subject to strict
end-use conditions. These regulations
typically prohibit the transfer, basing, or
operational use of such systems in ways

inconsistent with U.S. foreign policy inter-
ests, or without appropriate authorization.
Positioning U.S.-manufactured aircraft
in a disputed territory —particularly one
under military occupation- raises compli-
ance concerns and is subject to congres-
sional oversight. Lawmakers have previ-
ously expressed alarm over Ankara’s use
of U.S.-origin weapons in ways that con-
tradict U.S. strategic priorities, including
Turkish military operations in Syria.

Escalation
in the Eastern Mediterranean

Beyond legal considerations, Turkey’s de-
ployment of the jets represents another
example of Ankara’s willingness to milita-
rize contested spaces in the Eastern Med-
iterranean. NATO ally Greece has warned

that Turkey’s growing military footprint
in northern Cyprus —combined with ag-
gressive maritime claims under Ankara'’s

“Blue Homeland” doctrine— poses a direct
threat to Greek sovereignty and stabili-
ty in the region.

Cyprus, a member state of the Euro-
pean Union, will view the deployment of
F-16s as a direct escalation against the
island’s internationally recognized gov-
ernment. This capability could threaten
critical infrastructure, including offshore
energy exploration projects in the East-
ern Mediterranean.

Israel, which lies less than 300 miles
from Cyprus, is also likely to raise concerns,
given Turkey’s support for Hamas and its
promotion of trade restrictions against
the Jewish state. Jerusalem has devel-
oped increasingly close defense and en-

ergy partnerships with both Greece and
the Republic of Cyprus, including joint
military exercises and cooperation on off-
shore natural gas infrastructure. Turkish
fighter aircraft operating from northern
Cyprus could place Israeli naval vessels,
energy platforms, and air routes within
closer operational reach, heightening con-
cerns about Ankara’s intentions.

U.S. should seek return of F-16s
to Turkish territory

The United States should admonish Tur-
key for positioning U.S. fighter jets on
Cyprus without consultations. Addition-
ally, it should demand that Ankara re-
turns the jets to Turkish territory. Con-
gress and the State Department should
immediately initiate an investigation
into whether Turkey violated end-user
agreements and ITAR restrictions. U.S.
lawmakers must condition any future
arms transfers to Turkey —-including up-
grades to its F-16 fleet- on assurances
that American-made systems will not
be deployed to disputed or occupied
territories.

Bipartisan outcry as Turkey stations F16s in occupied Cyprus

/) W e are pushing Congress to pass
a resolution condemning the

deployment of F16 fighter jets in the oc-
cupied area of the Republic of Cyprus”,
said PSEKA President Philip Christopher,
emphasizing that Turkey’s actions violate
international norms and further destabi-
lize the region.

In a statement, the International Co-
ordinating Committee “Justice for Cyprus”
(PSEKA) stresses that the deployment con-
stitutes a violation of International Trafficin
Arms Regulations (ITAR), which restrict the
use and transfer of U.S.-origin military equip-
ment, and calls on President Trump to ap-
ply immediate diplomatic pressure on Turk-
ish President, demanding the removal of all
Turkish occupation forces from the island.

The full statement signed by PSEKA
President Philip Christopher reads:

“In violation of International Traffic
in Arms Regulations (ITAR), Turkey de-
ployed F16 fighter jets in the occupied
area of Cyprus.

The self-declared “Turkish Republic of
Cyprus” (TRNC), anillegal puppet state, is
only recognized by Turkey. The interna-
tional community, including the United
States and the European Union, recogniz-
es only the Republic of Cyprus.

We call on President Trump to imme-
diately apply pressure on Dictator Erdo-
gan to remove the Turkish occupation
troops and allow all Cypriot refugees to
return to their ancestral homes.

Fifty-two years of occupation of 36%
of the Republic of Cyprus must come to
an end. The Republic of Cyprus, a strong

strategic partner of America and deserves
our support”.

Bipartisan Support

At the same time, bipartisan U.S. lawmak-
ers have strongly denounced Turkey’s de-
ployment of F16 fighter jets and air de-
fense systems to the occupied northern
part of Cyprus, warning that the move
heightens regional tensions and may vi-
olate U.S. armsexport restrictions.

Rep. Dina Titus (D-NV) condemned
the move as "unjustifiably provocative,"
saying it proves Turkey is an "unreliable
ally." She also called on the President to
block any F-35 sale to Ankara and to keep
CAATSA sanctions firmly in place.

Rep. Gus Bilirakis (R-FL) went further,
calling the deployment a "clear affront to
Cyprus's sovereignty,” and a "reckless step
that will further escalate tensions and in-
stability in the region." He directly called
on President Erdogan to reverse course
immediately.

Rep. Gregory Meeks (D-NY), the rank-
ing Democrat on the House Foreign Af-
fairs Committee, noted: “This deployment
undermines Cyprus's sovereignty and will
only serve to increase tensions in the re-
gion. President Erdogan must immedi-
ately reverse course”.

Rep. Chris Pappas (D- NH), co-chair
of the Hellenic Caucus noted -inter alia-
that “President Erdogan has repeated-
ly ignored U.S. legal prohibitions and is
emboldened to do so because adminis-
trations of both parties have rewarded or
ignored this behavior rather than enforc-
ing the law. Turkey’s decision to again ig-
nore our laws and violate the sovereign-

ty of one of our allies, especially in the
middle of a volatile regional conflict, un-
derscores how unreliable President Erdo-
ganisand why itis crucial the administra-
tion not repeat the mistakes of the past”.

Rep. Rob Menendez (D-NJ) said that

“For too long, Turkey has violated Cyprus’
sovereignty and territorial integrity with
impunity. That must no longer be the case.
The United States must stand with the
people of Cyprus and make clear we will
not tolerate Turkey’s aggression against
our ally by demanding the removal of all
Turkish F16s from Cyprus”.

Rep. Grace Meng (D-NY) stated “This
unacceptable decision threatens Cyprus'’s
sovereignty and stability under the guise
of regional security. | join my colleagues
from both parties in calling for it to be re-
versed immediately. Especially after this,
anyone interested in giving Turkey F-35
fighters should think twice”.

AHEPA Supreme President E. Chris
Kaitson joined U.S. Representatives in de-
manding Turkey withdraw its F-16 fighter
jets from occupied northern Cyprus, call-
ing the deployment a violation of Ameri-
can arms export law.

The Supreme President cites the Arms
Export Control Act, which requires that
U.S.-made military equipment sold to for-
eign governments be used only for legit-
imate defense purposes or other uses
approved by Washington. Since the U.S.
recognizes only the Republic of Cyprus as
the island's legitimate government, de-
ploying jets in the occupied north raises
serious questions regarding whether Tur-
key is in breach of the terms under which
it received the aircraft.

AHI urges U.S.

to condemn Turkey’s

F-16 deployment
to occupied Cyprus

WASHINGTON, D.C

he American Hellenic Institute (AHI)

urged Secretary of State Marco Ru-
bio to condemn Turkey’s recent deploy-
ment of six F-16 fighter aircraft to the il-
legally occupied northern portion of the
Republic of Cyprus.

In aletter to Secretary Rubio, AHI Pres-
ident Nick Larigakis called on the Admin-
istration to publicly condemn the deploy-
ment and engage directly with Turkey to
secure the withdrawal of the aircraft from
occupied Cyprus.

Larigakis warned that the deploy-
ment risks heightening tensions in the
Eastern Mediterranean and raises se-
rious questions about the appropri-
ate use of U.S.-supplied defense equip-
ment. He noted that the aircraft were
obtained through U.S. defense cooper-
ation programs and remain subject to
restrictions under the Arms Export Con-
trol Act, which requires that U.S.-origin
defense articles be used only for legiti-
mate self-defense and in ways consist-
ent with U.S. foreign policy and inter-
national law.

“Simply stated, this deployment sig-
nificantly escalates the threat Turkey
poses to the Republic of Cyprus,” Lari-
gakis wrote.

reek-American actor and filmmaker

George Zouvelos spoke with Mar-
kos Papadatos about his Greek heritage
and his new movie "Once a Week for Life".
Zouvelos wrote, directed, and stars in this
film as Adam Galanis.

The synopsis is: When a New York
crime family and City Hall collide, a moral
masochist NYPD lieutenant must choose:
die by his own code or compromise and
live as something worse. Justice Demands
Blood.

On his experience making "Once a
Week for Life", Zouvelos said, "It was a
deeply personal and creatively demand-
ing experience. As creator, writer, direc-
tor, narrator, lead actor, and producer, |
lived with the film at every stage, from
its earliest conception through its final
form. That level of involvement carries
a great deal of responsibility, but it also
brings a profound sense of purpose. For
me, the experience was about far more
than making a film. It was about realiz-
ing a vision with discipline, honesty, and
emotional conviction".

Zouvelos was drawn to his character,
Adam, for several reasons. "What drew me
most to the character was his humanity.
He is not defined by a single quality, but
by contradiction, strength, vulnerability,
loyalty, and moral tension. | have always
been interested in characters who feel
lived in, who are wrestling with some-
thing beneath the surface. What stayed
with me most was his inner conflict and
the effort to preserve dignity and identi-
ty in a world that continuously pressures
both", he said.

On taking on the dual roles of actor
and director, he said, "In this case, it was
an unusual and very intimate process, be-
cause | was also directing the film. That
requires a constant shift in perspective.

You have to remain emotionally available
as an actor while also maintaining the
objectivity needed to guide the larger
work. It demands discipline, clarity, and
trust in your instincts. At the same time,
it gave me the ability to protect the tone,
rhythm, and emotional truth of the story
in a very direct way".

When asked about the lessons learned
from the screenplay, he reflected, "The
screenplay reaffirmed for me how deep-
ly I value truth in storytelling. It remind-
ed me that | am most drawn to the moral
and emotional lives of people, to ques-
tions of conscience, sacrifice, love, regret,
and endurance. It also taught me some-
thing about resilience. When you write
with honesty, you inevitably encounter

parts of yourself in the process, and that
can be both humbling and clarifying".

On being a part of the digital age, Zou-
velos said, "It is a remarkable time for art-

ists because the pathways to audiences
are broader and more immediate than

ever before. Streaming and digital plat-
forms have transformed the reach of cine-

ma and opened doors that once seemed
inaccessible to independent storytellers.

At the same time, the speed of the cul-

ture can make it even more important
to protect substance and craftsmanship.
Technology is an extraordinary tool, but
it can never replace emotional truth. For

me, the challenge is to embrace the pos-
sibilities of the era while remaining faith-

ful to the integrity of the work".
Zouvelos also opened up about his

Greek-American heritage. "My Greek-

American heritage is central to who I am,
both personally and artistically. It shaped

my understanding of family, faith, sacri-

fice, dignity, and perseverance", he said.
"Greek culture carries an abiding sense of

history and memory, and | think that sen-
sibility naturally informs the kinds of sto-

ries | am compelled to tell".
"To be Greek-American is to carry a
rich inheritance while also forging your

place in America, and that dual perspec-

tive has deeply influenced the way | see
the world", he acknowledged.

He also shared his thoughts on the
Greek-American community here in the
United States. "l see the Greek American
community as one marked by resilience,

continuity, and contribution. It has pre-

served a strong connection to heritage
while also participating meaningfully in

every part of American life. What | admire
most is its emphasis on family, faith, hard
work, and cultural memory. Like many
communities, it faces the ongoing chal-
lenge of passing those values to young-
er generations, but | believe there is real
strength in that effort and real beauty
in the determination to preserve iden-
tity while continuing to evolve", he said.

Regarding his definition of the word
success, Zouvelos said, "Success, to me,
has very little to do with appearance and
everything to do with meaning. It is be-
ing able to live with a clear conscience,
to endure difficulty without surrender-
ing your principles, and to create work
that carries honesty, value, and emotional
weight. Recognition can be gratifying, of
course, butitis not the deepest measure”.

"Real success is knowing that the work
is true, that it reached people, and that
the sacrifices required to make it were
not in vain", he added.

For fans and viewers, he expressed,

"I hope viewers come away from 'Once a
Week for Life' with something that feels
genuine and lasting. | want them to be
engaged by the story, but beyond that, |
hope they connect with its humanity, its
tensions, its emotional honesty, and its
moral questions. If the film leaves them
reflecting on their own choices, their own
relationships, and the quiet weight of
conscience, then it has given them some-
thing meaningful, and that is what mat-
ters most".
