san Social Security Commission Act (H.R.
9187) to help ensure that Social Security
is fully funded for decades to come.

Modeled after the 1983 Social Securi-
ty Commission, the Bipartisan Social Se-
curity Commission Act creates a 13-mem-
ber bicameral and bipartisan Commission
on Long Term Social Security Solvency.
Members are appointed by the president,
congressional leaders from both parties
in the House and Senate, and the Chair
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and Ranking Member of the committees

with jurisdiction over Social Security: the

House Committee on Ways and Means

and the Senate Finance Committee. Two

of the congressional appointees must be

non-elected experts. Within one year of
formation, the commission must report

to Congress on recommendations to en-
sure the long-term solvency of Social Se-
curity. Once the commission reaches a

majority bipartisan consensus, the legis-
lation would receive expedited consider-
ation on both the House and Senate floors.

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Greek exports to U.S. rise 14.5% in Jan-April 2026

WASHINGTON, DC

reek exports to the United States rose
14.5% in the first four months of 2026,
reaching €839.6 million from €733.4 mil-
lion a year earlier, according to Eurostat
data processed by the Greek Embassy’s
Office of Economic and Commercial Af-
fairs in Washington. Excluding petroleum
products, however, exports fell 16.7%,
indicating that the overall increase was
driven almost entirely by fuel shipments.
Petroleum products (CN 27) record-

ed the strongest growth, surging 249.6%
t0€300.5 million from €86 million, main-

ly due to exports of petroleum oils and
related preparations. By contrast, pro-
cessed and preserved foods (CN 20) fell

3.7% to €100.8 million, olives declined
6% to €55.6 million, and peach exports
dropped 23% to €19.4 million.

Aluminium products (CN 76) rose 8.8%
to €76.7 million despite U.S. tariffs of 50%
on aluminium and 25% on derivative prod-
ucts. Exports of electrical machinery (CN
85) increased 11.2% to €47.7 million.

In the agrifood sector, edible fruit
and nuts (CN 8) fell 4.6% to €23.7 million,
while oils and olive oil (CN 15) declined
9.2% to €23.4 million. Dairy exports (CN
4) rose 2.1% to €22.6 million, with cheese
exports up 1.8%, showing no impact from
concerns over footandmouth disease.

Plastic products (CN 39) dropped
5.9% to €19.2 million, perfumery and
cosmetics (CN 33) fell 2.5% to €16.9 mil-
lion, and cereal preparations and bakery
goods (CN 19) plunged 30.4% to €13.7
million. Miscellaneous edible prepa-
rations (CN 21) declined 11.8% to €9.6
million, largely due to a steep fall in
sauce exports.

Exports of aircraft parts (CN 88)
reached €13.6 million, while turbojet and
turboprop engines (CN 84) fell 48.1% to
€12.1 million. Exports of optical and pre-
cision instruments (CN 90) remained sta-
ble at €12.26 million.

Greece increases
threshold of non-seiz-
able funds of debtors

he threshold for protected (non-seizable) funds in

bank accounts, which cannot be seized for debts
owed to the state, banks and private creditors, is to in-
crease under a new draft bill introduced by Greece’s Na-
tional Economy and Finance Ministry on June 17, while
also paving the way for the lifting of account freezes for
debtors who repay part of their outstanding obligations.

The most significant measure (Article 6 of the omni-
bus bill) concerns the non-seizable threshold for debts
to the state, which will rise to 1,600 per month from
1,250 for each individual and for one declared account
per financial institution. This translates into an addition-
al 350 euros per month in protection, or 4,200 euros an-
nually, for taxpayers whose accounts have been frozen
by the tax authorities.

For debts owed to banks and other private creditors,
the protected threshold for individual accounts will also
increase to 1,600 from 1,500. The benefit amounts to 100
euros per month, or 1,200 euros per year.

Similarly, for household joint accounts, the non-seiz-
able threshold for debts between private parties (includ-
ing banks, suppliers and other creditors) will increase to
2,200 euros per month from 2,000 euros. This change
provides an additional 200 euros in monthly protection,
or up to 2,400 on an annual basis.

IPTO capital increase
oversubscribed
14 times

he Independent

Power Trans-
mission Operator's
(IPTO) share capital
increase was over-
subscribed 14 times on June 19.

The total capital increase amounted to 1 billion eu-
ros. Of this, 510 million euros was contributed by the
Greek state to maintain its 51% stake in the transmis-
sion operator, while 240 million was invested by State
Grid Corporation of China, which holds a 24% stake in
the company.

Investors' total demand reached 3.5 billion euros,
including 2.8 billion euros from the international order
book and 700 million euros from domestic investors.

The capital increase will support IPTO's investment
programme, which envisages total investments of 6 bil-
lion euros during the 2026-2029 period.

Key projects include a second electricity intercon-
nection with Italy, as well as grid interconnections for
the islands of the North-Eastern Aegean and the Do-
decanese, aimed at strengthening the resilience and
integration of Greece’s electricity network.
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Greece's current account
deficit rises to €8.3 Billion
in Jan-Apr 2026

he current account deficit increased by 1.0 billion

euros to 8.3 billion euros in January-April 2026 com-
pared to the same period last year, the Bank of Greece
announced in a statement on June 19.

The goods deficit shrank, reflecting a larger increase
in exports than inimports. At current prices, exports grew
by 12.0% (4.6% at constant prices) and imports by 3.6%
(0.1% at constant prices). Specifically, exports of non-oil
goods expanded by 5.3% at current prices, while the cor-
responding imports increased by 5.4% (2.2% and 4.5%
at constant prices, respectively).

The surplusin the services balance increased, mainly
owing to an improvement in the travel balance, which
was offset to some extent by a deterioration in the bal-
ances of other services and transport. Compared to the
first four months of 2025, non-residents’ tourist arrivals
rose by 27.1% and the corresponding receipts by 36.9%.

The deficitin the primary income account increased
against the same period last year, mainly because net
receipts from other primary income almost halved. The
surplus in the secondary income account decreased in
the same period year on year, mainly as a result of low-
er net receipts in the other sectors of the economy ex-
cluding general government.

BoG: Inflation at 3.8 pct in 2026

he Bank of Greece (BoG) forecasts stronger

inflationary pressures in the Greek econo-
my in 2026 due to energy prices.

In its Inflation Bulletin released on June 15,
the Bank of Greece projected that the Consum-
er Price Index (CPI) in Greece will rise to 3.8% in
2026, compared with 3.0% in the eurozone, driv-
en mainly by the recent shock in energy prices.

In 2027, headline inflation is expected to
slow significantly in both Greece and the Euro-
zone, reaching 2.6% and 2.3% respectively, as
pressures from energy commodity prices ease.

The Bank of Greece's economists attribut-
ed the large gap between inflation in Greece
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and the Eurozone primarily to energy prices. As
they noted: "Energy-related inflationary pres-
sure in Greece over the last two months was
approximately twice the Eurozone average,
mainly due to the historically stronger adjust-
ment of energy inflation in Greece compared
with the eurozone."

Specifically, energy inflation is expected to
climb to 11.1% in Greece (compared with 8.4%
in the Eurozone), reflecting sharp increases in
energy product prices. It is then projected to
slow to 1.0% in 2027, owing to strong base ef-
fects and the expected decline in energy com-
modity prices. The incorporation of the ETS2
carbon pricing system is expected to push en-
ergy inflation up to 2.4% in 2028.
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Government bond auction

calendar for second half of 2026

P ublic Debt Management Agen-
cy (PDMA) plans to conduct
three government bond reopen-
ings in the second half of 2026 as
part of its funding strategy and
efforts to support liquidity in the
secondary market for Greek sov-

ereign debt.

According to the agency's auc-
tion calendar, reopenings of ex-
isting Greek Government Bonds
(GGBs) are scheduled for July 15,
September 16 and October 14.

The auction programme com-
plements Greece's 2026 funding
plan and is aimed at facilitating
the smooth functioning of the sec-
ondary market for Greek govern-

ment bonds.

The PDMA said it will an-
nounce its final decision on
whether to proceed with each

auction, the ISIN(s) of the bonds
to be offered and the amount
to be auctioned one day before
each scheduled sale, taking into
account information provided
by the country's Primary Dealers.

Greece has already raised
around 7.5-8 billion euros from
bond markets since the start of
2026, covering almost 95% of its
annual borrowing programme.
The PDMA had initially targeted
total borrowing of 8-9 billion eu-
ros this year, adopting a conser-
vative funding strategy support-
ed by the country's strong cash
reserves.

The sovereign's most recent
market transaction was a reopen-
ing of its 10-year bond on June 11,
which raised an additional 3 billion
euros. Demand reached 36 billion
euros and the bond was priced at
ayield of about 3.75%.

yprus received its first payment of

€177.2 million on June 18 under the
EU'’s Security Action for Europe (SAFE) de-
fence financing instrument, the Europe-
an Commission announced. The amount
represents 15% of Cyprus’s total €1.2 bil-
lion allocation.

According to the Commission, the
prefinancing will help Cyprus advance
key defence investments, strengthen
resilience and upgrade military capa-
bilities in line with shared European ob-
jectives. SAFE aims to support rapid and
coordinated action, improve interoper-
ability among EU armed forces and re-
inforce the European defence industry
through joint procurement and cross-
border cooperation.

CYPRUS
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Cyprus receives first SAFE payment of €177.2 million

SAFE has a total budget of €150 billion
and provides loans to EU member states
to finance ammunition, missiles, airde-
fence systems and land combat systems
produced within the EU. It forms part of
the Commission’s ReArm Europe / Read-

iness 2030 plan, which seeks to mobilize
more than €800 billion in defence invest-
ments across the Union.

In a written statement, European Com-
missioner for Defence and Space Andri-
us Kubilius said that the pre-financing
payment to Cyprus under SAFE “demon-
strates Europe’s commitment to strength-
ening our common security and defence.
This support will help Cyprus invest more
rapidly in the capabilities it needs while
contributing to our shared European ob-
jectives for a stronger, more resilient, and
more interconnected defence industry.
SAFE is about solidarity, readiness, and
ensuring that Member States can collec-
tively respond to Europe’s security needs”.

The Commission noted that the pay-
ment follows the completion of all re-
quired procedural steps and reflects the
EU’s commitment to providing timely and
meaningful support through SAFE. Fur-
ther payments will be made as agreed
milestones are achieved and the imple-
mentation of related projects progresses.

SAFE is financed through EU borrow-
ing on financial markets and allows the
Union to provide long-term loans to mem-
ber states that apply for them, under com-
petitive terms and an attractive financing
structure. The loan conditions benefit
from the European Union’s strong cred-
it rating. All SAFE loans will be repaid by
the Member States that receive them.

yprusimproved its position in the IMD World

Competitiveness Rankings 2026, rising two
places to 42"¢ among 70 economies, support-
ed by stronger economic performance, a more
competitive business environment and better
infrastructure.

According to the IMD World Competitive-
ness Yearbook 2026, which evaluates 341 indi-
cators, Cyprus climbed from 44 place in 2025,
partly reversing recent declines. It ranked 30t
in economic performance and government effi-
ciency, 46" in business efficiency and 42" in in-
frastructure. The biggest gains were in econom-
ic performance and business efficiency, where
Cyprus advanced six places in each category.

The report attributes the improvement to
low unemployment, rising employment, eas-
ing inflation, and strong services exports. It also
highlights reduced longterm unemployment,
a better international image, greater business
flexibility and efforts to curb tax evasion.

Business efficiency improved notably in
management practices and business values, ar-
eas where Cyprus has traditionally lagged. IMD
links this progress to stronger corporate gover-
nance, greater adaptability and increased open-
ness to innovation.

However, challenges persist. Cyprus fell four
places in government efficiency due to weaker
scores in the legislative and regulatory frame-
work, access to capital markets, incentives for
Al investment, regulatory burdens and efforts
to tackle the shadow economy. Strong public
finances and declining public debt helped off-
set some of the decline.

Infrastructure weaknesses also remain. While
overall infrastructure improved—mainly due to
gains in scientific infrastructure—Cyprus con-
tinues to rank among the lowest globally in ba-
sicinfrastructure, including water management,
energy systems and high energy costs. Addition-
al shortcomings were noted in Al skills, environ-
mental sustainability, fixed capital investment
and longterm labour force growth.

Keravnos: Cyprus among EU’s strongest economies

yprus remains one of the EU’s strongest-

performing economies despite global un-
certainty, Finance Minister Makis Keravnos said
on June 18 at the 65" Annual General Meeting
of the Institute of Certified Public Accountants
of Cyprus (ICPAC).

Keravnos highlighted the resilience of the Cy-
priot economy and outlined the government'’s pri-
orities: safeguarding longterm stability, strength-
ening economic resilience, and accelerating the
shift to a more sustainable and competitive
growth model that benefits society as a whole.

He said fiscal discipline remains the govern-
ment’s top priority, with efforts focused on reduc-
ing public debt, maintaining surpluses and building
buffers to withstand external and domestic shocks.

A second priority is transforming the econ-
omy through digitalisation, innovation and at-
tracting high valueadded investment. Keravnos
also stressed the need to speed up the green
transition to reduce dependence on import-
ed fossil fuels and enhance energy autonomy
through renewable energy and storage projects.

“The recent energy crisis demonstrated the ur-
gent need to diversify the energy mix and re-
inforce energy security,” he noted.

The third pillar is inclusive growth, with tar-
geted measures to support vulnerable house-
holds, strengthen the middle class and create
more and betterquality jobs.

Keravnos pointed to the tax reform intro-
duced at the start of 2026 as a key initiative
supporting all of the government’s strategic
objectives.

Cyprus Inflation
at 3.5% in May

he Harmonized Index of Consumer Pric-
es (HICP) in Cyprus rose 3.5% in May 2026
compared with May 2025, according to data
released Wednesday by the Statistical Service.

The largest annual increases were record-
ed in Transport (9.7%) and Recreation, Sports
and Culture (7.8%), while the biggest declines
were in Clothing and Footwear (-8.5%) and In-
formation and Communication (-2.9%).

Monthonmonth, the HICP increased by 0.8%.
The strongest rises compared with April were

in Restaurants and Accommodation Services
(4.9%) and Housing, Water, Electricity, Natural
Gas and Other Fuels (2%).

Energy showed the most significant change
in economic categories, up 12.6% year on year
and 2.1% month on month.

yprus recorded a further in-

crease in industrial production
in April 2026, both on a monthly
and annual basis, according to data
published by Eurostat on June 16.

More specifically, industrial pro-
duction in Cyprus rose by 0.1% in
April compared with March 2026,
continuing the positive trend ob-
served in the previous month, when
output increased by 1.6%.

On an annual basis, industrial
production in Cyprus grew by 1.6%
compared with April 2025. This fol-
lowed a 2.5% year-on-year increase
in March and maintained the gener-
ally positive trend recorded since late
2025, with the exception of February,
when production declined by 1.7%.

According to Eurostat, season-
ally adjusted industrial production

in the European Union and euro
areaincreased by 0.1% in April 2026
compared with the previous month.
Compared with April 2025, indus-
trial production rose by 0.9% in the
EU and by 0.3% in the euro area.

Eurostat noted that, at EU lev-
el, the largest monthly increase
was recorded in Malta (+5.2%), fol-
lowed by Sweden (3.4%) and the
Netherlands (1.6%). The steepest
declines were observed in Bulgar-
ia (-4.6%), Greece (-3.5%) and Po-
land (-3.4%).

On an annual basis, the high-
estincreases in industrial produc-
tion were registered in Denmark
(12.2%), Lithuania (7.4%) and Mal-
ta (7.3%). By contrast, the largest
annual decreases were recorded
in Luxembourg (-6.1%), Bulgaria
(-4.2%), Ireland (-4.2%) and Esto-
nia (-3.9%).

partment prices in Cyprus

rose 10.8% in the first quarter
of 2026 compared with the same
period in 2025, according to data
released June 23 by the Central
Bank of Cyprus (CBC). Overall, the
Residential Property Price Index
increased 7.5% yearonyear, with
apartment prices up 10.8% and
house prices up 3%, indicating a
slight slowdown.

Since 2010, apartment prices
nationwide have risen 27%, while in
Limassol the increase reaches 53%.

The CBC attributed the con-
tinued upward trend to strong
demand—mainly from foreign
buyers—rising construction costs
and gradually increasing hous-
ing supply.

Quarteronquarter, residential
property prices rose 2.3% in Q1
2026, compared with 2.4% in Q4
2025. House prices accelerated by
1.5%, while apartment price growth
eased to 2.4%.

Demand remained robust. Ac-
cording to the Department of Land
and Surveys, sales documents in-
creased 13.8% yearonyear in Q1 2026
(4,709 vs.4,137). Sales to foreign buy-

ers rose 22.3%, while domestic trans-
actions increased 8.1%.

By district, most transactions
were recorded in Limassol (1,499),
followed by Nicosia (1,065), Larnaca

for 84% of sales in Nicosia, around
60% in Limassol and Famagusta,
were evenly split in Larnaca, and
represented only 25% in Paphos.

On the supply side, building
permits for residential units—a
leading indicator of construction
activity—rose 79.2% in January-
February 2026, reaching 3,463 units
compared with 1,932 in the same
period of 2025.

way that respects their local character.

In a statement, the Municipality of
Syros-Ermoupoli underlined that Gal-
issas’ nomination represents a mean-
ingful recognition for the island. “It is
a village known for its coastal land-
scape, local traditions, agricultural life,
gastronomy and accessibility, and it
is now entering an international plat-
form of evaluation and visibility,” the
announcement noted.

Local authorities emphasized that the
distinction extends beyond Galissas itself,
reflecting positively on Syros as a whole.
The nomination, they added, highlights
theisland’s network of villages and com-
munities that embody authenticity, hos-
pitality and living cultural heritage.

“For the Municipality of Syros—Ermou-
poli, this participation is both an honor
and a responsibility—an opportunity to
showcase a more authentic side of Syros:
the Syros of villages, hospitality, local life,
history, tradition and the daily efforts of
its people,” the statement concluded.

Greece launches
public consul-
tation on first
national water
strategy

reece’s Ministry of Environment and

Energy has launched a public consul-
tation on the country’s first National Wa-
ter Strategy, aiming to create a modern
and comprehensive framework for man-
aging water resources.

The ministry said on June 23 that,amid
growing climate pressures and increasing
concerns over water security, a shift to
holistic water management has become

a national priority and a prerequisite for
sustainable development.

The National Water Strategy is the first
nationwide policy document to set priori-
ties and define Greece’s longterm direction
for sustainable water use and the protec-
tion of available resources. It places water
security and climate resilience at the core
of its vision, promoting rational, digitally
advanced and integrated management to
ensure highquality water for all, safequard
aquatic ecosystems and support sustain-
able economic and social development.

The strategy is structured around
three main pillars: Water as a guarantee
of life, health and prosperity, Climate re-
silience through prevention and secu-
rity and Modern governance based on
knowledge, transparency and implemen-
tation capacity.

According to the ministry, the strat-
egy provides a longterm roadmap for
addressing waterrelated challenges and
strengthening Greece’s resilience to cli-
mate change.

Alonissos and Tinos in state of
emergency over water shortages

lonissos and Tinos is-
lands declared in state of

emergency over water short-
ages for three months follow-
ing approval by the Regulatory
Authority for Energy, Waste
and Water (RAAEY) and
the Secretary General
for Insular Policy and
Aegean.

The decision, signed
by Environment and En-
ergy Minister Stavros Pa-
pastavrou, also extends the
state of emergency over
water scarcity on Meganisi
forafurther three months.

The measure aims to
tackle the effects of pro-
longed drought and height-

ened water demand, espe-
cially on islands during the
summer.

The state of emergen-
cy allows competent authori-
ties to move more quickly to im-

plement interventions and
projects to ensure ade-

quate water supply and
meet the needs of resi-
dents and visitors.

Earlier this month,

the Ministry declared a
threemonth state of emer-
gency on theisland of Karpa-
thos due to severe water short-
ages. According to the decision, the
measure was deemed necessary be-
cause of prolonged drought and a sig-
nificant reduction in available water
resources, combined with increased de-
mand during the summer season.

he Independent Authority for Public

Revenue (AADE) is introducing ma-
jor clarifications and simplifications to
the process for granting customs and tax
exemptions for individuals relocating to
Greece, aiming to ensure uniform appli-
cation handling and to better support
citizens transferring their habitual resi-
dence to the country.

The changes primarily affect return-
ing residents as well as public and priva-
tesector executives and employees mov-
ing back to Greece.

Througha new circular issued by AADE
Governor Giorgos Pitsilis (E. 2027/2026),
customs authorities receive detailed
guidelines and practical examples ad-
dressing longstanding questions and clar-
ifying the implementation of the National
Customs Code (Art. 157, Law 5222/2025).

Key points include: - Means of trans-
port: Clear rules on the sixmonth usage
requirement for private vehicles and oth-
er transport, along with registration pro-
cedures in Greece. « Exemption per indi-
vidual: Benefits are now granted to each
person separately rather than per family,
reflecting modern socioeconomic reali-
ties. » Definition of “habitual residence™

Updated criteria emphasizing an individ-
ual’s “permanent center of interests” to
prevent misinterpretation. « Employees
on secondment: Clarified conditions un-
der which public and private sector em-
ployees who served abroad qualify for
relocation provisions.

The updated guidelines aim to align
administrative practice with the needs
of citizens returning to Greece, offering:
- Greater legal certainty and transparen-
cy. « Uniform treatment of applications
supported by practical examples. « Fast-
er processing with reduced bureaucracy.

With the new circular now in effect,
all previous related instructions are abol-
ished, establishing a single, modern, and
updated framework for relocationrelated
customs and tax exemptions.

FM Gerapetritis says support for Jerusalem
Patriarchate concerns Greeks worldwide

F oreign Minister George Gerapetritis re-
affirmed Greece's support for the Pa-
triarchate of Jerusalem and the ancient
Orthodox patriarchates (i.e. Ecumenical
Patriarchate, Patriarchate of Alexandria,
Patriarchate of Antioch, Patriarchate of Je-
rusalem) during a luncheon held in hon-
our of Patriarch Theophilos Ill of Jerusa-
lem and All Palestine earlier this month
in Athens.

Gerapetritis noted that the Patriarch's
visit held profound spiritual importance
for Greece and Hellenes worldwide. He
emphasised that Athens was collaborat-
ing closely with the Patriarchate to uphold
the Status Quo, maintain the unique char-
acter of Jerusalem, and safeguard Chris-
tian pilgrimage sites.

Addressing the situation in the Mid-
dle East, Gerapetritis highlighted that

the visit occurred during a period of on-
going instability, as the region grapples
with a protracted crisis and renewed
hostilities. He affirmed Greece's com-
mitment to supporting the Patriarch-
ate of Jerusalem while advocating for
initiatives aimed at achieving peace
in the area.

Gerapetritis also referred to forth-
coming legislation concerning priests
serving Greek communities abroad. The
bill, which is set to be presented to par-
liament in the coming days by Educa-
tion Minister Sofia Zacharaki, would en-
able the Greek state and the Church to
provide support to the Orthodox patri-
archates for the first time.

Under the proposed framework, as-
sistance would be channeled through the
Church of Greece, while the patriarchates
would retain final authority over decisions
affecting them, he added.

More than half of labour disputes
resolved through mediation in 2025

M ore than half of the labour disputes
examined in 2025 by the Indepen-
dent Labour Inspectorate Authority were
successfully resolved through the media-
tion process, with 6,372 cases settled and
7.98 million euros paid to employees, ac-
cording to the authority's annual report.

The performance marks the strongest
result of the past five years, both in terms
of the number of disputes resolved and
the amount of compensation and pay-
ments made by employers to workers
following settlements.

Atotal of 11,354 labour disputes were
recorded in 2025, up from 10,099 in 2024,
7,256 in 2023, 9,956 in 2022 and 7,711 in

2021, reflecting increased recourse to the
dispute resolution mechanism.

In terms of outcomes, 56.12% of cas-
es, or 6,372 disputes, were successful-
ly resolved following the intervention
of the Labour Relations Inspectorate. A
further 18.74%, corresponding to 2,128
cases, were cancelled due to the non-at-
tendance of the parties involved, while
25.14%, or 2,854 disputes, were referred
to the courts for judicial resolution.

The figures highlight the growing
role of mediation as a mechanism for
resolving workplace disputes, reducing
the need for lengthy court proceedings
and facilitating the recovery of unpaid
wages and other employment-relat-
ed claims.
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Anastasiades calls for independent probe into “Mafia State” allegations

ormer President of the Repubilic, Nicos

Anastasiades, asked for the immedi-
ate appointment of an independent crim-
inal investigator and prosecutor "with a
strong personality and recognized pres-
tige" to probe allegations of corruption
and complete their work within a rea-
sonable timeframe, as soon as possible.

Speaking during a press conference,
on June 23, in Nicosia Anastasiades refut-
ed for an hour and a half the allegations
contained in the detailed announcement
of the Independent Authority Against Cor-
ruption (IAAC) issued on 16 June, over its
findings into the investigation of the al-
legations in the book “Mafia State.” The
report said that Nicos Anastasiades and
other officials, individuals and legal enti-
ties, may be potentially criminally liable of

corruption, while also stressing the prin-
ciple of the presumption of innocence.

Anastasiades argued that "people's
courts" were set up, in violation of the
presumption of innocence. The former
President, spoke of "intensification of tox-
icity, character assassination, and defama-
tion", despite that "the defamatory claims
against me contained in the book were
dismissed as false or unfounded or were
not accepted,” by the Authority.

He also stated that he does not at-
tribute bad faith to the Inspectors or
the members of the Anti-Corruption
Authority, but "l attribute to them a
lack of the required strong will to re-
sist populism."

Furthermore, when asked to engage
in self-criticism for any responsibilities he
may have for Cyprus' depiction as a cor-
rupted state, he referred to the role of

"internet users, TikTokers, or those who
invent fictions" saying that their contri-
bution in the weakening of institutions
should be probed.

Analyzing the charges against him,
the former President emphasized that
on several occasions the Inspectors did
not present the claims to him and did
not hear his own positions on the cases.

The probe of the IAAC is based on
the book "Mafia State" written by jour-
nalist Makarios Droushiotis, who in the
past worked as advisor to former Pres-
ident Nicos Anastasiades. Earlier, the
members of the Prosecutorial Coun-
cil of the Law Office announced that
they have decided to forward to the
Police and to the Council of Ministers
IAAC's report, with a view to prompt-
ly initiate a criminal probe into possi-
ble offences.

Cyprus to receive
€9.21 million in EU
solidarity funding
for 2025 wildfires

yprus is set to receive €9.21 million in

financial assistance from the Europe-
an Union Solidarity Fund (EUSF) to help
address the consequences of the major
wildfires that struck the island in 2025.

According to a press release from the
European Parliament, members of the
Committee on Budgets (BUDG) on June
23 approved the mobilisation of €144.1
million from the EUSF to support Cyprus,
Romania and Spain following severe nat-
ural disasters in 2025.

More specifically, BUDG members en-
dorsed €9.21 million for Cyprus for the
2025 wildfires, €14.34 million for Roma-
nia for flooding, and €120.55 million for
Spain for the devastating wildfires that
hit the country. The proposal was adopt-
ed with 31 votes in favour, none against
and no abstentions.

The press release noted that Cyprus
had already received an advance payment
of €2.3 million to coverimmediate recov-

ery needs, while Spain had received €30
million. Final allocations were calculated
by the European Commission based on
reported damage, in line with the Fund’s
rules and available resources.

The two major wildfires that broke out
in Cyprus in July 2025 affected the dis-
tricts of Limassol and Paphos, displacing
thousands of residents, claiming two lives
and destroying nearly 900 private prop-
erties. Education and healthcare servic-
es in the affected areas were also signif-
icantly disrupted.

The mobilisation of the EUSF must
now be approved by both the Europe-
an Parliament’s plenary and the Council
of the European Union. The plenary vote
is expected in July 2026, after which the
financial assistance will be disbursed to
beneficiary countries in a single lump-
sum payment.

yprus ranks among the best-perform-

ing countries in the European Union
in terms of bathing water quality, with all
123 bathing sites monitored across the
free areas of the Republic of Cyprus clas-
sified in the highest category of “excel-
lent quality” in 2025.

According to the latest annual EU Bath-
ing Water Report, Cyprus joins Austria,
Bulgaria and Greece among the coun-
tries where more than 95% of bathing wa-
ters were assessed as being of excellent
quality. In Cyprus case, the figure reached
100%, as all 123 bathing sites evaluated
during the 2025 bathing season received
the highest possible rating.

As stated in a European Commission
announcement published on June 16, 85%
of bathing sites monitored across Europe
were classified as having “excellent quali-
ty” water, while 96% met at least the EU’s
minimum quality standards. Only 1.5%
of bathing sites were rated as being of
“poor quality”. According to the Commis-
sion, the overall picture remained broad-
ly stable compared with 2024.

The assessment was based on data
from more than 22,200 bathing sites mon-
itored during the 2025 season across all
EU Member States, as well as Albania and
Switzerland. In Cyprus, a total of 1,198 water
samples were collected and analysed from
the 123 officially reported bathing sites.

Board of Peace meeting will take place in Cyprus t'h‘, J

Letymbiotis said that the Board of Peace has been
set up to implement the reconstruction plan for Gaza  #

Christodoulides, had participated in the first conference
for the announcement of the plan and had presented
a proposal of 8 specific points based on US President
Donald Trump's plan to speed up the implementation

“The Board of Peace therefore, decided that this con-
ference will take place in our country. The Republic of
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Cyprus is neither a co-host nor an organizer of course
of this event,” he said.

The Spokesperson noted that it is of high signif-
icance that the administrative arm of this Board has
chosen Cyprus, “a country which has proven in practice
how beneficial it has been and how many initiatives
it has taken and the effectiveness of these initiatives
in terms of humanitarian support to civilians in Gaza.”

Responding to a question about the level of par-
ticipation, Letymbiotis said that there will be some
officials in Cyprus who have requested and will have
meetings with Foreign Minister, Constantinos Kom-
bos. He repeated that it is positive that Cyprus was

chosen for this meeting and pointed out that the Re-
%}- public of Cyprus has stated many times that despite
“  the developments in the region, the reconstruction
project for Gaza should never escape out attention.

The Republic of Cyprus can actively participate in this
project when the reconstruction of Gaza begins via the
President’s 8-point proposal, he concluded.

hile long-simmering tensions be-

tween the countries have cooled
during an extended period of diploma-
cy, Turkey continues to pique Greece over
sovereignty of the seas and other unre-
solved issues.

While gone for now are Turkish Pres-
ident Recep Tayyip Erdogan’s threats to
invade or send more F-16's into Greek air
space, he continues to press the so-called
Blue Homeland doctrine claiming juris-
diction over large swathes of the Eastern
Mediterranean, Aegean and Black Seas.

Legislation that would give Erdogan
the power to declare an area up to 200
miles from Turkey’s coast for energy re-
search, regulate fishing rights and where
pipelines and cables can pass has report-
edly been delayed until October, said Nor-
dic Monitor.

With Turkey set to host a NATO meet-
ing in July, Representatives Gus Bilirakis
(R-Fla.) and Brad Schneider (D-IL) wrote
Secretary of State Marco Rubio, calling for
the United States to oppose the doctrine.

Rhode Island State Senator Leonidas
Raptakis said his state’s Congressional del-
egation should push the State Depart-
ment to get Turkey to back off, although
Erdogan has shown he has President Don-
ald Trump's ear.

“The Erdogan regime is trying to at-
tach some sort of legislative legitimacy
to their reckless and expansionist Blue
Homeland policy,” said Raptakis, calling it

“an ill-conceived move designed to dress
up rogue ideas”.

During détente with Greece,
Turkey s Blue Homeland provokes

Athens told Greek News USA that, “For
the moment it appears to be more of a
rhetorical posture.”

Erdogan has oscillated between blus-
ter and diplomacy but Michaletos said
Turkey is facing severe economic prob-
lems and internal strife and that the Turk-
ish President “would certainly like to rally
Turks and find scapegoats abroad”.

On and off diplomatic talks between
the countries have largely cooled tensions
but Erdogan hasn’t taken off the table his
threat that it would be a cause for war if
Greece doubles its maritime boundaries
to 12 miles in the Aegean, which would
further cut off Turkey’s coast.

He has long coveted the return of
Greek islands near Turkey that were ced-

ed away under the 1923 Treaty of Laus-
anne, that he doesn’t recognize unless in-
voking it to Turkey’s advantage.

UP IN THE SKY
While the possibility of a conflict has
diminished significantly, Prime Minis-
ter Kyriakos Mitsotakis has used the lull
in tensions to build up Greece’s arsenal
and defense capability.

That includes 3.3 billion euros ($3.9
billion) for 24 French Rafale fighter jets
as part of a 12-year plan of 25 billion eu-
ros ($28.7 billion) to upgrade the defense
sector, and with a new tilt toward drones
and drone defense.

While Turkey has the numerical advan-
tage in weapons and personnel, Greece’s
fighter pilots are renowned in NATO for
their skills and Michaletos said if it came to
a conflict Greece “will not be an easy target.”

He said that “Greece needs to catch up
with Turkey’s quite extensive and sophis-
ticated UAV (Unmanned Aerial Vehicle)
capabilities plus to counter its multilevel
diplomatic leverage that it has attained

in Mideast, North Africa and the Balkans”.

He added: “This is generally attain-
able via regional alliances and leverage
of the Greek position vis-a-vis NATO, USA
but also France, neighboring countries
as well, Cyprus and Israel. It would be a
long -term task but certainly achievable”.

A catalyst is the United States re-
newing a military cooperation deal with
Greece that expands the American pres-
ence, as well as Greece and Turkey both
belonging to NATO, which has steered
clear of taking any position.

Greece also has its Achilles Shield, a
€3 billion ($3.44 billion) project designed
to protect the airspace and maritime ap-
proaches against drones, ballistic and
cruise missiles, loitering munitions, and
naval threats.

While Mitsotakis’ approach has been
not to react to Turkey'’s provocations, For-
eign Minister George Gerapetritis has said
Greeceislooking at unspecified legal and
practical responses if the Blue Homeland
is adopted.

Those were said to include, however,
the declaration of marine parks across
the Aegean, an idea that sparked ire from
Turkey which submitted a similar propos-
al to UNESCO, the United Nations scien-
tific body.

Greece hasalso signed an agreement to
participate in the European Union'’s Secu-
rity Action for Europe (SAFE) defense fund-
ing program through investments in sur-
veillance and counter-drone capabilities.

While Greece has to await what will
come out of the Blue Homeland doc-
trine, Michaletos - a seasoned observer
of tensions between the countries, said
he thinks “the whole issue will remain in
rhetoric with ups and downs but it will
not result in anything of a grave nature.
At least for the foreseeable future”.

AHI testifies on U.S. Foreign
Aid for the East Med

merican Hellenic Institute (AHI) Pres-

ident Nick Larigakis submitted writ-
ten testimony today to the U.S. Senate
Appropriations Subcommittee on State,
Foreign Operations, and Related Pro-
grams regarding Fiscal Year 2027 foreign
assistance priorities in the Eastern Med-
iterranean.

In his testimony, President Lariga-
kis urged the Subcommittee to support
robust funding for key programs that
strengthen U.S. partnerships with Greece
and the Republic of Cyprus, including In-
ternational Military Education and Training
(IMET), Foreign Military Financing (FMF),
the European Recapitalization Incentive
Program (ERIP), and the United Nations
Peacekeeping Force in Cyprus (UNFICYP).

AHlI also reiterated its opposition to
any foreign assistance to Turkiye, aside
from humanitarian aid in times of crisis,
citing its continued actions that under-
mine U.S. interests, NATO cohesion, and
regional stability.

M embers of the US Congress
reaffirmed bipartisan sup-
port for Cyprus and closer ties
with Cyprus and Greece ata con-
ference on Capitol Hill organ-
ised by the International Coor-
dinating Committee - Justice
for Cyprus (PSEKA), June 9-11,
in Washington, DC, which high-
lighted democracy, regional se-
curity and energy cooperation.

Lawmakers also called for a
peaceful and just future for the
island, emphasizing the need
to relaunch efforts towards a
settlement.

Rep. Maggie Goodlander
(D-NH) stated that “the rela-
tionship between the United
States and Cyprus and Greece
is stronger than ever before”,
describing it as grounded in “a
commitment to the democrat-
icvalues and the freedoms that
make us who we are as people”.
She noted that disputes should
be resolved “peacefully, un-
der law, and whenever possi-
ble through diplomacy”, add-
ing that as a member of the
House Armed Services Com-
mittee she sees “every day” the
importance of US ties with Cy-
prus and Greece.

Goodlander added that
Congress has “an opportunity
to strengthen the relationship
and to advance it through that
important piece of legislation”,
referring to the National Defense
Authorization Act.

A future
free from occupation

On Cyprus, she noted that af-
ter “50 years of division, the
status quo is just not accept-
able”, adding that “the people
of Cyprus deserve a future that
is peaceful, that is secure, that
is free from occupation”, and “a
future where human rights are
respected, where sovereignty
is upheld”.
Rep. Jim Costa (D-CA) said
“the relationship between the
United States, Cyprus, and
Greece is critical” and “stronger
today than ever before”, noting
that the three countries share
a commitment to “democracy,
freedom, security, and the rule

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of law”, and describing Cyprus as
“avalued strategic partner” in the
eastern Mediterranean.

Costa added that Cyprus is
essential to “advancing peace,
economic opportunity, energy,
security, and regional coopera-
tion”, and voiced support for “a
future in which Cyprus is reunit-
ed, secure, and at peace”.

Rep. Jimmy Patronis (R-FL)
described the US-Cyprus rela-
tionship as “not simply a diplo-
matic partnership”, but “an al-
liance rooted in freedom and
democracy”. He said advocacy
by Cypriot-American and Greek-
American communities “has ed-
ucated lawmakers”, “shapes pol-
icy”,and reminds Congress that

“our nation and our principles are
worth defending”.

Patronis warned that advo-
cacy must continue, noting the
next Congress could include “as
many as 70 new members of the
House of Representatives” who
will need to understand Cyprus
and the region.

US-Cyprus relations
stronger than ever

He said “the relationship to
the United States and Cyprus
is much stronger than ever”, but
added “our work is not finished”,
calling for efforts to “strengthen
our defense” and expand “eco-
nomic and energy partnerships”.
Rep. Gregory Meeks (D-NY),
Ranking Member of the House
Foreign Affairs Committee, who
was presented the Sarbanes
Freedom Award, stressed that
Cyprus and Greece remain bi-
partisan issues in Congress, add-
ing that advocates have ensured
“there is no political issue in the
United States Congress in re-
gards to Cyprus and Greece”.
He noted that US foreign pol-
icy is “best protected when we
focus on what we can achieve
alongside others,” adding Wash-
ington is “better off when we
work with allies and partners”.
Referring to Cyprus, Meeks
underlined that “more than 50

years ago” Turkish forces “in-
vaded and continued to occu-
py parts” of the island, warning
that regional instability is being
amplified by “Russia’s illegal war
against Ukraine” and “the ongo-
ing war in the Middle East”. He
added that US-Cyprus cooper-
ation is “more critical right now
than ever” to ensure the Mediter-
ranean is “safer and more pros-
perous”, and supported efforts
to allow security cooperation
“to continue to develop”.

Rep. Pat Ryan (DNY) stated
that he approaches the Cyprus
issue “with great humility”, re-
ferring to “51 years” of discus-
sions on “a grave injustice” and
stressing that Congress must
back statements with “real ac-
tion and dedication,” particularly
on “defense and national securi-
ty,” noting that he has support-
ed bipartisan legislation to en-
sure the issue is not forgotten.

Speakers at the House in-
cluded also House Minority Lead-
er Hakeem Jeffries (D-NY), Speak-

er Emerita Nancy Pelosi (D-CA),
who was presented the first
ever Pelosi Democracy Award,
Ranking Member of the House
Energy Committee Rep. Frank
Pallone (D-NJ) and Reps. Gabe
Amo (D-RI), Chris Smith (R-NJ),
Brian Fitzpatrick (R-PA), Grace
Meng (D-NY), Brad Schneider
(D-IL), Donald Norcross (D-NJ),
Jim Himes (D-CT) Wesley Bell (D-
MO), Brad Sherman (D-CA), Mike
Lawler (R-NY), Ritchie Torres (D-
NY), Rob Menendez (D-NJ),along
with Dina Titus (D-NV), Gus Bil-
irakis (R-FL), Nicole Malliotakis
(R-NY), Chris Pappas (D-NH), and
Mike Haridopolos (R-FL).

They all praised PSEKA and
the Hellenic and Cypriot-Amer-
ican communities for keeping
Cyprus high on Washington'’s
agenda, repeatedly describing
theisland as a strategic US part-
nerand calling for continued bi-
partisan support for its security,
sovereignty and reunification.

here are two ancient words our Church
has carried for two thousand years —
two words that, more than any others, ex-
plain the life of the man we have come
to honor today. The first is diakonia. Ser-
vice. The second is martyria. Witness. To
understand Archon John Kassimatis, you
need only understand these two words
— because he spent his whole life living
them, and at the end, he gave everything
he had to both.

Awxkovia (Diakonia — Service)
In our Church, diakonia is not a task or
service you simply perform; it is a way
you exist in the world. It is the willing-
ness to put another’s need before your
own. And Archon John embodied that
virtue to the fullest.

That same instinct — to serve, to show
up, to put himself between people and
their challenges — is what carried him
into the most consequential day of his
life. He wore the badge of the New York
Port Authority, and he wore it as a sacred
trust. On the morning of September 11,
2001, when the towers fell and the world
recoiled in terror, John ran the only di-
rection he knew how to run: toward the
danger, toward the people who needed
him. He stayed. He worked amid the dust
and the ruin to save lives, to carry out the
wounded and the lost. That is diakonia
in its purest form — service to country,
service to humankind, with no thought
of the ultimate cost to himself.

And his service, his diakonia to the Holy
Mother Church was exemplary. On March
9,2003, John was invested as an Archon of
the Ecumenical Patriarchate with the offiki-
on of Depoutatos — and he took up that
title not as an honor to be worn, but as a
duty to be carried. As Regional Command-
er for the Long Island area, he made it his
charge to keep the faithful mindful of the
plight of our Mother Church having orga-
nized informative symposia.

And his concern reached to the reli-
gious freedom of all the faithful —among
them the persecuted Church in Ukraine,
caught in a fratricidal war, for whom His
All-Holiness Patriarch Bartholomew grant-

ed the Tomos of autocephaly, the free-
dom to worship in peace. The Port Au-
thority badge and the Archon Offikion,
in essence were really never two differ-
ent things. They were a single life of dia-
konia — service to the Church, service
to his country, service to all humankind.

Maptupia (Martyria — Witness)
But service alone is not the whole of Ar-
chon John'’s testimony. For that, we need
the second word: martyria. Witness. And
here is something we must never forget:
in the language of our Ecclesia, the word
for witness and the word for martyr are
one and the same. To bear witness is to
testify to what you believe not merely
with your lips, but with your life — and
the greatest witness of all is the one who
gives his life for what he loves.

Archon John bore that witness. He
survived the collapse of the towers on
September 11'"— but the years that fol-
lowed, the toxic dust of that day did what
the falling steel had not: slowly, over more
than two decades, it tragically took his
life. He contracted one of the grave ill-
nesses born of Ground Zero, and he car-
ried it the way he carried everything —
with dignity and with profound courage.

Although on September 11* alone,
2,977 souls were taken, nearly fifty thou-
sand responders and survivors have since
been diagnosed with related illnesses,
and so many have died that the num-
ber lost has now surpassed the number
who were killed on that horrific day it-
self. AlImost a quarter-century on, these
heroes are still being laid to rest — a few
each month, as our nation offers heart-
felt thanksgiving.

Archon John was one of them. And so,
his falling asleep in the Lord was not sep-
arate from his Diakonia nor his Martyria.

And the world saw that Martyria, as
well. When Oliver Stone made his mov-
ie about the Port Authority officers of
Ground Zero, entitled World Trade Cen-
ter, Archon John was there on the screen,
a character bearing his own name. And
in 2014, The Archons of the Ecumenical
Patriarchate gathered at the World Trade
Center site — the very ground where he
had served on 9/11, the future home of
the Saint Nicholas National Shrine — to
honor his heroism and his sacrifice. | will
never forget Archon John’s passionate
words at the ArchonP testimonial dinner
at Gallaghers Steakhouse recounting the
harrowing days at Ground Zero.

Awakovia - Maptupia (Service
and Witness, Made One)

Diakonia and martyria. Service and wit-
ness.In Archon John, they were never two
separate virtues — they were the single
essence of his heroic life who made the
ultimate sacrifice.

Saint Paul wrote the words that cer-
tainly befit Archon John: “I have fought
the good fight, | have finished the race, |
have kept the faith”.

Regional Commander Archon Inspec-
tor John V. Kassimatis; servant and wit-
ness, hero and friend: may your memo-
ry be eternal. Your diakonia is complete.
Your martyria has been offered. Your
fight is finished, your race is won, your
faith is kept.

May his memory be eternal.

durance, dignity, and inner
strength in Western civili-
zation. In Homer's Odyssey,
Penelope is not portrayed

merely as a loyal wife awaiting her hus-
band’s return, but as a woman of remark-
able wisdom, emotional resilience, po-
litical subtlety, and moral steadfastness.
Surrounded by uncertainty and pressure
during Odysseus’ long absence, she pre-
serves both her household and her hon-
or through patience, intellect, diploma-
cy, and perseverance, becoming one of
the great enduring archetypes of Hellen-
ic civilization”, notes Lou Katsos.

Penelope was the daughter of Icar-
ius, a Spartan prince and brother, or ac-
cording to some traditions, half-brother
of King Tyndareus of Sparta, and Peri-
boea, who in various ancient traditions is
connected to the broader royal Spartan
lineage. Through this lineage, Penelope
was traditionally regarded as a cousin of
Helen of Troy, the daughter of Tyndare-
us and Leda. Thus, Penelope and Helen
emerged as two of the most influential fe-
male figures of the Homeric world. While
Helen became associated with the pas-
sions and upheavals that ignited the Tro-
jan War, Penelope became the enduring
symbol of constancy, wisdom, restraint,
and the preservation of the household
and civilization itself.

Presented in collaboration with the
Daughters of Penelope, the discussion
will also examine the enduring role of
Hellenic womanhood within both the
Hellenic diaspora and the broader Hel-
lenic world. Founded in 1929 in San Fran-
cisco as the women's affiliate of AHEPA,
the organization has for nearly a century
promoted Hellenic ideals through philan-
thropy, education, cultural preservation,
civic engagement, and community lead-
ership throughout the United States, the
Hellenic Republic, Cyprus, and the glob-
al Hellenic diaspora.

The songs
resonate with both intimate and grandeur, thus captur-
ing the pride, heartbreak and resilience of a shipbuild-
ing town facing an uncertain future.

Sting himself delivers a magnetic performance, bring-
ing authenticity and hard-earned wisdom to this com-
plex role. His harking voice, still unmistakable after de-
cades, carries the shows' emotional core with remarkable
warmth, soul, and conviction.

Equally noteworthy is Shaggy, whose appearance
proves far more than a novelty. As the Ferryman, he
provides charm, humor, and an unexpected theatrical
elegance, serving as a charismatic guide through the
story's emotional current. Their chemistry together is
effortless and genuinely delightful.

In fact, each member in the castis able to bring some-
thing distinct and refreshing to the table.

What makes this production truly exceptional is the
way it fills the vast Metropolitan Opera House with-
out ever losing its humanity. The ensemble is superb,
and the staging achieves moments of genuine spec-
tacle while remaining grounded in the lives of ordi-
nary working people. The result is a show that feels
both epic and personal—a celebration of labor, fam-
ily, memory, and hope. This eclectic production will
certainly drench the audience into a wide spectrum
of raw emotions.

"The Last Ship" has clearly evolved since its original
Broadway incarnation, and this re-imagined produc-
tion arrives with newfound confidence and emotion-
al clarity. At the Metropolitan Opera House, Sting and
Shaggy have created an unforgettable evening of mu-
sic and storytelling that earns every standing ovation.

It is a heartfelt, exhilarating production that leaves
audiences uplifted, inspired, and profoundly moved.
Prepare to be blown away. Don't walk... run to get tick-
ets to see Sting, Shaggy, and the cast at the Metropol-
itan Opera House! "The Last Ship" garners 5 out of 5
stars. Well done.

Federation’s June 10 meeting in
Upper Darby, PA.

He will lead one of the nation’s
most active Greek American com-
munity organizations, joined on
the Executive Board by Michael

Today we formal-
ly secured the future of our Pa-
rade so that future generations
do not have to carry the heavy
burden of fundraising extraordi-
nary amounts of money but in-
stead can put their energy into
the tremendous planning and
execution of the annual event”.

During his exit remarks, out-
going President Karapalides not-
ed that he was honored to serve
these past two years as Pres-

ident”, noting that “we made
many positive steps forward”,
highlighting the new initiative
to partner with the Philadelphia
Marathon and the Consulate of
Greece in New York, to gift the
gold crowns to the winners of
the Philadelphia Marathon. “I
know the next President will con-
tinue this wonderful new tradi-
tion”, he added.

Vasiliou has previously
served in leadership positions
within the Federation and

played a key role in the contin-
ued growth and success of Phila-
delphia’s annual Greek Indepen-
dence Day celebrations.

C entered on the theme “Rise and Build”
(Nehemiah 2:18), the 48" Biennial Cler-
gy-Laity Congress of the Greek Orthodox
Archdiocese of America will convene at
the Huntington Convention Center in
Cleveland, Ohio, June 28 - July 2, 2026.
Their Eminences Metropolitan Arsenios
of Austria and Metropolitan Filotheos of
Thessaloniki, along with the Grand Archi-
mandrite lakovos (Krochak), were appoint-
ed by His All-Holiness Ecumenical Patri-
arch Bartholomew as the Patriarchate’s
representatives to the Congress.

“To welcome the faithful of our Archdi-
ocese to Cleveland is a tremendous bless-
ing. This Congress will be a time for inspi-
ration and renewal, calling all of us to rise
together in faith and build parishes that
reflect the love of Christ”, stated the host
hierarch, His Eminence Metropolitan Sa-
vas of Pittsburgh, who will welcome to
Cleveland hundreds of clergy and laity
from parishes across the Archdiocese for
a week of deliberations.

This year’s Congress, co-chaired by
John and Effie Trihas, will highlight the
ministries and initiatives shaping the fu-
ture of the Church.

Running concurrently will be the Na-
tional Philoptochos Convention, chaired
by Anna Vedouras and co-chaired by Ani-
ta Kartalopoulos, Stella Piches, and Joyce
Spanakis, bringing together the dedicat-
ed women of the Church'’s philanthrop-
ic arm, whose ministry supports count-
less lives across the nation and beyond.
